The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding. 
Plaques were presented to Richard Buchanan and Judy Kroh for their years of service.  A certificate was presented to Tony Myers for his years of service as fire chief.

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Nelson Alpaugh of 17 Virginia Avenue introduced himself and stated he was interested in the position of Alternate on the Zoning Hearing Board vacated by Ken Thomas.
F. Arbogast moved to appoint Nelson Alpaugh as an Alternate on the Zoning Hearing Board.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the November 10 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for November.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the November 1, 15 and 29 payroll registers.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Second Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt
Last month, Council set a deadline of May 31, 2022, for removal of the contaminated soil with testing being done per the drawing submitted.  The current deadline for land development approval is December 9, 2021.  The developer desires additional time for the land development plan approval process.  The developer should know by the end of the month whether the last round of soil will be removed in its entirety, or if it will proceed with testing and remove the contaminated soil thereafter.  The developer understands, in either instance, that contaminated soil must be removed on or before May 31, 2022.  Sol. Rehmeyer will inform the developer that emphasis should be placed on appearance of the property.  
S. Mayoryk moved to extend the time for an approved land development plan for this property until December 14, 2022.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Codes Enforcement  
The reports for October and November were received.  Items were further discussed later in the meeting.
Southern Regional Police Department – R. Buchanan and M. Sharkey

The police activity report from October 10 thru November 6 was presented.  The budget figure for 2022 for Shrewsbury Borough is $657,406 with the overall budget being $2,314,171.
T. Nadobny moved to approve the 2022 police budget figure.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

There was discussion as to how often the minimum PPU obligation should be calculated, which is currently on a three-year rolling average.  It should probably be done yearly.  The concept of associate members would have 15% minimum PPUs and anything below that would be a contracted customer.  Notice to leave time may also be adjusted to add an additional ten months.
EMA Report – Stan Walters
Stan stated he is in attendance to support the ordinance to adopt the Emergency Operations Plan that includes New Freedom Borough.
Water & Sewer – M. Sharkey, T. Nabobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Meeting with New Freedom Borough
The meeting was held yesterday morning.  Future upgrades at the plant were discussed.  New Freedom Borough is going to look at updating the costs for the projects.  The newly-installed belt filter press is making the sludge dryer that is hauled away and New Freedom Borough has seen a decrease in the monthly electric charge by around $5,000.00.  Hopewell Township would like EDUs for future development and will come to the next meeting with the number of EDUs needed.   The next meeting is on January 25.
Water Project Request for Payment
Eng. Brenneman submitted a recommendation of payment in the amount of $112,463.82 to H & H General Excavating.

T. Nadobny moved to pay H & H General Excavating the amount of $112,463.82.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Ordinance to Increase the Sewer Tapping Fee
T. Nadobny moved to adopt Ordinance 2021-4 to increase the sewer tapping fee to $3,543.28 ($1,729.36 for capacity and $1,813.92 for collection) based on the Act 57 study performed by Eng. Brenneman.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Heating Oil Tank
Soil samples were taken at 101 Crosswind Avenue on November 18.  During sampling, the odor of fuel was noticed.  The oil was removed from the tank and was placed in 55 gallon drums.  Sample results show exceeded levels of Benzene.  Taylor Geoservices’ recommendation is to take the tank out of service and remove the contaminated soil around the tank since it is so close to the Smith Well to avoid migration.
