Codes Enforcement  
The March report was received.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The Police Commission did not meet last week due to the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic.  Mayor reported Chief Boddington stated there were no major complaints and that he issued a policy for the office and the officers to follow keeping social distancing in mind.
EMA Report – Stan Walters
The monthly report was e-mailed to the office.  Stan asked if Council was going to close the playground/equipment during the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic or have the play equipment sanitized each day.  After discussion, it was the consensus to close the restrooms only and that Sol. Rehmeyer work with the Secretary and Supt. of Public Works on the wording for a sign to be placed regarding sanitization and keeping social distance when using the playground and equipment at the playground.

First Quarter Water/Sewer/Trash Bills
In light of the COVID-19 pandemic and mandatory business closings by the Governor, Council discussed the first quarter billing and the typical deadlines for payment and shutoff.  The due date is May 15 with the penalty typically being added on May 22 with June 9 being the last day to pay before shut off occurs and any payment plans having to be paid in full by June 29.  It was the consensus that water not be shut off because of COVID-19 and the requirement to wash hands frequently.  It was also the consensus of Council to wait until the May 13 meeting to see how many accounts are unpaid.
