The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
Codes Enforcement – Keith Hunnings explained the thought process in the issuing of the sign permit for the M & T Bank at 69 East Forrest Avenue.  It was the third application, and the two prior had been denied.  He considered it a business (not a drive-in even though business is transacted inside the Bank and from vehicles outside the Bank) which allows a 32 sq. ft sign per 100 L.F. road frontage.  The illuminated sign cannot be closer than 200 feet from a signalized intersection and this sign is further away than that.  Keith feels it meets Section 301.5 of the Zoning Ordinance.  There is no decorative border, just a pillar sign with a base.  Keith sent a copy of the Township’s sign ordinance, which is stand-alone ordinance, for the Borough to review and to consider.  That way, if any changes are determined to be necessary or appropriate, such a free-standing sign Ordinance can be amended more readily than the Zoning Ordinance, and also an applicant can approach Council about certain issues rather than having to appeal and appear before the Zoning Hearing Board.  The sign permit for the Gun Bunker has been revoked and the owner is cooperating by painting over two signs in the front windows and the large GUNS sign will be measured.  The submitted application and what was installed differ.  He spoke about the owner potentially appealing to the Zoning Hearing Board but noted his belief that such signage might be considered a self-created hardship.

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson asked if there are any updates on the meeting with New Freedom Borough and T. Nadobny responded that there is no update.  Phil also asked about the letters the Municipal Authority was going to send out.  Sol. Rehmeyer replied the letter was clarified to inquire about the timeframe the capacity would be used if any became available and would be presented to the Authority members at its upcoming meeting.

Gregory Albury of 3438 North George Street, York, submitted an application for solicitation and was present to seek approval.

Executive Session
An executive session was called at 7:18 p.m. to discuss an employee matter and a legal issue.

The meeting was reconvened at 7:45 p.m.   
President Nadobny asked Mr. Albury what he plans to solicit and the answer was that he (and his children under his direct supervision) will only be hanging 12 x 6 baggies with information about Inch & Co. Real Estate on door handles.  He’ll stay on sidewalks, driveways and will not cut through yards.  He has 1,000 baggies to distribute.  He confirmed that he would not seek to engage in sales conversation or solicit business. 
S. Mayoryk moved to approve the solicitation permit.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the March 9 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

S. Mayoryk moved to approve the March 7 and 21 payroll registers.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Fill Dirt
Supt. Sweitzer stated the owner has not contacted him about testing for Alternative Additional Fill Dirt.

Codes Enforcement  
Taken earlier.  The report for March was provided.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The police activity report dated 2/27/22 thru 3/26/22 was received. The new K9 vehicle will be outfitted with an advance from the Police Commission.  The Intergovernmental Committee is soon ready to submit draft recommendations to the Police Commission.  Glen Rock Borough held a town hall meeting and another one is scheduled for April 27.  There is a new program called Project Life Saver which is used to track dementia patients if they wander from home.
EMA Report –   
Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny and Supt. Sweitzer
101 Crosswind Drive Heating Oil Tanks
The homeowner removed the heating oil tank on March 25.  Contaminated soil was removed from the site and soil samples were gathered on March 28.  The soil samples have been analyzed by the Borough’s hydrogeologist, Michael Napolitan, and the soil remaining on the property is now clean per State standards.  This matter has been concluded successfully.
Smith Brothers Garage 
The owners drilled extra holes to do additional testing as one of the tests came up concerning.  Additional testing was done at the monitoring well at the Meadow Well which was normal.
Rutter’s North Main Street
Rutter’s is redoing the tops of the tanks and the piping to the dispensers.

SRBC Village and Meadow Wells
The SRBC hearing is May 5 for the Commission to review the permit requests.

Deer Creek Force Main Replacement
Wexcon completed the project on April 5.  Two thousand feet of sewer force main that experienced many leaks over the last few years were replaced.

Wellhead Protection Ordinance
The Ordinance was clarified at the request of the Wellhead Protection Committee and the Zoning Hearing Board to help interpret and to make decisions, especially with regard to Bulk Storage and Regulated Substances matters.

M. Weaver moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to advertise the Ordinance for adoption.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

S. Mayoryk moved to accept all bids and to award the bid of E. J. Breneman, LLC in the amount of $184,769.60, to award the bid of Kinsley Construction in the amount of $164,666.40, and to award the bid of York Materials Group in the amount of $314,540.00 pending receipt of the required paperwork.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

The total cost above is $663,976.00 and the amount of $765,170 was the bid estimate.  West Forrest Avenue, which needs to be reclaimed, could be added from approximately 318 West Forrest Avenue to Cherry Tree Lane for around $180,000.00.

