The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:00 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Mark Beran presiding.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Charlie Nass (12 EDUs), Baron Matthews Sr. (11 EDUs), and Linda Apuzzo (5 EDUs) appeared again to remind Council that they need EDUs for properties in Shrewsbury Township. Borough Manager Brian Sweitzer discussed the Phase I waste water treatment plant blower project. The project has not yet been completed and the full benefits thereof have yet to be determined, but the project was not intended to add additional capacity to the plant. Rather the project will regain lost capacity. Shrewsbury Borough currently has approximately 230 EDUs set aside for future building in Shrewsbury Borough, and at this juncture there is no excess sewer capacity. The New Freedom WWTP Phase II Project was presented to Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships two years ago with an estimated cost of five million dollars.  The Phase II upgrade would benefit and would be paid by Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships only. All EDU requests for Shrewsbury Township properties should be addressed to Shrewsbury Township.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the March 12, 2025 meeting minutes were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.  
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for March as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 5974 thru 6007 for a total of $137,004.81; Water check numbers 2548 thru 2561 totaling $58,241.88; Sewer check numbers 2221 thru 2229 totaling $108,053.04; Highway Aid check numbers 1002 thru 1003 totaling $2,906.42.
T. Blomquist seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

K. Thomas moved to approve the March 3 ($19,575.56), March 17 ($21,753.34), and March 31 ($20,638.73) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Borough Council will discuss Timber Valley Terrace final Subdivision approval after the Highway Occupancy Permit is received.   
Codes Enforcement
The report for March was received.  Manager B. Sweitzer and Keith Hunnings met with Mr. Karlen’s helper that is cleaning 514 S. Main St. based on the previous Borough Enforcement Notice. They discussed a privacy fence for Mr. Karlen and the amount of work remaining. Mr. Karlen’s helper is having hip surgery in a few weeks. They will hopefully resume cleaning in July/August. The property is significantly improved.   
Southern Regional Police Department 
The Southern Regional Police Commission meeting was held on April 2, 2025. The police department is looking at possible new radios in the future. The radios would cost around $5,000 each. The Police Commission gave Chief Boddington the authority to purchase Ballistic Shields for the officers. The shields’ cost estimate is $2,500 each and the Department needs five new shields. There was a hit and run incident in Glen Rock.  The SRPD camera identified the license plate on the box truck and the police were able to apprehend the driver. 

EMS/Fire/EMA
Included in the agenda packet was the Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Company daily and monthly call reports with Municipality breakdowns. 
Manager/Public Works Report 
Water Line Project Invoice
Doli Construction cashed the “Final Payment” check. Doli emailed on April 1st that there is a discrepancy from their totals and they will provide a revision in the near future.
Southern York County Comprehensive Plan
The plan includes New Freedom, Glen Rock, Railroad and Shrewsbury Boroughs, and Shrewsbury Township. Elected officials will meet on April 24th at 6:00 PM at the Shrewsbury Township building to review the plan. 
Complete Streets 
The York County Planning Commission Complete Streets Program is a great opportunity to advance our core values with regards to traffic and pedestrian safety. Shrewsbury Borough’s Complete Street Committee is made up of 7 Committee members. The first meeting is Thursday, April 17th at 1:00 pm.
Electronics Recycling
The 2025 electronic recycling event is cancelled due to Shrewsbury Borough residents’ ability to take electronic items to the Goodwill located at 535 South Main Street.
Microsoft 365
K. Thomas and M. Weaver are working with Joe Edel on purchasing and implementing Microsoft 365. Microsoft 365 would improve information sharing and mail storage with better security features. The yearly fee for Microsoft 365 is $3,552.00 with a one-time conversion fee not to exceed $1,750.

K. Thomas made a motion to purchase Microsoft 365. 

M. Weaver seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
Christmas Tree

Two residents have volunteered their trees for the next Borough Christmas Tree. One tree is a Blue Spruce that is very susceptible to drought and fungus that infected our present Christmas Tree. Our Borough arborist will look at both trees this week. He also has a tree farm and may have some possibilities. The new tree will be planted in the Fall when dormant. 

Shrewsbury Lion’s Flower Sale
The Shrewsbury Lion’s Club requested permission to sell flowers in front of the Borough Christmas Tree on Saturday May 10th. The Flower sale is a fundraiser that would hopefully raise some money for community events. 

K. Thomas made a motion to approve the Lions Club flower sale on Borough property. 

K. Gillespie seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
Water & Sewer
Engineer’s Report
Water Project 2025
Survey work has been completed. The PADOT permit for Tolna Road has been approved. North Sunset Drive and Memory Lane do not have recorded rights of way and are outside the road right of way. An additional easement area is required along Sunset and Memory Lane. The Borough will present an easement agreement to all affected property owners.

Borough Manager B. Sweitzer included the 2025 Road Inspections and 5-year Project schedule in the agenda packets.

Playground 

Recently, there has been a young motorcycle rider at Sweeney Park, which is a violation against the posted “Park Rules.” Southern Regional Police Department apprehended and cited the rider.  Borough Council decided to wait until the citation is resolved, per a recommendation of Police Chief Boddington, to determine if the Park Rules need any sort of supplementation to enhance their enforceability.   

Paul Smith Library Update
Buck Buchanan reported that a letter was sent to Robert Lambert regarding a meeting with Mr. Lambert and the Board of the York County Library System. Mr. Lambert received the letter and the library board is waiting on a response from Mr. Lambert. Solicitor J. Rehmeyer forwarded Buck’s communication to a number of Board Members that acknowledged receipt.  The York County Library System meets on April 22nd. 

Electric Pricing 
The current electric pricing contract expires in December 2025. The Borough received the new electric pricing recommendations from Enrivon.
M. Weaver made a motion to lock into the 36 Month recommendation at the rate quoted. M. Beran seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
Solicitor’s Report
AutoZone, 95 East Forrest Avenue
The Developer has confirmed that AutoZone accepted the position of the Borough and Wellhead Protection Committee that no advance notice is need for any inspection. Solicitor Rehmeyer adjusted the Emergency Response Plan and sent to the Developer. 

Shrewsbury Lions/Borough 2025 Parade

Solicitor Rehmeyer reviewed the application and waiver for the parade. The waiver was revised to provide better protection and limit liability. 

Total donations received for the parade to date are $2,600.  Shrewsbury Borough has budgeted $7,500.00 for the parade. Total participants registered to date is 25.

Stan Walters will help with radio communication for the parade. 
Fawn Drive Easement 

The easement and buffer were discussed at the Borough Council meeting so everyone understood its original purpose. If the property owners or HOA make a request for the easement to be removed, we will notify Kimco, Cardinal Drive, and Fawn Drive property owners to search for consensus on the easement removal. If we receive support for eliminating the easement, Solicitor Rehmeyer will be able to help with legalizing and recording easement removal. South Penn, Shrewsbury Borough, and CGA efforts will be billable to the property owners and not Shrewsbury Borough.
