CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Ginger Sloan, of 227 West Forrest Avenue, was present again this month regarding the Planning Commission vacancy.

S. Mayoryk moved to appoint Ginger to the Planning Commission.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the July 14 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for July.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Jason Dunaja Bond  
The balance of the bond for improvements for the ten-lot subdivision in Shrewsbury Township on West Forrest Avenue is $17,054.40.  Supt. Sweitzer stated he and Eng. Brenneman believe  that the work remains in good condition so the bond can be released.
F. Arbogast moved to release the bond.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Codes Enforcement  
Southern Regional Police Department – R. Buchanan
The Police Commission meetings are being held in New Freedom but there is no Zoom capability.  One of the perpetrators involved in the Rite Aid burglary was captured in Baltimore and it is believed that he will reveal his accomplice.  A female was stealing purses at the professional building on East Forrest Avenue and was caught, thanks to Det. Shaffer.  Officer Hanson was nominated as SRO officer of the year by the South Eastern School District and won.
EMA Report 
Joinder Agreement to Include New Freedom Borough as part of the South Central Emergency Management Agency
M. Weaver moved to authorize the signing of the Agreement.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Water & Sewer – M. Sharkey, T. Nabobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Meeting with New Freedom Borough
A meeting was held on August 9 with New Freedom Borough representatives.  We have a better understanding of how New Freedom Borough calculates the flows that go to the plant.  Supt. Sweitzer reported that although the plant is permitted to treat 2.25 MGD, it can only safely treat 1.45 MGD due to the restrictions relating to Nitrogen discharge.  Design of a potential plant upgrade will take place in 2022 with construction starting in 2024.  The third project will be expansion. The plant is now at 1.1 MGD.  New Freedom Borough will not sell EDUs/capacity to customers in the Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority’s service area.  Clarifying letters will be mailed to Phil Robinson to explain that the original letter referred to capacity in the plant only and not an offer to sell EDUs.  The August 9 meeting was very productive and there will be another meeting in September that will include Shrewsbury Township.
Anderson 25 EDUs
(Secretary’s note to give the history of these EDUs: In 1999, Carroll Anderson paid Shrewsbury Borough for 35 EDUs for a personal care facility to be built on five acres of land in the Borough. As it turns out, only two acres were actually in the Borough after a survey was done.  Ten (10) of these EDUs were used for the Messina townhomes that were built in the Borough.  The remaining 25 EDUs have been unattached to any Borough land since that time and have been held in reserve under the Anderson name.)

Phil Robinson again asked if the 25 EDUs that were paid long ago for development in the Borough but some of that land was in the Township could be transferred for use on the Anderson’s land in the Township.  This situation is unique in that only a portion of the property the EDUs were purchased for is in the Borough and these 25 EDUs will be used on the remaining land that is in the Township  The policy has been that any unused EDUs should be sold back to the Borough but this situation is one of a kind.
F. Arbogast moved that the 25 EDUs originally purchased for development in the Borough be allowed to be used on existing land in Shrewsbury Township owned by the Andersons and that transfer of these EDUs is a unique situation and shall not set a precedent.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sol. Rehmeyer will prepare a short Agreement for the transfer. 
Water Project
The project began on Monday, June 28.  The water mains are installed on Mount Airy Road and Cardinal Drive. The total cost of work completed so far is $237,390.00.  The total cost of the project to replace mains on Mount Airy Road, Cardinal Drive, Westview Drive and Circle Drive is $684,882.00.

Heating Oil Survey
The only survey remaining to be completed is 16976 Mount Airy Road.  The course of action for the 101 Crosswind Drive and 111 Crosswind Drive tanks needs to be discussed.  Sol. Rehmeyer and Supt. Sweitzer will send the property owners a letter asking that the tanks be inspected, registered, and potentially removed and either placed above ground or in their basement.
Deer Creek North Interceptor Sewer Replacement
All permits have been obtained and the materials have been ordered but may not arrive in time since the work must be completed by October.  
Public Roads and Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer

Eitzert Farms
Two lots remain to be built upon.  Curb lines, drains, valve boxes and sewer manholes must be sealed before the roads can be adopted.  Curbs need to be inspected to see if repairs are needed.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Snowplow Bid Specifications Packet
The notice asking for bids for snowplow services was advertised with bids being opened for the September 8 meeting.
Heating Oil Tank Issue
Three of the four complaints were withdrawn as surveys were provided.  The remaining property owner who did not complete the survey was Heredia Aurelio, Jr.  He did not file an intent to defend and a default judgment was entered against him in the amount of $500.00.  Sol. Rehmeyer’s office will send a letter after the default judgment notice is received demanding cooperation with regard to the survey or indicating that otherwise additional fines will have to be imposed.
American Rescue Plan Act Funds
Sol. Rehmeyer stated the Deer Creek Pump Station upgrade can be paid for using the American Rescue Plan Act funds.  The funds can be directly spent by the Borough or can be transferred to the Municipal Authority, depending on who is the agency responsible for actually making such improvements to the pump station.

Potential Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer provided language to Amend Section 302.1 Outdoor Storage of Recreational Vehicles, Campers, Boats, and Trailers in the Residential, Residential-One Family or Residential-Agricultural zones for further consideration.
Water Line Replacement Change Order
Sol. Rehmeyer reviewed the bid documents and contract and does not believe the Borough needs to accept the change order and that Council’s strategy to wait until the project is done to make a decision on the request is prudent.
Contractor Language
A document was provided by the Borough’s insurance agency that makes sure a contractor’s insurance is in place properly, decreasing the potential burden on the Borough’s insurance and thereby decreasing the potential adverse impact on its insurance premiums.  Sol. Rehmeyer and the Borough’s engineer will coordinate to implement this language moving forward.
Council Member Participation by Communication
A Resolution was provided allowing participation using telecommunication devices under certain circumstances such as illness or disability, care of a newborn of an immediate family, emergency, and family or business travel.  Sol. Rehmeyer will fine tune the resolution to be presented next month.
