The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson was present to see when Council believed that any excess sewer EDUs would be available to transfer to the Municipal Authority.  Supt. Sweitzer gave a synopsis of the July 21 meeting.  The feasibility study performed by RK & K was provided.  The plant can currently treat 1.4 MGD.  The first phase, which is Alternate #2, is to add three additional 100 hp blowers to increase aeration which could reclaim up to 400,000 GPD in flows with a cost of around $2.3 million.  Phase II would use Biomag and Magnetite processes which could reclaim the original permitted capacity of 2.3 million GPD with a cost of around $5 million.  The original estimate for both phases was $5 million and now the figure is close to $7.5 million with project timelines of two to three years.  The next meeting is on August 18 with the Boroughs and the Solicitors as the Agreements will need to be modified.  No answer could be offered about if/when excess capacity could be made available.
Ascot Drive Paving
Phil stated last month that he plans to place the final wearing course on the unfinished portion of Ascot Drive by September.  He was asked if that was still accurate and he responded in the affirmative.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the July 13 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for July: General check numbers 4487 thru 4530 for a total of $261,432.32; Water check numbers 2178 thru 2193 totaling $10,302.55; Sewer check numbers 1893 thru 1897 totaling $2,143.39; Highway Aid check numbers none.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

K. Thomas moved to approve the July 11 ($19,184.69) and 25 ($17,723.06) payroll registers. M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue New Fill Dirt Site
Mike Napolitan, our hydrogeologist, reviewed the onsite sampling from the previous 4,000 CY of soil from Jacobus that is on site now.  Mike determined that two of the four quadrants exceeded contaminant limits (Quadrant A – Arsenic, Cobalt, Manganese and Quadrant B – Arsenic).  Mike requested a sampling plan from Penn State Management and its geologist and he will be present when the second sampling takes place. The two piles of Fill Dirt on the property are satisfactory.  Council was concerned about the ungraded piles of Fill Dirt.   No more Fill Dirt can be brought on site until the two contaminated quadrants are resolved and/or removed.  If the samples fail again, the Fill Dirt on these two quadrants must be removed as soon as possible. Sol. Rehmeyer will contact the developer about Council’s concerns with the unattractiveness of the Fill Dirt and the lengthening of this Fill/grading process.  The developer’s NPDES permit was received and they are moving forward with the subdivision and land development plans.
Codes Enforcement  
The May and June reports were submitted.

Southern Regional Police Department 
The police activity report dated 6/19/22 thru 7/16/22 was received.  A retired vehicle was sold and the old K9 vehicle will be purchased by another municipality.  Stewartstown Borough requested extra police presence at the fire hall this evening as the meeting could be contentious.  Glen Rock Borough still wants local coverage and will share the cost with us at a funding level they can afford.   
EMA Report  
Water & Sewer 
SRBC Permits
The Susquehanna River Basin Commission permitted the Village Well (0.064 MGD) and the Meadow Well (0.063 MGD) at the July meeting.  The permit reduced the well production amounts by .153 MGD from the previous permits.  The Woodlyn Well permit is under review and we requested .120 MGD down from the current permit of .240 MGD.  The total amount lost is 153,000 GPD.
Wellhead Protection Meeting
The Wellhead Protection Committee will meet on August 17 to review the 99 East Forrest Avenue proposed Tidal Wave car wash.  They attended the May meeting and would use approximately 33 EDUs.  The Committee is meeting to determine Tidal Wave’s quantity of “Regulated Substances” that would be stored on site.  The property is in Zone 2 of the Wellhead Protection Area.

Deer Creek Sewer Pump Station
Hydra-numatic will be the supplier and Johnson Construction could be the installer of the new pump station in 2024.  Pump tests were performed to determine and confirm pump output.  The plan is to order the pump station in 2023 and then have it installed and pay for it in 2024.  The estimated cost is $1.6 million with the Borough’s share being 44.3%.

Public Roads & Lighting 
Eng. Brenneman submitted the following recommendations for approval:

Change Order #2 for Contract #1 E.J. Brenneman
The change order decreases the contract by $13,255 due to poor grading and graded too deep on Circle Drive.

