The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Beran presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Judy Hooper, 6 Woodland Drive and Epi Perez, 5 Clear Run Drive, were present regarding keeping the Paul Smith Library an independent library and not becoming part of the York County Library System.  The library is open 51 hours a week.  The Glen Rock library has closed due to the condition of the building.  Financial help would be needed to keep the library independent.  Epi stated there are three options: 1) become a branch of the YCLS(at which time ownership of the building becomes part of the YCLS and the Board loses control); 2) become an independent library or 3) become part of a consortium.  Judy and Epi were asked to come back with more financial information, budget, etc.
Scott LaCoss, Jr. of 96 Raypaula Drive, was present to express his interest in becoming part of the Traffic Calming Committee.  He currently serves on the Planning Commission.
T. Nadobny moved to appoint Scott to the Traffic Calming Committee.
K. Gillispie seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Frank Antkowiak, 48 Woodland Drive, was present to state he filed a complaint against his neighbor for high weeds, green water in the pool, and a lawn tractor that was sitting in the front yard for years.  These issues were taken care of but the lawn tractor was moved to the rear yard near his property line with potted flowers on and a sign on a tree that says no trespassing.  He said that both he and his wife were bitten by the neighbor’s dog some time back.  The neighbor got a permit to put a fence up but it hasn’t happened yet.  Mr. Antkowiak was told that the Borough can’t force the neighbor to put the fence up and that he should have called 911 when the dog bites occurred.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the July 10 meeting were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.  
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for July as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 5598 thru 5641 for a total of $300,753.45; Water check number 2446 thru 2461          totaling $23,185.31; Sewer check numbers 2151 thru 2160 totaling $103,326.29; Highway Aid: none.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

K. Thomas moved to approve the July 8 ($21,692.78) and July 22 ($22,425.83) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.
T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Timber Valley Terrace 
This was formerly Covington Ridge III which was an approved 15 lot subdivision.  The Developer is reversing the 15 lot subdivision and creating three lots: Lot 1 is the existing home at 33 Valley Road; Lot 2 is .9707 acre along Valley Road to be built upon; Lot 3 is 9.0218 acres of residual land.  There are four waivers requested by the Developer, and the Staff and the Planning Commission support the granting of them: location or monuments, curb, gutters and sidewalks, volume controls and bearings and distances for existing lots.  The capacity letter was received from New Freedom Borough that there is capacity in the plant.
K. Thomas moved to approve the four waivers requested above.
K. Gillispie seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

K. Thomas moved to approve the plan subject to the following conditions: sewer planning module approved by DEP; Highway Occupancy Permit approval; Signatures on the plan and payment of all outstanding fees.
K. Gillispie seconded.  The motion granting conditional approval carried with all voting in favor.

Codes Enforcement
The report for July was received.  
Southern Regional Police Department 
The report for the time period June 16 thru July 13 was received.  National Night Out went well last week but was cut short because of the weather.  Tires were dumped behind the Market Square Shopping Center and the culprits were caught with the help of security cameras.  The pension financial management was changed to Englebert Financial Advisors at the request of the officers and there will be better service and lower costs.
EMA Report
Water & Sewer 
Water Line Project
The project is almost complete.  The mains on West Forrest Avenue, West Railroad Avenue and Charles Street were pressure and bacteria tested.  The project should be finished by Labor Day.

Shrewsbury Township Private Wells
Shrewsbury Township Ordinance 2018-01 allows Shrewsbury Borough to properly abandon private wells or inspect “grandfathered wells” prior to the enactment of the Ordinance.  There are six Township residents who have York Water and have not responded to the survey.  We will visit the residents this year and survey.

Twenty years was previously noted in the May minutes as a time period related to those wells, but it should be clarified that the twenty-year time period, from the adoption of the Ordinance, is the time period during which the Borough would, upon request of a property owner, be responsible for the proper capping and sealing of their private well, at the Borough’s expense.  After the twenty-year time period, the expense of such closure would be that of the property owner.  
Woodlyn Well SRBC Permit
The permit amount is .120 MGD with the caveat to not pump from the well when the water table is below 860 feet above sea level.

