The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:00 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Mark Beran presiding.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Kelly and Derek Waby, South Main Street Residents, are concerned about speed on Main Street and Cloverdale Avenue.  They expressed concern with the future developments in Shrewsbury Borough and Township with regards to traffic.  Mayor Sharkey addressed some of their concerns. Manager Sweitzer suggested talking with Penn Dot about conducting a Speed Study on South Main Street. The Borough will conduct a traffic volume/speed study on Cloverdale Avenue. 
Councilman Ted Nadobny announced that he was resigning from the Municipal Authority at the July Council meeting. The Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority accepted his resignation at the July 23rd meeting. Shrewsbury Borough resident David Pergrin is interested in becoming a member of the Municipal Authority and introduced himself to Borough Council. 
T. Blomquist made the motion to appoint David Pergrin to the Municipal Authority. K. Gillispie seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
Michael Ollinger and Christina Hall expressed their interest in the open position on the Planning Commission.  
T. Blomquist made the motion to appoint Christina Hall to the Planning Commission. K. Gillispie seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
K. Thomas made a motion to create an alternate position for the Planning Commission. K. Gillispie seconded the Motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Michael Ollinger was appointed to the Planning Commission as the alternate. T. Blomquist made the motion to appoint Michael Ollinger as the alternate to the Planning Commission. K. Gillispie seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the July 9, 2025, meeting minutes were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

K. Thomas moved to approve July 7th ($18,958.78) and July 21st ($18,163.39) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement
The report for July was received. Solicitor Rehmeyer prepared a sample Bee Ordinance for Council Review. There has been another bee complaint from Valley Road in the last month. Borough Council asked if Solicitor Rehmeyer could make some changes to the proposed ordinance as to the Flyway Barrier for undeveloped property.  Also, increase the distance between the hive and a pre-existing swimming pool and kenneled animals. 
F. Arbogast made a motion to make the ordinance changes and advertise the bee ordinance. K. Gillispie seconded the motion. All voted in favor of the motion except one nay vote, K. Thomas. 
514 S. Main Street

Bruce Thomas was present at the meeting. He is helping Mr. Karlen to clean up the property and bamboo at 514 S. Main Street. Mr. Karlen’s deadline to cut the bamboo was August 13th. Mr. Thomas reported that the majority of the bamboo has been cut down. The next step is to remove the root system. Mr. Thomas said now that the bamboo is down, Mr. Karlen needs to follow up with routine maintenance to keep the bamboo from growing. Mr. Karlen must remove the roots by the next Council Meeting on September 10th.  Manager Sweitzer will monitor the progress. Neighbor Amy Manker was present at the meeting and is very happy with the progress that Mr. Thomas is making at the property. 
Southern Regional Police Department 
Mayor Mike Sharkey reported from the Southern Regional Police Department meeting. The number of calls for August has increased, mostly due to carnivals in the area. The Police Commission has increased the budget for Ballistic Shields to $26,000. The Police Commission has a contract with a new accounting firm to handle police finances. 
EMS/Fire/EMA
EMC Stan Walters presented the Situation Report which contains information on weather.  Peak hurricane season occurs in September. Stan also discussed the 911 cellular outage. 
Fire Chief Brad Dauberman reported on the call activity for Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Department. As of July 2025, the department had a total of 341 calls. There will be a class on September 13, 2025, for extrication on newer vehicles. All Council members are invited to visit during the class. Recently, there was a fire in Stewartstown that Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Company responded to. There were two fire department members injured in the fire. One member had a sprained ankle coming down a flight of stairs. The second member fell through a floor thirteen feet and landed on his back. Both members have resumed responding to calls. 
Manager/Public Works Report
Water Project 2025

The water project will not start until after Labor Day and should be completed at the beginning of 2026. 
Road Project 2025 

We are not on Kinsley’s schedule yet. Project must be completed by October 31st since we are using Liquid Fuel money. 

PFAS Result/Removal

The Pennsylvania limit for PFAS is 14PPT and the EPA limit is 4.0PPT. The Smith Well 2nd quarter result was 6.9 PPT. The Home Well 2nd quarter result was 4.1PPT. The Meadow Well 2nd quarter result was 4.0PPT. Manager Sweitzer has met with Martin Water Conditioning to get some treatment options. K. Thomas suggested preparing for treatment with our 2026 budget.
Penn Waste

Penn Waste provided the Borough with several community options in lieu of penalties for Penn Waste per the contract. The options include a Community Shredding Event, Seasonal Cleanup Day, and Communication Plan. 

K. Thomas made a motion to accept Penn Waste’s options if there are no missed services going forward. If there are missed services, then Borough Council will discuss fines for Penn Waste. F. Arbogast seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Columbia Gas

The Borough requested $115,702 from Columbia Gas to contribute to our paving project. Columbia Gas agreed to submit a check to the Borough for $159,680.76. Check was received on August 12th. 

Southern York County Comprehensive Plan

York County Planning Commission did not recommend adoption, yet. The main comment involved the population projections. The Committee will meet on August 14th for further discussion. 

Microsoft 365

365 is operating and education is underway. Joe Edel will migrate the old mail system to the new email system. Please set up your new Borough email account. After some additional training, the meeting packets will transition to the cloud instead of paper copies. 
Website Improvement 

The Shrewsbury Borough website was upgraded about 5 to 10 years ago. The website needs another upgrade. The current website is extremely slow, not ADA compliant, and needs to be more user friendly. 

Parade Financials

The 2025 first Shrewsbury Borough Parade was a success. We received close to $5000 in donations and spent $3,439.78. The remaining funds will be used for the 2026 parade.

Paul Smith Library Update
