The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:00 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding.  As occurred last month, all wore masks and were socially distanced.
ENGINEER’S REPORT
Paving Project
Final bills are not all in but Council should expect to approve invoices totaling around $234,000.00 at the December 22 meeting.  Per a change order, Woodland Drive went over budget by around $27,000.00 due to extra milling that was needed.
AutoZone Land Development Plan Waiver and Time Extension for Approval
The developer’s engineer wrote about a time extension.  There was some discussion about the length of the extension among Council and the Developer’s representative, Lisa Bornt-Davis.  Eng.  Brenneman recommended granting the extension and tabling the plan due to the time needed for the NPDES permit approval.
F. Arbogast moved to approve a time extension until December 9, 2021.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

S. Mayoryk moved to waive the requirement of a Preliminary Plan as recommended by Staff, the Planning Commission and Eng. Brenneman.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

AutoZone, 95 East Forrest Avenue Fill Dirt Agreement
Lisa Bornt-Davis stated there are about 10,000 cubic yards of fill dirt at the property now and about 10,000 cubic yards are still needed.  It is doubtful if there is that much dirt at the Kinsley site on Elm Drive that was taken from Exit 4 so it would be needed from another site.  Soil samples would be taken and not moved off-site until satisfactory and then tested again on-site.
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a First Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt that allows additional fill dirt subject to testing with Supt. Sweitzer’s oversight.
T. Nadobny moved to approve the First Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Updated Holley Sewer EDU Study
Eng. Brenneman updated the Holley sewer study and he didn’t recommend many changes to the “allocated” EDUs.  There is an approved plan for Covington Ridge III showing 14 lots and until a reverse subdivision plan is done to create one lot, he must keep that allocation at 14.  It was questioned how many the rest stop is using and do they want to purchase more.  The draft sewer reservation ordinance was discussed later under the Water and Sewer report.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for November.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement  
The July and August reports were reviewed.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The Police Commission voted to give the municipalities a rebate from the health care fund.  It is unknown if Glen Rock Borough will use part of its rebate to purchase the PPUs they need.  The Intergovernmental Agreement Committee suggested an idea of an associate membership.  The Committee still wants to define Long Term Obligation and if it did create an associate membership, its not clear how the Minimum Obligations would be calculated.  Glen Rock Borough did not approve the budget and if it submits a letter of withdrawal, it would be in until the end of 2022.
Shrewsbury Borough’s budget amount for 2021 is $638,200.00 or 33.72% of the police budget.
M. Weaver moved to approve the police budget with our amount being $638,200.00 before the health care rebate.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

EMA Report – 
The updated Emergency Operations Plan will be adopted early next year.

Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny and Supt. Sweitzer
New Freedom Borough Invoice #4
T. Nadobny moved to approve Invoice #4 in the amount of $566,122.38 for a portion of the bid contract of JP Environmental.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Heating Oil Tank Leaks
112 and 115 Crosswind Drive reported underground storage tank leaks.  H & H General Excavating removed the oil tanks on November 18.  Both areas had soil contamination.  The contaminated soil was taken to the landfill with proper disposal.  Soil samples were gathered and lab results are in compliance with State regulations.  The Borough’s geologist from Taylor Geoservices is involved in the soil sampling and cleanup.  Surveys were sent to 231 properties in Zones 1, 2 and 3 of the Smith Well Wellhead Protection Area.  As of Monday, 72 responses were received with five tanks that are still active.  Aero Energy reported a leaking tank at 28 Brandywine Drive (Zone 3) on November 27.  Aero Energy also volunteered to help inventory all addresses in our Wellhead Zones and identify underground tanks.  The deadline for the surveys is December 6.  Sol. Rehmeyer will draft a second, follow-up letter to be sent to those who do not respond.
Sewer Reservation Ordinance
A second meeting will be held on February 17 with the property owners who own undeveloped land as well as commercial and industrial business owners in the Borough to discuss purchasing or reserving EDUs they may need in the future.
Public Roads & Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer
West Forrest Avenue Signal Light
Fire Chief Myers and Supt. Sweitzer met with a PennDOT representative on November 13.  All parties agreed that the best option to prevent multiple lanes from forming at the signal light is to shift the centerline south.  A drawing was attached to Supt. Sweitzer’s report.  PennDOT has since proposed making a left-turn lane on West Forrest Avenue eastbound.  The problem would be the elimination of more parking spaces.  Additional measuring will take place and Supt. Sweitzer will have more information for the January meeting.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
Adopt Tentative 2021 Budget
F. Arbogast moved to adopt the tentative 2021 budget as presented.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

