The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
7:00 P.M. Public Hearing on Transfer of Liquor License to 65 East Forrest Avenue
Greg Saubel, Kelsi Saubel, and Katelyn Rohrbaugh, Esq. were present representing Saubel’s Markets.  Sol. Rehmeyer announced that the public hearing had been properly advertised and had to be completed prior to any consent to the transfer of the liquor license.  Greg Saubel explained, that in order to stay competitive, Saubel’s Markets is asking for approval to bring another license into the Borough in order to sell beer and wine.  Greg stated customers would be limited to one drink with 30 seats on the premises.  There was one public comment, Jason Jarvis, and that he was in favor of the transfer.  If Council approves the resolution, then the application process can begin.  Council felt there was no detriment to the Borough.
The hearing ended at 7:11 p.m.

K. Wills moved to adopt Resolution #2022-8 to approve the transfer of the liquor license.

F. Arbogast and M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Anthony Bullano, Baseball President of SYC, stated that SYC would like to improve the ballfield at Sweeney Park to make it more amenable to little league baseball and in order to hold tournaments.  A proposal was presented for the upgrades that totaled $12,355.03.  There was concern that if the upgrades are done, that other teams won’t take care of the field.  Anthony stated that he has good communication with most of the other teams and that shouldn’t be a big problem.  SYC upgraded the field at Windy Hill Road with financial help from Shrewsbury Township and he would like to see the field at Sweeney Park look comparable.
K. Thomas moved to authorize the amount of $10,000 be spent on the upgrades from the PLGIT Playground Account after the invoice is received from SYC.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the November 9 meeting were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for November: General check numbers 4685 thru 4728 for a total of $101,260.43; Water check numbers 2220 thru 2229 totaling $23,417.84; Sewer check numbers 1943 thru 1950 totaling $24,725.53; Highway Aid check numbers none.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the November 14 ($16,788.94), and November 28 ($16,755.76) payroll registers.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Third Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt
The Third Amendment can be finalized.  A minor change has been made to rename the Angelica Way Fill Dirt to Hamilton Fill Dirt, since the dirt comes from a location in the Hamilton development but not necessarily at Angelica Way.  The O & M Agreement was signed by the developer and will be signed by the Borough later, after plan approval conditions have been met. At that time, the approved plans and the O & M Agreement will be recorded.
M. Weaver moved to approve the signing of the Third Amendment of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Codes Enforcement  
Southern Regional Police Department 
The police activity report dated 10/9/22 to 11/5/22 was received.  Mayor Sharkey stated Chief Boddington will be making an offer to a candidate who interviewed for the vacancy.  Mayor highlighted some police activity; there was an error in the pension MMO by PMRS.  The Commission discussed Glen Rock Borough’s letter and a letter will be sent that there is a process outlined in the IGA specific to notices.  Glen Rock Borough would need to be a member until the end of 2024.  The budget numbers were presented and based on the current budget number, Shrewsbury Borough’s share next year will be 33.42% ($725,660) of the total budget of $2,500,282.  That number will be reduced slightly in January after insurance premiums are obtained.  The Borough’s share will be 33.1% of $2,171,982.  
M. Weaver moved to approve the police budget not to exceed $2,500,282 with the Borough’s share being $725,660 but to be corrected in January to be slightly less.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Mayor Sharkey will be forwarding the police budget to Council.  Mayor was also asked to consider how the other members’ budgets and the police department will be affected once Glen Rock Borough becomes an hourly customer.
EMA Report – Stan Walters
Stan thanked the Borough and Supt. Sweitzer for the help and support.  Stan stated he recently received the Spirit of Emergency Management award.
Water & Sewer 
ARPA Grant
Supt. Sweitzer is applying for funds for infrastructure projects with the total cost being $2,020,718.  If awarded, the Borough’s share would be $673,573.  Sol. Rehmeyer’s office prepared a resolution.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the signing of Resolution #2022-7.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Meeting with New Freedom Borough
No definite date has been set as yet but Shrewsbury Township asked that the meeting be held in January.  At this meeting, Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships will present future needs.
Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
The residents have retained an attorney so the December 8 meeting did not occur.  The attorney for the residents wants to meet with the Borough Solicitor and the developer’s attorney to understand the need for the HOA, the water line location, and inspections. 
99 East Forrest Avenue Tidal Wave Car Wash
The Wellhead Protection Committee met with the engineer and car wash representatives on August 17.  They responded to questions but have not supplied the bulk regulated substances quantities as yet.
Public Roads & Lighting 
Tolna Road Traffic Calming
Supt. Sweitzer and Henry Heinlein gave an update on the traffic calming measures implemented on E. Tolna Road. They spoke with a few residents and there are mixed feelings.  The residents have also been mailed a survey.

Agreement for Additional Snow Plow Drivers
K. Thomas moved to approve the signing of the agreements for the two additional snow plow drivers.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance 
Weather Station
The main unit is not working and is not salvageable.  The station is used by EMA to predict flooding in Glen Rock and Supt. Sweitzer uses the data for sewer flows and predictive sewer leak detection.

S. Mayoryk moved to authorize the purchase of a new weather station at a cost not to exceed $1,500.00 minus the monthly subscription.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion was amended as follows:

S. Mayoryk moved to authorize the purchase of a new weather station at a cost not to exceed and to approve the yearly subscription of $199.00.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Adoption of Preliminary 2023 Budget
F. Arbogast moved to approve the preliminary 2023 budget.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Comcast Service at 29 Kratz Road
The offer by Comcast to allow the property owner to dig the ditch to run the cable that was made in 2020 due to COVID and the need for internet for school work has been withdrawn.  Supt. Sweitzer has a call in to the Comcast municipal liaison, Eric Weldon, for more information.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Deer Creek Pump Station
Eng. Brenneman is continuing work on the Deer Creek Pump Station replacement project and is ready to work on the water and street projects when Supt. Sweitzer is ready to move forward.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Ratify President’s Signature for Fire Company Loan
The Section 147(f) form was signed by the President that acknowledges that the Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Company is authorized to provide fire services in the Borough. 
F. Arbogast moved to ratify President Nadobny’s signature on the acknowledgment form.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
The meeting that was to be held on December 8 was cancelled.  Attorney Baranski asked for a meeting instead, involving Attorney MacNeal (developer’s counsel) and the solicitor.  Attorney Elliot (counsel for Keystone) was also involved.  The issues were discussed at that meeting, which occurred on December 13.  Attorney MacNeal has ordered a survey and an as-built drawing that will show the water lines of related easements and any obstructions.  Upon receipt of that survey, the situation can be analyzed further, with the goal of properly documenting the location of the water line, delineating the easements and removing any obstructions over the water lines or within the easement areas, to the extent that they would be problematic.
Street Cut Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer will provide the ordinance early next year for consideration.  The Ordinance incorporates the new hourly rates to be presented for approval this evening.
Short Term Rentals
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office provided the updated short term rental documents which include the Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance, the Short Term Rental Application for License, and the Resolution Setting Fees for the License and Inspections and an Inspection Checklist.  The Ordinance and attachments were sent to Staff.
