The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:03 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding.  As occurred last month, all wore masks and were socially distanced.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

None were offered.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the January 13 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for January.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the January 11 and 25 payroll registers.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement  
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The Commission met here last week because of the better sound equipment for Zoom participation.  They will meet here again on February 16 and March 3; an advertisement was placed in the paper changing the meeting location.  Mayor Sharkey would like to have an executive session later to discuss a police personnel matter.
EMA Report – 
Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Sewer Reservation Ordinance
The Secretary was asked to place the Draft Sewer Reservation ordinance on the website.
New Freedom Borough Invoice #7
M. Weaver moved to approve Invoice #7 in the amount of $149,719.57.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Roads & Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer
West Forrest Avenue Signal Light
A meeting was held with a representative from PennDOT, Eng. Brenneman, Fire Chief Myers and Supt. Sweitzer on January 14.  There are two options to eliminate motorists from making two lanes eastbound when there is only one.  The first would be to add a four-foot-wide edge line from the intersection to South Sunset Drive that would eliminate eight parking spaces.  The cost would be less than $1,000.00.  The second option would be to make an actual left-turn lane eastbound that would eliminate parking(13 spaces) on both sides of East Forrest Avenue from the intersection to Sunset Drive.  The cost is approximately $10,000.00.
F. Arbogast moved to stripe the four foot edge on the south side of East Forrest Avenue with a sign added to form a single lane.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor. If this doesn’t work, Option 2 would be considered.

Road Projects
Since the water line project will have late bidding, those roads cannot be paved this year.  Other options to pave other streets were listed in the Public Works report. 
F. Arbogast moved to authorize Supt. Sweitzer to have the engineering work started to repave Brook Meadow Circle and Clear Run Drive this year.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
Ballfield Lights
The cost for Med Ed to provide electric service for the ballfield lights would be around $10,000.00 and the failing generator could be eliminated.  The Public Works Department will dig the trench with Met Ed setting the pole.  There are funds in the PLGIT Recreation Fund to cover the capital improvement.  The monthly rate on average would be $75.00 with $12.00 per hour billed to the teams.  
T. Nadobny moved to authorize the purchase of a block heater to repair the generator and to search for a grant to cover the cost to run the electric service.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

2021 Water Work
PennDOT approved the permit for the water line work on Mount Airy Road.  Bid documents and plans are being finalized.  Bid results will be provided at the March meeting.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Heating Oil Tank Issue
A second letter and survey were sent to 126 property owners who have not returned the original survey.  The deadline is February 26.

Wellhead Protection Ordinance Amendment
Sol. Rehmeyer is working with Supt. Sweitzer to try to make the proposed amendment better and more effective for use by the Wellhead Protection Committee.

Amend Articles of Incorporation of Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is waiting for the Pennsylvania Department of State to complete its processing of the Articles of Amendment and associated documents.
Zoning Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office interacted with the Zoning Officer on a fence issue.  The definition of a corner lot and how it might apply to a property that fronts on three streets was discussed.  This issue should probably be handled through a Zoning Ordinance amendment.  Another item on the list involves revising Specific Standards for Special Exceptions Uses, specifically Section 632 Fireworks or Fireworks Storage and Sales and that additional regulations be considered.

Street Light Resolution for Eitzert Farms
Phil Robinson recently provided copies of Street Lighting Agreements and Street Lighting Change Authorizations/Supplements.  They have been reviewed but there is some question about portions of them.

T. Nadobny moved to authorize the signing of the two Agreements with Med Ed and the submission of them, provided that they meet with Sol. Rehmeyer’s approval.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
Secretary's Report – C. Bosley

The field work for the audit is almost finished.
York Adams Tax Bureau – M. Sharkey
There are open houses coming up at the York office on May 5 and at the Gettysburg office on May 6.  Over half of the members did not attend any meetings in 2020.  Distributions are up over 1% over 2019 and the Borough may receive an additional distribution.
