6 Circle Drive Sewer Lateral
Certified collection letters were mailed to the Baileys which were not claimed.  A ten-day notice letter will be sent by regular mail and then a municipal claim will be filed.  It is expected the Borough will be paid after the property goes through the Sheriff’s Sale process.

Sewer Reservation Fee Program

Another inquiry will be made seeking information on the status of the project and this documentation, which is necessary to proceed with the PENNVEST financing.
