The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:03 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding.  As occurred last month, all wore masks and were socially distanced.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson stated the street lights are installed in the Eitzert Farms Development and a resolution needs to be passed by the Borough.  The Solicitor was asked to assist with preparation of the proper resolution.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the December 9 and 22 meetings were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for December.
K. Wills  seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the December 14 and 28 payroll registers.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement  
The September, October and November reports were reviewed.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
All four member municipalities agreed to the budget and Glen Rock Borough used it’s share of the health rebate toward the budget.  There was an armed robbery at a pharmacy in the Borough and the FBI is involved.  The vehicle and drugs were recovered and it is very likely an arrest will be made.  The Intergovernmental Agreement Committee was given permission to send its proposals to the solicitor to put in the form of a draft.  The municipalities are invited to attend the IGA meetings which are held on the first Tuesday at 7:00 p.m. in Shrewsbury and on the third Tuesday at 6:00 p.m. in New Freedom.
EMA Report – 
Water & Sewer – Supt. Sweitzer
Heating Oil Tank Leaks
112 and 115 Crosswind Drive are cleaned up from soil contamination.  We will begin to apply for the DEP grant after all invoices are paid.  The grant requires full payment.  Both property owners paid in full for the soil sampling.
Heating Oil Survey
Out of 231 surveys mailed, 97 were returned with seven tanks still active.  Three tanks were removed, two are not active and 85 properties with no tanks.  Sol. Rehmeyer drafted a second notice to be sent.  Solicitor Rehmeyer will coordinate with Supt. Sweitzer to determine to whom the second notices should be sent and then transmit them.
95 East Forrest Avenue
Soil samples were taken on November 16 and the developer will begin to grade the site after erosion control methods are installed.  Additional fill dirt may come from the embankment behind the Tom’s Convenience Store.  The developer ordered soil sample bottles to test that site next week.  Samples will be taken again after the dirt is on-site and before it is compacted.
Sewer Force Main Breaks
There were breaks on December 7 and January 1 on Tolna Junction Lane.

Water Project
PennDOT has a problem with the culvert pipe being crossed on Mount Airy Road but after inspection, it is believed they will allow the water line to be installed above the culvert pipe.
Meter Replacement Program
There are 31 customers that have not responded to have the meter installed.  Sol. Rehmeyer will send a letter upon receipt of the names of the customers who have failed to respond, to assist with the replacement process.
Deer Creek Interceptor
The work will probably start in late spring or early summer. 
New Freedom Borough Invoice #6
S. Mayoryk moved to approve Invoice #6 in the amount of $28,284.68.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Sewer Reservation Draft Ordinance
This was discussed later in the meeting.  Sol. Rehmeyer prepared summaries of the draft Ordinance, in its current format, to be provided ahead of time.  The draft Ordinance was reviewed, and it was recommended to give property owners more time to commit to a Reservation Agreement, with an increase from thirty days to ninety days.  Sol. Rehmeyer was also given some guidance for enhancements to the Draft Ordinance Summaries, which he will implement.
Public Roads & Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer
West Forrest Avenue Signal Light
Supt. Sweitzer and Fire Chief Myers will meet with PennDOT tomorrow morning to see if the center lane can be moved to make it one lane eastbound as motorists are creating two lanes.
Traffic Studies
East Clearview Drive, West Forrest Avenue and West Railroad Avenue are being studied in response to complaints.  The Traffic Calming Committee will meet on March 1.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Water Line Work
The bids for the Mount Airy Road work should be ready for the March opening and depending on the timing of the work, the paving of the streets where the work will be done may need to be extended until 2022.
SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Pension Service Hours Ordinance #2020-1
F. Arbogast moved to adopt Ordinance #2020-1 to amend the Definition of Accrual Service to be one year of service for each plan year in which an employee has at least 1,820 hours of service.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Ruby Tuesday Bankruptcy
A letter was sent on December 15 to the attorney for the holding company indicating that based upon research, the store in Hopewell Township is not included in the bankruptcy and collection efforts will continue, unless guidance is provided.  To date, no response or payment have been received.

Amend Articles of Incorporation of Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority
The Articles of Amendment and associated documents have been submitted and are being processed by the Pennsylvania Department of State.  The amendment extends the life of the Authority for 50 years.
Market Square Matter
The attorney for Market Square served a second set of discovery documents which included Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents.  These documents contained requests for both new information and supplements and updates to the discovery requests served in 2018.  Attorney McDonald coordinated with Supt. Sweitzer and the Secretary on the requests, and has prepared responses which are being finalized and returned to Attorney Matkov.

Shrewsbury Borough and PennDOT I-83 Welcome Center
Years ago, when it was discovered the Welcome Center was using more EDUs than it had paid for, an Agreement was entered into in 2013 wherein PennDOT paid for an additional 24 EDUs.  Notice needs to be given to PennDOT if the remaining capacity drops below 50 as PennDOT has the option to purchase an additional maximum of 15 EDUs.

Sewage Capacity Transfer in Shrewsbury Commerce Park
The Sewage Capacity Transfer Agreement has been signed by DAK Properties, L.P.  The Sewage Capacity Agreement and the Agreement for Return of Sewage Capacity had been provided to the Attorney for the Burtons for their signatures.  The Burtons and the Borough signed both documents and will be presented to the Authority for signatures.  Two EDUs will transfer from DAK to the Burtons and 12 EDUs will be returned to the Borough.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
Regional EMS and DCED Studies
Fred reported another meeting was held yesterday and Shrewsbury Township and New Freedom Borough approached DCED to perform studies on both the EMS and fire services in the area.  Fred supports the studies that are to start on January 20 and will take three to six months to complete.  They need the commitment of all of the municipalities.

F. Arbogast made a motion to authorize President Buchanan to sign the Agreement for the studies providing there is no cost to the Borough for the studies, and providing the Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Company approves it at its meeting tomorrow evening and submits the data needed, and provided the Borough submit the data needed for the studies.  Further, that the results are not binding on any party.
