CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Fill Dirt
The developer sent a message that the plan is to remove all of the Additional Fill Dirt in the coming weeks with the goal of being finished by mid-January.  After that, testing will be done on the Fill Dirt that remains by the Borough’s Geologist to make sure that no contaminated additional Fill Dirt remains.  The developer will then look for a new source of Alternative Additional Fill Dirt.  The retaining wall that is part of the grading plan was mentioned and when additional Fill Dirt is in place, the wall will be installed at that time.
Codes Enforcement 
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The report from the time period November 7 thru December 4 was received.  There was no meeting since the December 8 Council meeting.
SRPD Cameras at Mount Airy Road and Forrest Avenue Signal Lights
The cameras will soon be installed.  The signal light pole inspections were completed.  The Borough’s cost between C.S. Davidson ($4,155.35) and Milt’s Repair Service ($350.00) is $4,505.35 with approval in May of 2021 not to exceed $2,000.00.  Unforeseen repairs and inspections were necessary to repair the pole.  The permit is in the Township’s name and we share the expenses.  The Township paid $4,505.35 and it was the consensus of Council to agree with the payment of $4,505.35 by the Borough.

101 Crosswind Drive Fuel Storage Tank
The property owner has retained Conservative Environmental Services and the underground tank and the adjacent, contaminated soil should be removed this week or next week.  The tank had been pumped and the fuel is being stored in 55-gallon drums.

Public Utility Commission
The PUC issued a fine to the Borough in the amount of $1,000.00 for an incident that occurred on Woodland Drive during the 2020 water line project.  Our contractor hit an unmarked cable television line.  Our contractor filed the complaint.  Supt. Sweitzer will provide the requested information and will respond to the request by this Friday.
