The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Vice President Nadobny presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Allen Burnette, 512 South Main Street and Amy Manker, 510 South Main Street, were present regarding the property at 514 South Main Street.  Mr. Burnette said he spoke with the property owner before attending the meeting but nothing has been done.  There is bamboo growing behind the property and is encroaching the substation and alley.  He said that birds are harboring in the trees and there are droppings everywhere, mosquitoes are laying eggs in the bamboo shoots, cats are roaming the properties, and there are fleas in the yards.  There is scattered junk in the back yard as well.  Neighbors are concerned about health issues over the droppings, mosquitoes, and fleas as well as the bamboo encroaching foundations.
The Secretary was asked to contact South Penn Code Consultants regarding these issues and potential violations of applicable Borough ordinances.
Amber Brose and Colby Czaplinski were present to introduce themselves as potential junior council persons.  Amber is a senior this year and Colby is a junior.  Mateo Vega is continuing to serve this coming year as a senior.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the June meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

The reports for June were reviewed.
F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for June.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the June 3 and 17 payroll registers.

D. Kraatz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

YMCA Final Land Development Plan
The plan received approval from the Wellhead Protection Committee and the Planning Commission recommended approval with the following conditions: written approval from Fire Chief Myers for the roof top accesses, final review by Brian Sweitzer, and the PennDOT HOP approval.
Roof top access points were approved by Fire Chief
Myers.  Eng. Lipinski stated a waiver is being requested from Section 603 for curbing and sidewalk.  Jacob stated that the plan has a note which allows the Borough to require the installation of curbs and sidewalks upon notice.

Since this waiver request wasn’t discussed at the Planning Commission meeting, the plan will go back to the July Planning Commission meeting and then to Council on August 14.  To allow time for further consideration of the waiver request and the plan, Jacob asked for a time extension until August 15 for decisions on the final plan and the waiver request.
D. Kraatz moved to approve the time extension for action on the plan until August 15.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Executive Session
An executive session was called at 7:46 p.m. at which time Pres. Buchanan was contacted and participated through speaker phone.  The meeting reconvened at 8:28 p.m.  It was announced that the purpose of the session was to discuss ongoing litigation and a personnel matter.  
Codes Enforcement 
There were nine permits issued in June.  
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The regular meeting was not held due to the carnival.  The next meeting will be July 16.  The Intergovernmental Agreement Committee has been meeting and a draft proposal will be submitted in the coming months.
Water & Sewer – Supt. Sweitzer
Well Inspections
Inspections are continuing.

Wellhead Protection
The next meeting is on July 17.  Sherwin Williams Paint at 472 Shrewsbury Commons Avenue (Township, zone 2) and 536 South Main Street, rear, zone 2, are on the agenda.
SRBC Village Well Permit
The Village permit was submitted to the SRBC requesting the same water permit amount as the existing permit.  The 72-hour pump test will prove the water exists based on preliminary tests.  The permit was is $11,001.00 ($3,909.00 for the waiver and $7,092.00 for the permit).

Sewer Force Main Break
Eng. Lipinski and Supt. Sweitzer met and found a new path for the sewer force main with less fittings and ductile iron pipe was discussed.  A letter was sent to the neighbors that addressed the potential future pipe replacement project and thanking them for their cooperation.
Sewer Reservation Program
The draft ordinance was submitted and comments are still being received.

Public Roads & Lighting – M. Sharkey/Supt. Sweitzer
PennDOT Meeting
F. Arbogast requested a meeting with PennDOT to discuss a better method to detour traffic when I-83 is closed.  The meeting will be held on July 26 at 9:00 a.m.
Driveway Ramps Obstructions
Sixty-two letters were sent to residents with curb obstructions at driveway entrances.  Eight residents have eliminated the obstructions and three residents cut the curb and driveway and made the more expensive repair.

Covington Drive and Traffic Calming
Seventy-four questionnaires were mailed and 34 were returned.  All responses are in favor of the Committee investigating the problem.  The traffic study equipment was installed at 32 and 34 Covington Drive on July 9 which will record traffic speed and volumes for two weeks.  The data will be available for the August 5 traffic calming meeting.

Traffic Calming Committee
To formalize the Committee, the following appointments were made: Mayor Mike Sharkey, Ted Nadobny, Stan Walters, Brian Sweitzer, Jeanne Floyd, Alexis Morris, Nate Kirschman, and Peter Garcelon.  The advertised meeting dates will be the first Monday of the month at 7:00 p.m. when there is business.

S. Mayoryk moved to approve the above appointees to the Traffic Calming Committee.

D. Kraatz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – Mayor Sharkey
44 South Main Street Roof
Heidler Roofing investigated the leaks and there are more issues than just caulk and slate missing.  A price for repairs will be forthcoming.

ENGINEER'S REPORT
2019 Water Line Replacement Bids
The bids were opened and the lowest bid was around $200,000.00 over what was budgeted.

F. Arbogast moved to reject all of the bids and to rebid the project for opening in December.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Dunaja Subdivision West Forrest Avenue
The developer would like to overlay the street this fall even though no homes would be built.  There is a concern with damage to the road during construction.  The Borough could accept a financial contribution from the developer in the amount of the overlay and then do the work in the future.  The base repair bid came in at $20,500.00 from Fitz & Smith.  

Essex Circle Drive Sanitary Sewer
The contractor is still waiting on dryer conditions to perform the remaining lateral repair.

95 East Forrest Avenue AutoZone/Mavis Tire
The land development plan for this project went before the Wellhead Protection Committee on June 19 and will be coming back in a couple of months.

Eitzert Farms Lots 40/40A Subdivision
A time extension was approved until September 12, 2019.

Mr. James was at last month’s meeting regarding a low power FM station and was to provide a detailed proposal, which has not been received.  

Private Well Inspections in Shrewsbury Township

Another appeal has been filed and will be discussed in a short executive session later in the meeting.
