The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding. 
Vice President, Ted Nadobny, presented a Certificate of Appreciation to Amelia Nadobny for her service as a Junior Council person.

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Ginger Sloan, of 227 West Forrest Avenue, was present regarding the vacancy on the Planning Commission.  Ginger has lived here since 2006 and would like to donate her time to serve the community.
Eric Stoley, of 115 Raypaula Drive, was also present regarding the vacancy on the Planning Commission.  Eric previously served on the Borough Planning Commission, Regional Planning Commission and Borough Council for many years.

The Secretary commented that another inquiry was received today.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the June 9 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for June.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the June14 and 28 payroll registers.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement  
The report for May was reviewed.
Southern Regional Police Department – R. Buchanan
Buck stated the next Commission meeting will be in New Freedom.  There were some break-ins and the perpetrators were caught.
EMA Report 
No report.

Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Meeting with New Freedom Borough
A tentative date of August 9 has been set.

Water Project
The project began on June 28 and will last three months.  Because of COVID and the Texas winter storms, delivery of the pipe was delayed.  H & H General Excavating is asking for a time extension until October 31 and they are also asking for a change order to show the additional cost of pipe ($1,416.80) from when the contract was awarded.  Supt. Sweitzer stated the Public Works Department unloaded and is storing the pipe and that the contractor will also be making another change order request.
T. Nadobny moved to approve the time extension until October 31 and to table the change order request in the amount of $1,416.80 until the project is completed and is to our satisfaction.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Deer Creek Sewer 

The Deer Creek Pump Station is 50 years old.  Supt. Sweitzer met with a pump station supplier and the cost is $300,000.00.  The total cost with installation, wet wells, SCADA, and utility work will cost about $750,000.00.  This pump station handles 48% of the collection system sewer or about 300,000 gallons per day.  Sol. Rehmeyer is investigating whether we can use the American Rescue Act funds for the Borough’s portion of this project.
Area Near Essex Circle Drive
This project was completed on July 8.  Two manholes were raised and the area was mowed and the dead and fallen trees were removed.  The residents must perform the same cleaning of their properties to take full advantage of the work.  The total cost will be around $10,000.00.
Powers Property on East Tolna Road and Purchase of EDUs from New Freedom Borough
Phil Robinson asked for permission for Mr. Powers to proceed to purchase four EDUs directly from New Freedom Borough.  Phil was told that Council can’t answer that until after the meeting is held with New Freedom Borough.

Anderson 25 EDUs
Phil asked if the Andersons can transfer the 25 Borough EDUs they purchased about 25 years ago to the Authority’s service area.  Again, Phil was told that Council can’t answer that until after the meeting is held with New Freedom Borough.
The Intergovernmental Agreements will also need to be changed to reflect adjustments in gallonage attributable to New Freedom and Shrewsbury Boroughs, and to change cost sharing between Shrewsbury Borough and Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority.  Other adjustments may also be necessary or appropriate depending upon the transfers of any sewer capacity and updates to the understandings between the parties.
Public Roads and Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer

Ordinance #2021-3 Establishing No Parking on Northwest Side of Onion Boulevard
M. Beran moved to adopt Ordinance #2021-3.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Brookview Meadows Paving
The paving is complete with the total cost being $237,412.88.  

F. Arbogast moved to pay Shiloh Paving the amount of $87,226.03.
T. Nadobny and K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

T. Nadobny moved to pay York Materials Group the amount of $150,186.85.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Traffic Calming
The traffic study device was received ($1,572.00) studies have begun on Covington Drive, Brandywine Drive, East Tolna Road, West Church Avenue, Bridle Road, and West Forrest Avenue.  A meeting may be held on September 6.

West Forrest Avenue Traffic Back Up
F. Arbogast stated that since one lane eastbound was created in the first block of West Forrest Avenue, that sometimes motorists trying to exit South Sunset Avenue have to wait for two or three traffic lights.  After Exit 4 is finished, a traffic study could be performed to see if traffic signal timing needs to be changed.
Southern Regional Police Department Cameras
The signal light was inspected on June 25 by C.S. Davidson.  The bucket truck was supplied by Shrewsbury Township and our Public Works Department provided traffic control.  The report should be finished by July 16 and, hopefully, the cameras can be installed in the next two months.  There were three deficiencies: two bases need to be grouted (the Public Works Department can perform); one pole has anchor rods not fully extended through the base plate; and a street light was not secure on the southeast pole (Milt’s Repair Service made the repair on July 7).

Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
2020 Audit Report
F. Arbogast moved to approve the 2020 audit report.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Snow Plow Specifications
A legal advertisement for bids will be placed, with the bids to be opened on September 8.

Heating Oil Tank Issue
Four complaints were filed with two of the property owners complying with completion of the survey.  Default hearings are scheduled for July 28.  If the Defendants indicate an intention to defend, a new hearing date will be set.  If the Defendants fail to indicate an intention to defend, then they will lose by default on July 28.
Shrewsbury Borough vs. Eric Allred
Mr. Allred paid the amount of $876.95 and the matter has been satisfied with the District Magistrate.

Sunshine Act Amendments
There have been amendments requiring publishing and posting meeting agendas and new restrictions on when public bodies may vote on matters not listed on the agenda.  The Secretary and Solicitor will coordinate their efforts to comply with the amendments and aid Council in conducting business moving into the future.
Potential Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance and other Borough Ordinances
Sol. Rehmeyer presented some information relating to recreational vehicles.  A discussion included the definition of recreational vehicles to include boats, allowing no living in a recreational vehicle, no violation of a sight triangle and no nuisance being created.  Sol. Rehmeyer will create language with regard to recreational vehicles that can be considered.  And at some point in the future, there may be the appropriate amendment to the Zoning Ordinance and other Borough Ordinances as well.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast

F. Arbogast moved to acknowledge the September 6 fire police event in Jacobus.
