The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council Member Thomas presiding.
A Certificate of Appreciation was presented to Stephen Mayoryk for his service as a Junior Council Person.

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Jean Shaver, 212 South Sunset Drive, offered to volunteer on the Traffic Calming Committee.
T. Blomquist moved to appoint Jean Shaver to the Traffic Calming Committee.
K. Gillispie seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Allen Burnette, 512 South Main Street, was not present at the meeting.  He was going to ask that the Borough add bamboo to the list of noxious weeds.  Keith met with Mr. Burnette at his property regarding 514 South Main Street.  Keith sent an enforcement notice citing the nuisance ordinance and the outdoor storage of junk and other debris.  Keith stated he spoke with Mr. Burnette today to remind him of the meeting.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the June 12 meeting were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for June as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 5545 thru 5597 for a total of $197,036.89; Water check number 2436 thru 2445      totaling $22,438.37; Sewer check numbers 2144 thru 2150 totaling $34,441.49; Highway Aid: none.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Timber Valley Terrace Sewer Planning Module
One building lot will be created by the subdivision plan.

Codes Enforcement
The report for June was received.  
Fee for Geothermal Wells
Supt. Sweitzer asked Keith about inspections for the wells and what his fee would be.  Keith stated that a flat fee of $250 for residential wells and $500 for commercial wells would suffice.

K. Gillispie moved that the permit/inspection fee for a residential geothermal well be $250 and $500 for a commercial geothermal well.

Southern Regional Police Department 
The report for the time period May 19 thru June 15 was received.  There is a continuation meeting on July 16 where the current pension administration and another firm will present information on the pension management with a possible switch of administrators.  National Night Out will take place at the Marge Goodfellow Park in New Freedom on August 6.
EMA Report
Stan stated the 10 x 20 collapsible shelter was received and could be used at the National Night Out event.  Some of the radios in our EOC cabinet need to be replaced as the antenna attachment has failed.  Mayor Sharkey thanked the Southern Pennsylvania Communications Group for their help during the parade.

Water & Sewer 
Water Line Project
The 2024 water line project will begin on July 8 on West Forrest Avenue.  East Forrest Avenue, Charles Street and West Railroad Avenue are also included.
Geothermal Well Permit Fee

Auto Zone, 95 East Forrest Avenue Emergency Response Plan
The document was prepared based on the Zoning Hearing Board’s Decision along with a few other requirements.  The Borough’s hydrogeologist has been asked for his opinion on certain comments to the plan proposed by Auto Zone.

Ascot Drive Water Line and Paving
Supt. Sweitzer estimated the final paving to cost around $30,250.  The Developer had stated he would have the road paved by the end of July.  A motion and second to send a letter to the Developer that we expect the road to be paved by August 31 or we would pursue the paving did not proceed to a vote.  Sol. Rehmeyer reminded the Borough the work would need to be bid if the Borough pursued paving.
K. Thomas moved that Sol. Rehmeyer send a letter to the Developer reiterating the timeline and if the work is not completed by the August 14 meeting, that Council will then start taking action to have the road paved using the surety.

K. Gillispie seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Columbia Gas
The North Main Street, North Sunset Drive, North Highland Drive, and West Clearview Drive gas line project will begin on July 15.  Restoration will be monitored and some of our road paving could potentially be done by Columbia Gas depending on the extent of the excavation.

Sidewalks
The process to replace sidewalks on North Main Street and several other problem areas on South Main Street and West Forrest Avenue has started.  Supt. Sweitzer is working on the PennDOT permit that should be submitted in August with approval within two months.  We could request bids in December or January with a bid opening in February and work starting in March.  Supt. Sweitzer estimates the cost to be around $400,000 for Main Street from Forrest Avenue to Clearview Drive.  Some trees will need to be replaced.
York County History Parade Event
Junior Council Person, Fritz Wede, volunteered to design and build a float to represent Shrewsbury Borough in the August parade.  

K. Thomas moved to approve an expense not to exceed $700 for the float.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Advertise Bids for Extra Snow Plow Driver
M. Weaver moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to advertise for bids for the extra snow plow driver.
