The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:00 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Councilman Ken Thomas presiding.
Councilman Kelly Gillispie left the meeting at 7:48 pm and arrived back to the meeting at 8:50 pm.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Andrea McFadden was present at the meeting representing Penn Waste. Andrea was present to apologize for the recent missed service that Borough customers experienced regarding recyclable pick up. She explained that there were some challenges with personnel. She told Council that Penn Waste is working on solutions to fix the problems. She recognized that the Borough customers were entitled to some restitution for the missed service. Andrea indicated that she will be sending an email to Borough Manager Brian Sweitzer with options for community events, such as a Sponsored Shredding event or a Community Clean-Up project. Manager Sweitzer will share Andrea’s email with Borough Council. Borough Council specifically elected to defer the imposition of the penalty at this meeting as allowed by the Refuse Contract. That decision was not a waiver of the penalty but rather a decision to wait and to receive information from Andrea about alternative services that might allow the Borough to reclaim value from the missed recyclable pickups. If the problem arises again, Council may later impose a penalty for the recent problems under a discussion. It was noted that after the meeting with the new Shrewsbury Borough route supervisor on June 20th, service has improved.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for June as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 6087 through 6135 for a total of $218,168.61; Water check numbers 2591 through 2598 totaling $12,879.59; Sewer check numbers 2254 through 2261 totaling $4,824.61.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

K. Thomas moved to approve the June 9 ($18,002.85) and June 23 ($18,867.66) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement
The report for June was received. Jessica Fisher and Manager Sweitzer met with President of the PA State Beekeepers Association, Mark Gingrich. Pennsylvania does not have the resources to provide the enforcement portion of the Pennsylvania Bee Laws. Mark provided the Greenville, PA Bee Ordinance that he supports and has been checked by multiple solicitors and beekeepers. Mark also believes that a 6-foot flyaway barrier with neighboring properties will stop the bees’ flight pattern. Solicitor Rehmeyer and Manager Sweitzer wrote a draft letter that could be sent to current beehive owners to inform them of their obligations under the Pennsylvania Bee Law. Information will be in the Spring 2026 Borough Newsletter on Beekeeping. Borough Council does not feel the Nuisance ordinance would be enough to enforce. 

F. Arbogast made the motion to draft a bee ordinance. 

T. Blomquist seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor of drafting the ordinance. 

Mayor Sharkey will enforce the Nuisance Ordinance with a Lexington Drive property owner responding to complaints from a Culpepper Road resident with regards to chickens.

514 S Main Street
Bruce Thomas was present at the meeting. Mr. Thomas proposed a three-step process. The first step would be to cut all of the bamboo to ground level. The second would be to chisel plow the bamboo to get the roots. The third would be to use a rototiller to facilitate removal and thereafter the ground would be replanted to grass. Mr. Thomas indicated that he could have the bamboo mowed to the ground by the August Council meeting and Borough Council agreed to that deadline. Mr. Thomas indicated that he will be at the Borough Council meeting in August to report on his progress. Mr. Thomas also indicated that he would update Borough Manager Brian Sweitzer in the meantime. 
Southern Regional Police Department 
Mayor Mike Sharkey reported information from the July Southern Regional Police Department meeting. The license plate readers are working well. The cameras helped apprehend a stolen car and prosecute the driver that had arrest warrants.  SRPD apprehended a thief in Stewartstown that broke into local businesses. 
Rutter’s North Main Street 
Rutters sent residents with adjoining properties notice that Rutters will maintain all Rutters’ property on both sides of the store’s privacy fence. They discovered that some of their property was not maintained by the Rutters’ maintenance team. The correction became apparent with the latest property survey with regard to a possible Rutters’ expansion.   
EMS/Fire/EMA
EMC Stan Walters presented the Situation Report which contains information on weather, accidents, accomplishments, and activities. 
Anna Englestad and Manager Sweitzer reported for Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Company.  The presentation included the Incident Report, DCED Fire Study, and the Fire Response Profile. 

F. Arbogast made a motion to support the DCED fire study.

F. Arbogast made a motion to approve the Fire Response Profile.

Rose Ambulance Payment

Before the approval is made for next year’s budget. Borough Council would like to have a copy of Rose Ambulance’s budget, expenses for 2024, salaries, and maintenance breakdown. 

The Borough Council would like to follow up with the recovery of delinquent accounts and how the collection problem has been resolved.

Microsoft 365
IT Joe Edel has started on Microsoft 365. The Borough email will be down the weekend of the transition. 
Website Improvement 

The Shrewsbury Borough website was upgraded about 5 to 10 years ago. The website needs another upgrade. The current website is extremely slow, not ADA compliant, and needs to be more user friendly.  The website improvement will start in late 2025/early 2026.
Savvy Citizen

Savvy Citizen is a way to communicate with citizens on matters regarding the town. Manager Sweitzer is checking with DEP to see if it meets the qualifications for water and sewer notifications. Savvy Citizen cost is approximately $169.00 per month. 
Multimodal Grant Resolution

The resolution is included in the Borough Council packet for the Multimodal Grant.  The total cost has not been determined as of the Council meeting date. The project will include North Main Street from the square to Clearview Drive, with a few properties on South Main Street, one on West Forrest Avenue, and East Forrest Avenue to Mount Airy Road connecting to Shrewsbury Township’s project. The grant is due on July 31st. 

T. Blomquist made the motion to approve the resolution for the submission of the multimodal grant.

Water & Sewer
Water Project 2025
Waiting for the contractor to schedule the preconstruction meeting. Solicitor Rehmeyer has completed and signed Easement agreements. 

PFAS Treatment
Manager Sweitzer is scheduled to meet with Martin Water Conditioning to check on the Smith Well, Home Well, and Meadow Well for treatment feasibility and cost. 

224 West Forrest Avenue 
Water and sewer have been installed onto the property at 224 West Forrest Avenue. The Water and Sewer Agreement with the property owners will still be completed, as it has important language about why the service is being provided and confirmation that the Borough is not a public utility for non-Borough residents. 
Public Roads & Lighting 
Road Project 2025 
Manager Sweitzer is waiting on the contract agreement from York Materials that supplies the asphalt. 

ADA ramps are completed at Main Street and West Railroad Avenue.
