The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:03 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding.
Presentation of Certificate to Andrew Weaver
Mayor Sharkey presented a certificate of accomplishment to Andrew Weaver who achieved the rank of Eagle Scout with Troop 205.

Officer Smith Presentation on K-9 Unit
Officer Smith spoke about the benefits of the K-9 unit being initiated.  The amount of $22,500.00 has been raised so far with donations coming in from students, businesses, and upcoming fundraisers.  The used vehicle cost $15,000.00 with total start-up cost of $70,000.00.  Council discussed at last month’s meeting donating some of the rebate funds received from the SRPD.  Mayor Sharkey suggested the amount of $2,500.00 be donated toward the K-9 program.

K. Wills moved to support the K-9 unit with a donation of $2,500.00.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

T. Nadobny entered the meeting at 7:19 pm. 
Presentation by Cullen James on Proposed Low Power FM Station
Cullen James, of 14 South Main Street, approached Council two months ago about using one of our towers for him to place a transmitter antenna on to run a low power FM station out of his home.  He stated that he would set up a 501c3 non-profit charitable purpose entity in Delaware,
 which means that the station cannot bring in more than $60,000.00.  He would sell blocks of advertising time to local businesses and retain funds for administrative efforts and advertising commissions.  If Council would allow him space at the tower on Woodland Drive, his antenna must be installed and maintained by a professional installer.  There would be an agreement with Mr. James delineating operating parameters, which agreement/contract could be terminated by the Borough if issues arose and were not properly resolved.  The station would be subject to licensure and compliance with the FCC, too.  Mr. James was asked to present a detailed business plan related to station start-up and operations, including installation and insurance.   Since the Borough has not been a party to such a venture, Sol. Rehmeyer was asked to research this matter (what the FCC rules are for this type of station) and the Council will decide if it wants to go any further.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson asked what the status was regarding the reservation policy.  He was told a draft was part of the Solicitor’s report that is not yet public.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

The reports for May were reviewed.
F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for May.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the May 6 and 20 payroll registers.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Time Extension Request for YMCA Final Land Development Plan
A request was received for a time extension for final plan approval until July 11.

D. Kraatz moved to approve the extension request until July 11.

S. Walters seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Codes Enforcement 
There were 16 permits issued in May.  
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
Officer Storeman resigned and also the recently hired officer resigned.  The health insurance rebate was around $27,000.00 for the Borough.  South Eastern School District is considering expanding the SRO to 24/7.  A used vehicle costing $15,000.00 was found for the K-9 unit.  The is an agreement with the Township to move the cameras near the Mount Airy Road and Forrest Avenue intersection.  Chief Boddington brought it to Glen Rock Borough’s attention that the No Trucks signs posted on Church Street aren’t in accordance with Glen Rock Borough’s ordinance requiring a weight limit.  It was also mentioned that motorists are making two lanes in Shrewsbury Borough on West Forrest Avenue at the intersection with Main Street.  Supt. Sweitzer will ask a PennDOT representative about signage or markings indicating there is only one lane eastbound on West Forrest Avenue.  The Intergovernmental Agreement Committee has been meeting and will soon be ready to present a draft to the municipalities.  Instead of PPUs being used, tracking may go more towards historical usage.  The Chief will be able to move officers where he needs them to stop crime.
Water & Sewer – Supt. Sweitzer
Exit 4 PennDOT Project
Kinsley Construction removed rock for two weeks for the new sewer line.  The sewer line is close to 20 feet deep with 17 to 18 feet of rock and should be installed and tested by June 21.  The Borough will be reimbursed 93%. 
Dunaja Development – West Forrest Avenue
Fitz and Smith finished the water and sewer installations with the Borough cutting the affected property owners’ sod as agreed upon.  The sod will be watered and replaced if any does not live.  The Public Works water line extension will be done during the week of June 17.

Wellhead Protection Meeting
The next meeting is on June 19.  Autozone has re-applied for 95 East Forrest Avenue and there may be an applicant applying for a paint store in the Shrewsbury Commons Shopping Center next to Rita’s.
Sewer Force Main Break
The Deer Creek Sewer Force main broke on June 3.  The main was installed in 1998 and has bad angles with lots of concrete.  The main was replaced from 2026 Windy Hill Road to the pump station that included a railroad track and creek crossing.  Supt. Sweitzer listed the dates and locations of past six repairs from 2012 to June 3.  The main needs to be redesigned and repaired as soon as possible.  A letter will be sent to the neighboring residents apologizing for their inconveniences and letting them know that the main is going to be repaired.

