The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding. 
Due to a lack of a quorum at the beginning of the meeting, items were discussed that did not require a vote.

Water & Sewer – Supt. Sweitzer/Ted Nadnobny

Water Project
The project will start on June 23.  This is for Mount Airy Road, Cardinal Drive and Westview Drive ($684,882.00).

Heating Oil Survey
The following property owners have not responded yet despite the fourth notice being sent:  16976 Mount Airy Road; 16 Rosewood Circle; 20 Fieldstone Circle; and 82 Covington Drive.

Senate Bill 597
The proposed Bill would place the Borough’s water and sewer systems under the Pennsylvania Public Utility Code requirements.  It would place additional regulatory requirements on small to medium water and sewer companies.  The Borough is compliant with new regulations like asset management, the valve and hydrant program, and the water meter replacement program.  With PUC control, there would be more regulations, additional costs, and billing rate control.  Mayor Sharkey will contact Sen. Phillips-Hill and Rep. Jones about this tomorrow that the Borough is opposed to the Bill.

Deer Creek North Interceptor Sewer Replacement
We are waiting for the Water Quality Management Report but the other permits have been received.  Pipe and the manholes were ordered with a 13-week delay.  The project must be completed by October for Wild Trout restriction in Deer Creek.

Trout Run Generator Bids
One bid was received last month:  Truck Specialties, Inc. in the amount of $1,000.00 and Council tabled the bid decision last month.  The generator was advertised through MUNICIBID and the following bidders participated:

Trout Run Sewer Force Main Repair
The Public Works Department repaired the sewer force main on Kratz Road on June 3.  Five thousand gallons of sewage were lost due to the break.  DEP investigated and we will receive a Notice of Violation.  The cost of repair was $800.00.

Meeting with New Freedom Borough
T. Nadobny stated a letter was sent to New Freedom Borough about two weeks ago asking for a meeting prior to September.  A meeting will be scheduled and we are waiting to hear back from New Freedom Borough with a date and time.
Public Roads & Lighting – Mayor Sharkey and Supt. Sweitzer

Brookview Meadows Paving
Paving will begin on June 14.  Residents were notified.  Stormwater and sanitary sewer repairs are being made prior to paving.

Traffic Calming
The Committee met on June 7 at 7:00 p.m.

 Items discussed:  

· The permanent Speed Humps were installed on Covington Drive and traffic data will be gathered in about a month for Covington Drive, Brandywine Drive and Tolna Road to look for any traffic changes.  Approximately $1500.00 per speed hump.  

· West Forrest Avenue has been reduced to “25 MPH” from “35 MPH” from Cherry Tree Lane to the Borough/Township Line per traffic study.  SRPD has its speed trailer on West Forrest and is providing extra presence and enforcement.

· West Forrest Avenue (Eastbound) at the signal light was reinforced as one lane at the light with cross hatching.   

· We are waiting on delivery of a new traffic data collector.  The new collector will work in conjunction with the old collector simultaneously.  Mayor Sharkey reported that the Police Commission voted on Wednesday, June 2nd to pay for entire unit ($1572).

· East Tolna Road site triangle was cleared out with tree removal at intersection.  Several signs were removed also.

· New complaint for West Church Avenue – to be studied.
· New complaint Bridle Road – to be studied.
Signal Pole Inspection
As discussed last month, Mayor Sharkey followed up on the inspection fee for a camera to be placed on a pole at the Mount Airy Road/East Forrest Avenue intersection.  The fee was for an engineer to conduct an inspection as a safety issue.  Todd Zeigler, of Shrewsbury Township, stated he feels the cost will be below $4,000.00.

Codes Enforcement  

The report for April was reviewed.

Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey

Mayor reported overtime has increased as the Department is down by one officer, one officer is quarantined and one is out for two weeks for personal reasons.  The magistrate is helping to keep overtime down by scheduling court time around the officers’ schedules. New Freedom Borough has seen more time due to the vehicle arsons.  Sgt. Teague is starting therapy.  Interviews were held for the vacancies and one applicant was offered a conditional hire.  The Commission decided to keep the hourly rate for both schools the same for the school resource officer and the contract was extended for three years.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson was present last month to speak on behalf of the Anderson family who purchased 35 EDUs in 1999 for an assisted living facility to be built in the Borough but then ten were used for townhomes on two acres in the Borough.  The remaining 25 EDUs are not attached to a Borough property.  The Borough may be interested in installing a well on the property that would include three monitoring wells.  Phil stated the Andersons are no longer interested in allowing a well since there would be three monitoring wells and open space requirement by Shrewsbury Township.  Phil asked for approval to transfer the 25 EDUs to this property.  He was told that Council wants to wait until after the meeting is held with New Freedom Borough.
Powers Property and Mid-Somer Manor EDUS
Phil distributed to Council copies of letters from New Freedom Borough that it is willing to sell EDUs for these two properties that are in the Authority’s service area.  Again, Council wants to wait until after the meeting with New Freedom Borough.  The Intermunicipal Agreements will need to be amended should this occur.

The Order for Execution on Personal Property has been issued by the District Magistrate and was recently assigned to a Deputy.
NEW BUSINESS
R. Buchanan brought up the requirement in the Zoning Ordinance that a recreational vehicle, trailer or truck cannot be stored for a period in excess of three days in a 30-day period between the street line and the line formed by the front wall of the house.  Council was in consensus that this should be reviewed and modified.

S. Mayoryk entered the meeting at 7:43 p.m. and a quorum was obtained.
