The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:03 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
Stephen Martinez, Director of the York SPCA, and Brittany Marsey were present to explain the services the SPCA offers and also the policy for trapping, neutering/spaying and release of free-roaming cats.  Cats can live outside and if cats are removed, other, unsterilized cats will move in and the population will increase.  They also have an animal welfare officer on staff to investigate abuse or neglect cases.     

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Jeffrey and Tammy Lease, 71 Woodland Drive, were present at the request of Council to discuss the proposed amendments to the nuisance ordinance pertaining to riding ATVs, dirt bikes and similar vehicles in the Borough.  Jeffrey asserted that they only have a 5 hp go cart and a 50 cc minibike which are not ridden frequently as a parent needs to be home when they are in use.  Jeffrey indicated that they likely ride the go cart and minibike no more than twice a week for 15 minutes at a time.  Jeffrey stated his belief that they create no more noise than a lawn mower.  Jeffrey also indicated that their grass is green and no dirt track has been created which would cause dust.  Josephine Kalista, who resides across the street, said that she is outside frequently and doesn’t notice the riding of the go cart or minibike.  Moreover, she indicated that if she did hear them, it would not bother her.
Rick Hoffman, of 73 Woodland Drive, was present last month to discuss the four-wheelers and dirt bikes that are ridden at 71 Woodland Drive.  He stated his concerns are not simply about the noise, there are also issues with regard to fumes.   
The purpose of inviting the Leases and Mr. Hoffman to the Council meeting was to allow for the receipt of additional information and a potential for a compromise with regard to use and enjoyment of their respective properties without any adverse effect on the other.  The proposed changes will be discussed later and all were invited to stay.  Mr. Hoffman left the meeting after presenting letters from 81 Woodland Drive and 18 Woodland Drive supporting the proposed changes.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the May 11 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for May: General check numbers 4370 thru 4432 for a total of $203,336.08; Water check numbers 2153 thru 2167 totaling $184,450.54; Sewer check numbers 1876 thru 1887 totaling $246,162.42; Highway Aid check numbers 982 thru 985 totaling $5,168.50.
M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the May 2 ($38,107.36), 16 ($17,406.33), and 30 ($17,180.56) payroll registers.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue New Fill Dirt Site
Six soil samples were taken from 179 Beck Road in Jacobus where six homes will be built.  The site is farmland and would provide 4,000 cubic yards of the 10,000 cubic yards the developer will need to finish the grading.  The dirt was delivered and the site will be tested.
Codes Enforcement  
The April report was received.

Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The police activity report dated 4/24/22 thru 5/21/22 was received.  Mayor stated counterfeit bills have been discovered and is being investigated by the secret service with the help of video surveillance.  Only Shrewsbury and New Freedom Boroughs are willing to move forward with the draft ordinance and IGA agreement.  Glen Rock Borough is not sure if it wants to remain as a member or become a contracted customer.  
EMA Report –   
Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Village and Meadow SRBC Permits
We requested 100,000 gallons per day for both wells for a total of 200,000 GPD.  The SRBC and DEP have wetland concerns based on the 72-hour pump tests and offered 63,000 GPD for the Meadow Well and 64,000 GPD for the Village Well.  We pump approximately 300,000 GPD for the entire system and have available 723,000 GPD based on the SRBC permits.  The Woodlyn Well permit is currently in the review process and is permitted for 240,000 GPD and can pump 120,000 GPD.  The plan is to ask the SRBC for 120,000 GPD.  The next permit is due in 2029.
S. Mayoryk entered the meeting at 8:07 p.m.

M. Weaver moved that we accept the 63,000 GPD for the Meadow Well and 64,000 GPD for the Village Well.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Wellhead Protection Meeting
The Committee met with Tidal Wave Auto Spa about 99 East Forrest Avenue last month and it is expected they will be at the June 15 meeting with more information.
Public Roads & Lighting – Mayor Sharkey and Supt. Sweitzer
Street Paving
Work will begin on June 15. The project will start on Cardinal Drive, Westview Drive, and Circle Drive.

