The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:00 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Mark Beran presiding.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Paul Smith Library Update
Solicitor Rehmeyer corresponded with York County Libraries’ Board Chair, Claire Forbush. He also corresponded with its counsel, John Senft. During a phone conversation, Attorney Senft explained the following. The York County Library Board supports Chairman Robert Lambert and local municipalities. The York County Libraries’ Board is deciding on eliminating member libraries but allow branch or independent libraries. The York County Library Board would reduce the hours of the Paul Smith Library by 37% with the membership status change. Buck Buchanan said the next step would be to address the York County Commissioners. The local library boards will decide future course of action. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the May 14, 2025 meeting minutes were approved by unanimous consent by those attending the meeting.  
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for May as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 6045 thru 6086 for a total of $108,133.26; Water check numbers 2577 thru 2590 totaling $26,362.92; Sewer check numbers 2241 thru 2253 totaling $106,642.58; Highway Aid check number 1005 totaling $385.00.

K. Thomas moved to approve the May 12 ($22,843.69); May 26 ($19,237.68) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement
514 South Main Street 

The report for May was received. Neighbors complained about the bamboo at 514 South Main Street and the root system that has infiltrated their properties. The property cleanup is not complete. Pennsylvania does not restrict Mr. Karlen’s type of bamboo on his property.  Solicitor Rehmeyer provided a sample letter for Council’s review for Mr. Karlen to remove the bamboo. Borough Council discussed having Manager Sweitzer get a quote from a professional that handles correct removal process for bamboo and start with a 20-day notice to Mr. Karlen to pick a contractor for the job. Include deadlines for the project to be finished. A number of other residents addressed additional concerns with wildlife, mosquitos, and bird droppings.  
Bee Ordinance/Nuisance Ordnance 

Manager Sweitzer has attempted to call The Department of Agriculture regarding beehives and apiaries located in various spots in the Borough but has received no return call or correspondence.  Beehive owners must register with the Department of Agriculture and attend courses on beekeeping per Pennsylvania regulations. Borough Council recommended sending letters to any property owner that has beehives. The letter should state guidelines for education, water source, and the need be registered with the state for beekeeping. The Borough could attempt to use the Nuisance Ordinance for bees and apiaries, if the bees are not properly cared for and they in fact causing a nuisance by impacting neighboring properties. 
Rutter’s/Brook Meadow Circle Residents
Rutter’s and Brook Meadow Circle residents met on May 22nd and June 6th to discuss property lines. The Rutter’s team, contracted surveyor, Borough, and residents all met about the project and properties. Currently, Rutter’s is not sure what they are going to do.
Southern Regional Police Department 
Manager Sweitzer reported from the the Southern Regional Police Department that the license plate readers on the poles are working great. SRPD is looking for a new bookkeeper and they are currently working on the pension plan.  

Jessica Fisher resigned as the Civil Service Representative for Shrewsbury Borough since she is a candidate for Borough Mayor. 
Motion made by M. Weaver to accept Jessica Fisher’s resignation as the Civil Service Representative.

Seconded by K. Gillespie. Motion carried with all voting in favor. 
Borough resident Scott LaCoss Jr. is interested in serving as Shrewsbury Borough’s Civil Service Representative. He currently serves on the Shrewsbury Borough Planning Commission, Traffic Calming Committee, and Complete Streets Committee. 
Motion made by K. Gillespie to appoint Scott Lacoss Jr. as Shrewsbury Borough’s Civil Service Representative. 

Seconded by M. Weaver. Motion carried with all voting in favor. 

EMS/Fire/EMA
EMA Coordinator Stan Walters reported at the meeting that the air quality is being affected by the Canadian wildfire smoke. Map of Shrewsbury Parade route included with report. There will be a meeting held on Friday June 13, 2025 with Fire Police Captain, Stan Walters, and Manager Sweitzer to discuss traffic control for the parade. 
Manager/Public Works Report 
Northbrook Lane Traffic Pattern
New delineators have been installed on Northbrook Lane to help with speed and safety. Borough Council decided to continue to monitor Northbrook Lane traffic safety with the existing traffic pattern. Manager Sweitzer will closely monitor traffic and work with the Traffic Calming Committee.  
Water & Sewer
Water Line 2025 Project

The Borough had seven bidders with Barrasso Excavation from Mohnton, PA as the low bidder at $528,011. The material costs will be approximately $122,000 through COSTARS. We budgeted $950,000. The Borough eliminated West Railroad Avenue since the pipe was compliant with our current specification. Manager Sweitzer has been presenting the Water Line Easement Agreements. Water Easement agreements need to be signed by the July meeting. 
Motion made by M. Weaver to approve agreements so that they can be signed by Borough representatives. 

K. Thomas seconded. Motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Motion made by K. Gillespie to accept all bids and to award the contract to the lowest bidder, Barrasso Excavation, to complete the 2025 water line project, subject to the Borough engineer receiving all necessary paperwork and it being satisfactory. 
F. Arbogast seconded. Motion carried with all voting in favor.
