The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:03 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding.  As occurred last month, all wore masks and were socially distanced.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

None were offered.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the February 10 and 17 meetings were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for February.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the February 8 and 22 payroll registers.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Re-approve Shrewsbury Dunkard Brethren Church Land Development Plan
The plan was approved at the October 14 meeting with the condition of receiving the highway occupancy permit and the opening of an escrow account for the improvements.  Both conditions have been completed.

T. Nadobny moved to re-approve the Shrewsbury Dunkard Brethren Church Land Development Plan without conditions.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Codes Enforcement  
The December report was reviewed.

Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
Mayor Sharkey stated there were several snow emergency parking issues in Glen Rock; Stewartstown Borough had a rash of items being stolen from unlocked vehicles with one vehicle being taken for a joy ride and dumped as the keys were left inside. There was a reduction in the worker’s compensation premium.  Most of the officers have received at least their first Covid vaccine.  The Intergovernmental Agreement Committee shared the list of suggested items to the Commission’s Solicitor for review.  The Committee will meet here next Tuesday.  The Police Commission meetings will be held here at least for April and May due to the Zoom equipment.

New Freedom Borough Invoice #8
M. Weaver moved to approve Invoice #8 in the amount of $74,257.67.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

T. Nadobny moved to award the bid to H & H General Contracting in the amount of $684,882.00.

S. Mayoryk seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.  The amount of $700,000.00 was budgeted.
Sewer Reservation Ordinance
The informational meeting was held on February 17.  None of those in attendance were in favor of having to pay to reserve capacity and felt it should remain in the Borough.  Council would like to minimize the impact on the property owners, especially those with acreage.  The original “Holley Study” was updated by Eng. Brenneman a few months ago.  Shrewsbury Borough has 1.3 MGD, or 3,800 EDUs, with about 3,497 in use, leaving 303 unused.  The “Holley Study” allocated 258 to undeveloped land in the Borough leaving 45 in excess.  Council discussed ways to assign or attach EDUs to a property for a nominal one-time or yearly fee that’s good for a certain number of years with the tapping fee being paid when the property is connected.  It was suggested the $18.00 capital improvement fee be billed quarterly to the properties where EDUs are assigned.  The 1985 reservation ordinance was supplied to Council where the residential yearly reservation fee was $60.00 a year and industrial/commercial $172.00 per thousand gallons of reserved capacity.  Phil stated his opinion that he feels there is plenty of capacity at the plant and believes that New Freedom Borough calculates remaining EDUs based on the average flows that go to the plant over the highest three month time period (he provided a document entitled 2020 Flow Summary for New Freedom Borough).  S. Mayoryk feels the value of an EDU needs to be discussed with New Freedom Borough and that we should be able to calculate remaining EDUs the same way that New Freedom Borough does.  The Borough would have more EDUs to sell.  If this is the case, the Borough may not need the reservation ordinance.  Last year, New Freedom Borough told Shrewsbury Borough it needs to keep the EDU value at 350 GPD and that the plant can’t handle the original capacity permitted in the plant.  The upgrade that will take place in two or three years will solve that problem.  A meeting needs to be held with New Freedom Borough to resolve the method of calculating remaining EDUs.  The Solicitor was asked to contact the solicitor for New Freedom Borough to request a meeting.
M. Weaver moved to postpone action on the draft sewer reservation ordinance indefinitely.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Heating Oil Tank Survey
Out of 126 surveys mailed out originally, thirty-three have still not returned the second request.  The Smith Well was tested for Volatile Organic Compounds prior to restart on March and no traces of heating oil were found.  The Solicitor will do additional letters that will emphasize the importance of a response and enforcement that  may need to follow if there is no cooperation.
SCADA Protection
There is security concern regarding the SCADA system that mostly is for data acquisition, well levels, gallons per minute, meter data, chlorine levels, and storage tank levels.  Chemical additions and adjustments are physically done at the well houses.  M. Weaver recommended the security patch and anti-virus update be done at least monthly.  The patches should be tested.
S. Mayoryk moved to authorize Supt. Sweitzer to get started on the security with the patches being tested.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Deer Creek North Interceptor
Holley & Assoc. is providing DEP with additional information for permitting.  The PennDOT permit application is with PennDOT waiting for approval.  Hopefully, the project can begin this summer.
Trout Run Generator
The generator at the pump station was replaced last year.  The generator can be sold, subject to the applicable legal requirements.  The Solicitor will assist.
F. Arbogast moved to advertise to sell the old generator. 
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Roads & Lighting –  Mayor Sharkey and Supt. Sweitzer
Traffic Calming
Covington Drive: the Committee voted to have five permanent speed humps installed at the same location the temporary humps were placed. Mayor Sharkey felt another survey should be sent out since he felt there should have been more responses.
S. Mayoryk moved that five permanent speed humps be placed where the temporary humps were placed on Covington Drive.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with one nay, Mark Beran.

Intersection of South Main Street and Tolna Road: there is a large tree in the sight view that is owned by the property owner at 501 South Main Street.  It was the consensus of Council that Sol. Rehmeyer send a letter to the property owner that the tree is in the sight triangle.
East Clearview Drive:  this street qualifies for traffic calming.  The next step is to involve a traffic engineer.  Supt. Sweitzer is meeting with Pennoni Eng. next week and will get a price.
West Forrest Avenue: does not qualify for traffic calming.  Supt. Sweitzer conducted a traffic study based on road frontage and the street does qualify to have the speed lowered from 35 MPH to 25 MPH.
F. Arbogast moved to authorize Supt. Sweitzer to perform a traffic study to proceed to change the speed from 35 MPH to 25 MH and to change the signage if the study warrants a change.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Road Paving Project
The cost estimate to repave Brook Meadow Circle, Clear Run Drive, Northpoint Drive and Woodlake Court is around $535,700.00.
F. Arbogast moved to authorize the preparation and advertisement of bids.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Articles of Amendment of Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority
The Pennsylvania Department of State completed processing the Articles of Amendment extending the life of the Shrewsbury Borough Municipal Authority for 50 years.

Heating Oil Tank Issue
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office provided additional assistance by researching the mailing addresses and resending a letter and survey for a letter that was returned.

Market Square Matter

The Borough’s responses to the Second Set of Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents were submitted to Attorney Matkov last month.

Wellhead Protection Ordinance Amendment
Based upon factual and legal research to date, Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is working on some refinements to the Amendment to be discussed with the Supt. of Public Works and then presented to Council.
Shrewsbury Borough v Eric Allred, 219 Cardinal Drive
There is a district magistrate judgment against Mr. Allred in the amount of $828.75 for two violations of the Zoning Ordinance for parking a large vehicle in a line of sight at an intersection.  The lien could be transferred to the County level but there are two mortgages against the property.  The second option would be to execute on the judgment at the district magistrate level on his personal possessions.  A letter could be sent first.
T. Nadobny moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to begin execution of personal property with a letter being sent first.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
F. Arbogast stated he contacted Todd at Shrewsbury Township about the status of the DCED study and Todd has not heard anything from DCED.

An executive session will be held later in the meeting.