S. Mayoryk moved that Supt. Sweitzer ask the low bidders if they can complete the reclamation of West Forrest Avenue using the same unit price amounts.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Road Inspection
The inspection was done and the list of roads with scores was presented.
Complaint about Parking Along West Forrest Avenue
A complaint was received last month about a vehicle parking along the street at 122 West Forrest Avenue that blocks one lane of travel.  The street is 23 feet wide and 11 feet are needed for a travel lane.  If a traffic study was done, parking would be eliminated from the intersection with Route 851 and west beyond 122 West Forrest Avenue.  Mayor Sharkey spoke with the complainant and the chief complaint is that motorists blow their horn in displeasure when they approach the parked truck which blocks their lane of travel.  It’s also a safety hazard.  Mayor Sharkey will contact the owner of 122 West Forrest Avenue to ask them to not park on the street that there are other places to park, such as on Hill Street.
Eitzert Farms Streets
Sol. Rehmeyer said the Deed of Dedication has been signed by the developer and the Ordinance is prepared to adopt the roads.
S. Mayoryk moved that the ordinance be advertised to adopt the streets.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Upon approval of the Ordinance, the Deed and the Ordinance can be signed by representatives of the Borough.

Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
ARPA Funds
M. Weaver moved that all of the ARPA funds be used for the road paving project.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Update Signature Card for Safe Deposit Box
M. Weaver moved that Ted Nadobny, Angela Baldwin, Brian Sweitzer, and Cindy Bosley be placed on the signature card for the safe deposit box.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Resolution 2022-4 Employee Bonus Program
K. Thomas moved to adopt Resolution 2022-4 to approve a one-time Cost of Living Adjustment bonus payment to all Borough employees in the total amount of One and Three-tenths (1.3%) Percent of each respective Borough employee’s annual base salary, to be paid after the end of the first quarter, on or about April 30, 2022. 

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Playground Cameras
CIA provided two proposals for additional cameras at Sweeney Park.  There was vandalism at the dugouts.  Option one ($3,300.00) is to provide a camera at the generator building to connect to our existing system.  Option two ($9,980.00) is to add four cameras that would cover the ballfield, blind spots in the existing system, and an added camera at the Scout House.  If the Scout House is included, WIFI from the Scout House could be used to be able to review the video remotely.  This equipment would integrate into the existing system.
K. Wills moved that four additional cameras be purchased to be used in connection with the WIFI at the Scout House at a cost of $9,980.00 to be paid from Recreation Fee Funds.
S. Mayoryk seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Resolution 2022-3 Authorizing and Approving an Agreement for the Pension Plan
The Resolution authorizes an Agreement with Principal Financial Group for the provision of services for the Non-Uniform Employee Pension Plan.

K. Thomas moved to adopt Resolution 2022-3.

S. Mayoryk and K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

328 West Forrest Avenue and Columbia Gas Street Cut Issue
When the gas company performed the work, it did not bore under the road as stated in the permit and the newly-paved roadway was cut.  Notice was sent to the gas company on March 8 with no response and a demand letter was sent to Columbia Gas requesting restitution.
Amendment and Restatement of Nuisance Ordinance
The Ordinance will be advertised for adoption next month.  Mayor Sharkey will clarify with Chief Boddington whether ‘property owner’ should be added in the first paragraph of Section 9 to aid in enforcement under certain circumstances.
Renewal of Comcast Franchise Agreement
It appears that ten municipalities have signed on so far, which reduce the Borough’s fees by 20%.  There is still time for other municipalities to join in to increase and to potentially maximize the group discount.

Glen Rock Borough

Fawn Grove Borough
Fawn Grove Borough requested fire police services for the 9th Annual York PA Fire Muster.

S. Mayoryk moved to approve the request for assistance from Springfield Township, Glen Rock Borough and Fawn Grove Borough.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Sidewalks
There have been discussions with Shrewsbury Township about re-applying for the Multimodal Transportation Fund Grant program which are due on July 31.  PennDOT has agreed to offer full support and letters of recommendation to link the diverging diamond project and sidewalk for the three municipalities.  Additional letters of support to come from legislators and civic organizations that were involved in the Exit 4 project.  There would be a direct online petition for residents along with a newsletter insert to request support from the online petition as well as placed on the websites.

The Borough and the Township could share the estimated cost of $5,310.00 to re-apply for the grant.  The grant would be awarded in the fall with work to start in 2023.

K. Wills moved to submit a third application to the Multimodal Transportation Fund Grant program.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

New Freedom Mayor, Kim Butcher, said there is a meeting tomorrow and that a vehicle from Glen Rock Borough is being used as a chase vehicle currently.