 K. Thomas moved to approve change order #2 for E.J. Brenneman.

 M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Change Order #2 for Contract #2 Kinsley Construction
The change order increases the contract by $2,565.63 due to extra grading from FDR application (Contract #1).
K. Thomas moved to approve change order #2 for Kinsley Construction.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Payment Application for Contract #1
M. Weaver moved to pay E.J. Brenneman the amount of $235,904.82.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Payment Application for Contract #2
F. Arbogast moved to pay Kinsley Construction the amount of $167,231.63.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Payment Application for Contract #2
M. Weaver moved to pay York Material Group the amount of $397,614.57.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Brook Meadow Drive Paving
Shiloh Paving shot grades on July 22 to fix the puddle at Brook Meadow Drive and Northpoint Drive.
Tolna Road Traffic Calming
· Two speeding display signs from Traffic Logix were ordered and not yet arrived ($5200). 

· Traffic Striping (Double Yellow Center Line, Fog Line White Line) has been contracted with D.E. Gemmill.  Shrewsbury Township will also join us and stripe from the Borough/Township line to Mount Airy Road.  Not scheduled yet.  (Our Cost $1701)

· “25 MPH” Thermoplastic at Borough/Twp. Line and South Main Street ordered. ($746)

· “Speed Limit Reduced” sign at Borough/Township Line was installed. ($73) 

Supt. Sweitzer stated Henry will be assisting in collecting the traffic count data.
219 Cardinal Drive
What appears to be vegetable oil either leaked or was emptied from the mobile food truck that is parked in the sight triangle at 219 Cardinal Drive and is now deposited onto the newly-paved roadway.  Depending upon the nature of the spill, there may need to be clean up. Sol. Rehmeyer will review the letter that was sent today and a letter with notices of violation will be sent citing the recently adopted Nuisance Ordinance and Wellhead Protection Ordinance and that the vehicles be removed from the sight triangle.

Newly-Paved Cassidy Way
A contractor placed indentations in the newly-paved roadway.  The contractor has offered to repair the roadway.  Supt. Sweitzer will work with the contractor to make sure that it’s repaired satisfactorily.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance 
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Eng. Brenneman’s report stated the Municipal Authority accepted the feasibility study prepared by RK & K.  He is continuing to work with Staff on the Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance.
SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Ordinance #2022-5 Amending the Volunteer Tax Credit Ordinance #2018-3
K. Thomas moved to adopt Ordinance #2022-5 to allow a qualifying volunteer both the earned income tax credit of up to $500.00 as well as of the real estate tax credit of 100%.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor with F. Arbogast abstaining as he is a member of the Fire Company.
Snow Plow Bid Specifications Packet
The bid packet has been prepared and advertised to be opened on September 14.

Cable Franchise Renewal
A public hearing is required to be held regarding the renewal of the Comcast cable franchise.

Short Term Rentals
Sol Rehmeyer’s office is preparing an Ordinance that will be tied to the Zoning Ordinance since it will be allowed only in the Village zone.  It has been offered to staff and is being refined for presentation to Council, likely along with other proposed Zoning Ordinance amendments.
Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
The developer’s attorney submitted information to Sol. Rehmeyer regarding attempts to establish the Association and attempts to communicate with property owners.  Sol. Rehmeyer has also reviewed the Water Services Agreement.  He will send a letter to the property owners with regard to the Agreement and the open issues as well as the need for the Association to form and act.
Street Cut Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a draft Ordinance to amend Ordinance #2016-1 and was provided to Supt. Sweitzer, Eng. Brenneman and the Secretary.  It is being refined for future presentation to Council.
Newsletter Review
Guidelines were developed with regard to the newsletter.  After review by Council, they can be adopted.  
16 – 18 South Sunset Drive Alleyway
Based on research of the alleyway north of 16 – 18 South Sunset Drive, only 20, 22, and 26 West Forrest Avenue have documented rights to use the alleyway.  There is no documented right to use the alleyway by 16 – 18 South Sunset Drive.  This research was requested as part of a zoning hearing request.
Sewer Issues
The Municipal Authority is receiving updated requests for any excess capacity.  Once the list is complete, it will be submitted to Shrewsbury Township.  Any capacity going into Shrewsbury Township would need to be authorized by the Township itself.  Capacity going into Hopewell Township, if any, would be handled differently.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
Secretary's Report 
The newsletter deadline is August 26.  

York Adams Tax Bureau 
The last meeting was on July 25.  For each budget, the Secretary asks the Director of the Bureau for a budget figure which is on the conservative side.  Collections are on track.