PFAS

The most recent sampling was July 18th. 
Pumphouse Pump Replacement

As reported previously, the Pumphouse 1956 Deming Pump seized up in April.  We have a submersible replacement ordered with Variable Frequency Drive.  DEP determined that our construction permit is in the “major” category instead of “minor” so our application fee is $2500 instead of $750.
Public Roads & Lighting 
Ascot Drive Paving

The final portion has been paved and is ready to be adopted by the Township.  The Township is agreeable to releasing the Letter of Credit that has a balance of $30,168.60.

M. Beran moved to approve the release and close out of the Letter of Credit in the amount of $30,168.60.
M. Weaver seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Columbia Gas

The gas main has been finished on North Main Street. The project will be finished around Thanksgiving/Christmas.  Our roads where the gas company is working will not be permanently paved until next year and we have requested the money for the project instead of paving.  We will use our Street Cut Ordinance to determine how much paving is needed and the Columbia Gas cost.   
Sidewalks

The process to replace sidewalks on North Main Street and several other problem areas on South Main Street and West Forrest Avenue has started.  We are working on the PennDOT permit that should be submitted in August with approval within two months.  We would request bids in December/January with a bid opening in February and work starting in March.  A letter should be sent to the residents late this Fall letting them know what is planned.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance 
IT Agreement

Edel Technology Services provided the signed agreement and proof of insurance.  The agreement is ready for Council approval and signature with proper review.
K. Thomas moved to authorize the President to sign the Agreement.

F. Arbogast seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.
F550 Truck Sale

We received the new 2023 F600 with plow and spreader last month.  Supt. Sweitzer would like to sell the old F550 with plow and spreader on Municibid.
F. Arbogast moved to approve the sale of the truck through Municibid with Supt. Sweitzer setting the appropriate reserve price.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Fire Company Generator

Shrewsbury Fire Company bought a used generator from Hampstead Fire Company and it cannot be used at the station.  They would like to sell it and they asked that Supt. Sweitzer post on Municibid.  Sol. Rehmeyer will prepare a short Agreement for the transaction.
K. Thomas moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer and Supt. Sweitzer on the sale of the generator.

T. Blomquist seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Radio Tower Woodland Tank

We received the tower base and Public Works will excavate and install the base and designed rebar this month.  We are working on getting our building inspector’s approval.  The tower will be installed in the next two months for $14,360 with one laborer provided by the PW crew.  We spent $16,000 to date and budgeted $200,000.  We will be under $100,000 total project cost since we used an old tower and performed much of the work with the Radio Club and Public Works labor.  Gary LaBarre, who passed away recently, was instrumental in the EOC and the Radio Club operations over the last 20 years.  Gary along with Nate Kirschman, helped design and install the current EOC and radio tower at the Borough building, the antenna building and generator at the AMP tank behind 250 North Main Street among other items he volunteered his time to help.  It was suggested that the new tower on Woodland Drive be dedicated to Gary and Nate Kirshman.
Block Building Roof

We budgeted $70,000 for metal roof replacement at the building in the cemetery next to the salt bin.  Scott Roofing from Linglestown is the cheapest with metal ($42,450 plus siding $11,500) or shingled roof ($34,950) through COSTARS.  This will discussed further next month.
Bookkeeping Position
K. Thomas stated that Scott Hittie was interviewed for the position and will work with the current bookkeeper until she leaves at the end of December.  K. Thomas proposed an hourly rate of $30.00 for Scott while he works with the current bookkeeper and then in January, receive a flat monthly rate based on what we are paying our current bookkeeper.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Meetings are scheduled for October 8, October 22, November 12, November 26 and December 10.