CARES Monies to be Given to the Fire Company
The Borough applied for and received CARES funds from York County to be given to the fire company in the amount of $25,312.95 to help make up for the loss of fundraising due to the Covid-19 virus.

F. Arbogast moved to cut a check to the fire company in the amount of $25,312.95.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Wellhead Protection Ordinance
Work on the amendment has continued and the matter was discussed with the Borough’s Geologist today.
Sewage Capacity Transfer in Shrewsbury Commerce Park
The Sewage Capacity Transfer Agreement has been signed by DAK Properties, L.P.  The Sewage Capacity Agreement and the Agreement for Return of Sewage Capacity has been provided to the Attorney for the Burtons for their signatures.  After the Burtons sign both documents, they will be presented to the Borough and Authority for signatures.  Then two EDUs will transfer from DAK to the Burtons and 12 EDUs will be returned to the Borough.
Ruby Tuesdays Bankruptcy
Additional correspondence was received and is being analyzed with guidance being provided.

Amend Articles of Incorporation of Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority
The next step is for the Authority to adopt the Amendment to the Articles of Incorporation which is scheduled to occur at its December 16 meeting.

Market Square Matter
Attorney Matkov served a Discovery Request to include a Request for Production of documents and Second Set of Interrogatories.  Atty. McDonald is working with Paralegal Ginny Brate to prepare responses.  It appears that much of what is now requested was previously requested.  Atty. Matkov stated he did the filing so the case would not appear to be stagnating.

Resolution 2020-8 Re-enacting and Re-imposing for the Fiscal Year 2021, the Real Estate Tax Rate of 2020 for General Purposes and Fire Tax, and Re-enacting and Continuing the Realty Transfer Tax and Earned Income Tax for the Year 2021
This will be adopted at the December 22 meeting.

Resolution 2020-9 Again Recognizing the Shrewsbury Borough Volunteer Fire Company and Authorizing Certain Activities
This will also be adopted at the December 22 meeting.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
Intergovernmental Agreement for EMS Chase Truck
The original proposal was for Rose Ambulance to have a chase truck to be housed at the Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Company for quicker response time.  Shrewsbury Township felt that since the chase truck would still respond east of I-83 that Hopewell Township, North Hopewell Township, East Hopewell Township, Stewartstown Borough, Winterstown Borough and Crossroads Borough be included as part of an Intergovernmental Agreement in order to spread the cost out with the chase truck being housed at a private resident’s home about five miles northeast of Shrewsbury.  This will not help the response time for the Borough and part of Shrewsbury Township.  The chase truck can only serve so much territory.  Eureka Ambulance is trying to arrange for a chase truck for their response area and the above-named municipalities are served by Red Lion EMS.  Glen Rock Borough was not part of the original proposal as well.  Fire Chief Myers felt the Borough should stay with the original proposal to serve the area we have now.  Rose Ambulance will still respond to part of Hopewell and North Hopewell Townships if it is closer than Red Lion EMS.  
Pay Raises and Bonuses
F. Arbogast moved to approve the pay raises that are in the budget and the standard bonus based on years of service and an additional $500.00 for working through the difficulties of the Covid-19 virus.
T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Pension Service Hours
F. Arbogast moved to amend the Definition of Accrual Service to be one year of service for each plan year in which an employee has at least 1,820 hours of service.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