Since the bids came in almost $200,000.00 more than budgeted, no decision was made.  Supt. Sweitzer and Eng. Lipinski were asked to contact other companies to see if they would put a bid in if the project was rebid early next year.  

Public Roads & Lighting – M. Sharkey/Supt. Sweitzer
Traffic Calming
A complaint was received from a resident on Covington Drive.  The Committee met on June 3 and developed a survey to send to residents on Covington Drive and Brandywine Drive to determine if a traffic study and additional attention is needed.  The Traffic Calming Policy that was adopted in April is being followed.  Mayor Sharkey stated the Committee needs to be formalized and appointed by Council. 
S. Walters moved that a Traffic Calming Committee be created.

F. Arbogast seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Traffic Signal Light Battery Backups
The main square and Market Square battery backups were installed this week. The batteries will hold power for six to eight hours if power is interrupted with capability for a generator to be connected if the power outage is longer.  F. Arbogast stated a sign should be put in place when there is a problem with I-83 and traffic is diverted onto Main Street and Forrest Avenue.  The sign would direct motorists traveling north or south to the next exit on I-83 to alleviate some traffic on Forrest Avenue.

Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – Mayor Sharkey
2018 Audit Report
F. Arbogast moved to approve the 2018 audit report.

S. Walters seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
44 South Main Street
R. Buchanan reported that he and F. Arbogast met with two realtors who were asked to supply the Borough with a good idea of a lease amount and a sale amount.  Supt. Sweitzer was asked to contact roofing contractors for a price to repair the roof.
ENGINEER'S REPORT
Essex Circle Drive
The contractor is waiting for dryer weather to perform the remaining lateral repair.
95 East Forrest Avenue
The Wellhead Protection Committee will review the land development plan proposal for Auto Zone and Mavis Tire next week.  He will compare the new plan with the one reviewed a couple of years ago.

Eitzert Farms Lot 40/40A Subdivision
This plan has a time extension of September 12 for final Borough approval.

An executive session was called at 9:18 p.m. to discuss pending litigation.

Heathcote Glen II, Phase 3 Water Line
To date, the matter is unresolved.

Circle Drive Sewer Lateral
The property owner contracted to repair the lateral and Sol. Rehmeyer is trying to confirm the status as to whether the lateral has been replaced.

Sewer Plant Issues
New Freedom Borough is waiting for the Borough to complete its review of the information provided so that representatives of New Freedom Borough can meet with representatives of Shrewsbury Borough.
Stewartstown Railroad Company

A meeting was held with David Williamson of the Railroad, its attorney, Alex Snyder, and Sol. Rehmeyer.  Attorney Snyder is gathering information regarding other crossings and fee structures. 
13 Foxtail Court Stormwater
Research has shown that the pipe located on the wetland conservation area of 13 Foxtail Court and is owned by Joshua and Tabitha Bankert.  There is a right-of-way marked on the final subdivision plan and a note on the plan which states “The property owner of lot or lands upon which the stormwater management facilities are located for controlling stormwater run-off shall be responsible for the maintenance of said system.  Maintenance consisting of inspecting and cleaning, as necessary, after each major storm and general repair as may be necessary for proper operation.”  This matter is the responsibility of the property owners.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast/S. Walters
Resolution 2019-8 Authorizing Fire Company Activity
F. Arbogast moved to adopt Resolution 2019-8 adding some authorized activities.
D. Kraatz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Sidewalks
K. Wills stated there would be two grants available, both multi-modal, through PennDOT or CFA.  Due to safety concerns, it was discussed that perhaps milling could be done on the problem spots.  The trees are pushing the sidewalks up.  Ideally, the street and hardscape plan should be designed to include tree removal, finished sidewalks and replanting of street friendly trees.

Eng. Lipinski was asked to check into the equipment used for milling and polishing.  For safety reasons, a letter could be sent to the property owner telling them what needs to be done with an offer of the Public Works Department milling and polishing at an hourly rate.

NEW BUSINESS
Southern Regional Police Commission Alternate Representative
S. Walters moved to appoint Tim Kitchell as the alternate on the Police Commission.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Eitzert Detention Pond
The adjacent sewer line next to the Eitzert Development detention pond is collecting rainwater and is experiencing excessive infiltration.  Supt. Sweitzer will continue to work with the York County Conservation District and the property owner on a solution.