Traffic Calming Meeting
The Tolna Road traffic study was discussed at the June 6 meeting.  All five options were reviewed to ease traffic volumes and speeds on East Tolna Road and the intersection.  The signal light cost for the intersection is approximately $750,000.  Based on the study, a traffic signal is warranted.  There would be an additional cost of $15,000 for a further study.  Supt. Sweitzer is working on the following tasks: 25 MPH thermoplastic road marking at the Borough/Township line and entrance at South Main Street; the 25 MPH sign was made more visible eastbound on East Tolna Road; having “no parking” in front of the pizza shop and jewelry store to increase sight distance; double yellow line on road centerline; a sign to announce reduced speed from 35 MPH to 25 MPH at the Borough/Township line; and temporary speed humps to monitor speed and volumes until November.  The police department, fire department, school district and emergency services will be asked if either of them see a problem with the speed humps.  The residents will be invited to the July 5 meeting.  Supt. Sweitzer is checking prices for an electronic speed sign that also gathers data.
Change Order for Road Project
F. Arbogast moved to approve the change order to allow the road work to begin on June 13 instead of July 11.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
ENGINEER’S REPORT

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Eitzert Farms Street Adoption
The Ordinance has been adopted but an issue has arisen between the developer and the HOA regarding the mowing of land adjacent to Christian Drive.  Sol. Rehmeyer has communicated with the HOA leadership and the attorney for the developer to help in the resolution of the issue.  Sol. Rehmeyer expects to record the Resolution Adopting the Streets and Deed of Dedication in the near future.
Columbia Gas Meeting
Supt. Sweitzer met with Columbia Gas on May 25 to discuss the West Forrest Avenue road cut and North Highland Drive gas line replacement.  Columbia Gas cut into the newly paved West Forrest Avenue and delayed the North Highland Drive paving project due to new gas service installations and gas line deficiencies.  Sol. Rehmeyer was asked to pursue a monetary penalty for cutting the newly paved section of road.  Supt. Sweitzer and Sol. Rehmeyer were also asked to review the current street cut ordinance to see if more restrictions could be applied to further protect the Borough roadways, and if so the ordinance may be amended.
Short Term Rentals
Staff is reviewing the Ordinance for updates and questioned language for short term rentals.  The approach to address short term rentals is being developed further and will be presented back to staff. 
Ordinance 2022-4 Approving the Intergovernmental Cooperative Agreement for Multi-Municipal Planning
The Ordinance has been prepared and will be advertised to allow for adoption at the July meeting.

Resolution 2022-5 Request for Multimodal Transportation Fund Grant for Sidewalks
The Resolution will be adopted next month as information is needed from C.S. Davidson.

Volunteer Tax Credit Law
The law was amended to raise the property tax credit to 100%.  In order to implement this change, Ordinance 2018-3 will need to be amended to replace the 20% tax credit with 100% tax credit.

F. Arbogast moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to amend Ordinance 2018-3 to allow the Borough’s real estate tax credit at 100%.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Nuisance Ordinance
After discussion, the following changes to Section W of the proposed Ordinance amending and restating Ordinance 2003-07, as amended, was agreed upon:  Operating vehicles including, but not limited to, all-terrain vehicles (ATVs), snowmobiles, dirt bikes, motorcycles, or any illegal street vehicle on a Property:

1) Before 10:00 a.m. and after 8:00p.m. on any day, in a manner that is heard beyond the boundaries of the Property;

2) For a period of time longer than one (1) hour of continual operation; with any continued operation of the aforementioned vehicles for a period of fifteen (15) minutes or longer being sufficient to constitute one (1) hour of continual operation and trigger the mandatory cessation period in number 3 below;
3) For a period of time up to one (1) hour of continual operation without first ceasing operation of the vehicle for at least three (3) consecutive hours immediately thereafter and prior to resuming operation;
4) That causes dust to cross over onto an adjoining adjacent property in a manner that interferes with the reasonable use and enjoyment of the residential use of the property;

5) Include language ‘that exceeds the sound level intensity thresholds set forth in 75 Pa C.S.A. Section 7743(a)’’

6) In a manner that annoys or disturbs a reasonable Person of normal sensitivities. 

T. Nadobny moved to approve the ordinance as discussed above.

S. Mayoryk, K. Wills, and M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
F. Arbogast stated a consultant is ready to start the EMS study.  Mayor Sharkey stated he will be sending a clarification letter to Rose Ambulance about the statement made that no tax funds are given to support the service.  An article will also be placed in a newsletter to clarify this and to also update residents on the EMS status. 

Secretary's Report – C. Bosley

York County Boroughs Association
The next meeting is on June 23.

Credit/Debit Card Payments
The system is almost ready to go live.

York Adams Tax Bureau – M. Sharkey
The next update will be in August.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Comcast Franchise Renewal
Mayor Sharkey stated he participated in the first meeting and the first item of business will be the franchise fee audit.

Truck Parked along West Forrest Avenue
Mayor Sharkey stated the truck has not been parked on the street for the past several weeks.
School Bus Red Light Safety
There was at least one violation per day during the school year of motorists not stopping for flashing red lights on school buses.  Mayor stated the school may be looking into having red light cameras installed on the buses.  The cost is around $2,500 per camera.  He will attend the next school board meeting next week and will speak with the board president.  He suggested that if the school district does not step forward, that perhaps the Borough would be willing to donate funds to purchase a few cameras.
