The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Adam Green, of 68 Brook Meadow Circle, was present to introduce himself and that he is interested in being appointed to the Planning Commission vacancy left by Tim Kitchell.
S. Mayoryk moved to appoint Adam Green to the Planning Commission.

F. Arbogast and M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Phil Robinson again asked about the timeline when the Authority may receive some EDUs to distribute.  It was relayed to Phil that we learned today that New Freedom Borough will be meeting with RK&K to receive an update on the feasibility study on March 21.  The report is not expected to be finalized until April.  Until there is a meeting with New Freedom Borough and the other municipalities about the current and future status of the plant to determine the current capacity of the plant, the future potential capacity of the plant, and what may actually be truly excess capacity, if any, we are at a standstill.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the February 9 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for February: General check numbers 4201 thru 4256 for a total of $193,571.04; Water check numbers 2114 thru 2121 totaling $21,046.06; Sewer check numbers 1836 thru 1847 totaling $259,503.65; Highway Aid check numbers 976 thru 980 totaling $12,588.32.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the February 7 and 21 payroll registers.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Additional Fill Dirt
Soil samples were taken on February 22 and the test results were favorable.  Mr. Davis stated about 10,000 cubic yards are needed at the site.  Based on the Agreement signed last month, Mr. Davis can import more soil pending testing per the Agreement before it is brought on site.
Codes Enforcement  
The report for February was provided.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The police activity report dated 1/30/22 thru 2/26/22 was received.  In the last 52 days, there were 82 incidents where drivers failed to stop for flashing red lights on school buses. Chief Boddington is looking at the bus stops to see if any need to be moved, etc. Mayor stated he will send the IGA Committee’s recommendations and minutes to Council. 
EMA Report –  Stan Walters

Stan stated there is a written report from last month’s Committee meeting and that he will provide the Borough with a copy. 
Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Revised Wellhead Protection Ordinance
The revised Ordinance provides numeric limits on certain substances, which limits the current Ordinance does not delineate and which are intended to enhance specificity.  In a prior case, the Zoning Hearing Board approved salt storage in Zone 2 if it is stored in a water tight sea container and subject to other protective conditions.  The wording was adjusted to allow this under certain conditions in Zone 2 or 3. There were some comments regarding the revised Ordinance such as allowing uses in Zone 2 that would exceed the proposed Aggregate and Bulk Storage limitations to seek a special exception and then having requirements in place such as containment and other safety features.  Council was asked to consider the proposed, revised Ordinance and how it would like to proceed.
Woodlyn Well SRBC Permit
The permit expires on May 14.  Supt. Sweitzer is working on the application and waiver with the Borough’s hydrogeologist.  A basin analysis was performed and the original permitted capacity of .240 MGD is not present in the basin.  The basin can only produce .090 MGD based on basin size.  The permits are based on MGD permit request: $9,449 for permit capacity .240 MGD or $7,092 potential requested capacity of .179 MGD.  Buck Buchanan provided spread sheets of past well capacities and he recommended the Borough request the lower number as opposed to SRBC possibly setting the number even lower.
M. Weaver moved to request the .179 MGD capacity.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sewer Budget
Buck Buchanan provided spread sheets showing the sewer capital improvement fee is providing the income needed to pay back the PennVEST loan.

Credit/Debit Card and Payment of Utility Bills
The fee for residents to use this service is 2.5%.

F. Arbogast moved that the Office proceed with setting up the service that will be used through the Borough’s website.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Roads & Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer
Complaint about Parking Along West Forrest Avenue
A complaint was received about a vehicle parking along the street at 122 West Forrest Avenue that blocks one lane of travel.  The street is 23 feet wide and 11 feet are needed for a travel lane.  If a traffic study was done, parking would be eliminated from the intersection with Route 851 and west beyond 122 West Forrest Avenue.  It was noted in the past that parked vehicles along a street helps to slow traffic down.  Mayor Sharkey stated he would contact the complainant about the situation.  
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
Resolution 2022-2  Standard Allowance Election for American Rescue Plan Act State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds
The Final Rule allows all recipients to elect the method in which they will determine revenue loss for the provision of government services use.  Sol. Rehmeyer is recommending the Borough elect the lost revenue standard allowance of ten million dollars to allow the Borough to use all or part of the ARPA funds for the provision of government services use.

S. Mayoryk moved to adopt Resolution 2022-2.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

ARPA Funds
The funds are currently in the Sewer PLGIT account.

F. Arbogast moved to authorize the Secretary to move the ARPA funds from the Sewer PLGIT account to the General PLGIT account.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

A possible project will be discussed at the April meeting, possibly using the funds for road paving.

Monthly Financial Report
The Committee asked Sol. Rehmeyer if the monthly reports (Trial Balance, Balance Sheet and Budget to Actual) need to be approved by Council each month.  The answer is that expenditures should be approved each month (Bill List and Payroll Register/Detail) but the other reports can be filed and given to the auditor for the annual audit.  F. Arbogast stated the Committee has met three times (once with the auditor).  The bookkeeper has been asked to do the interfund splits monthly instead of quarterly.  The Committee will meet again and come back to Council with recommendations.
SRPD Cameras
The Mount Airy Road and Forrest Avenue cameras were installed on March 4.  The contractor finished installing the cameras and two hours later they were used to identify a hit and run driver on Forrest Avenue.  The SRPD supplied the State Police with the license plate number and the State Police made the arrest.  The data recorder for the cameras is in the wellhouse next to I-83 with the Wi-Fi signal supplied by the Sons of Sicily restaurant.

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Eitzert Development Roads Adoption
The developer is working on documents for the Borough to adopt the streets.

2022 Street Projects
Bid documents are being finalized and will be advertised the weeks of March 7 and 14 with results being reported at the April meeting.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

101 Crosswind Drive
The deadline for the property owner to remove the tank and contaminated soil is April 1.  The owner and contractor continue to be cooperative.

Eitzert Farms Streets
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is reviewing the Deed of Dedication and is updating the Ordinance to accept the roads based on the updated legal description recently received.
328 West Forrest Avenue and Columbia Gas Street Cut Issue
When the gas company performed the work, it did not bore under the road as stated in the permit and the newly-paved roadway was cut.  Notice was sent to the gas company on March 8 with no response and a demand letter was sent to Columbia Gas requesting restitution.
Credit/Debit Card Payments for Utility Bills
Sol. Rehmeyer stated he reviewed and assisted with revisions to the licensing agreement for the purchase of software for the on-line payment service.  Certain language has been added per his request to include the ability of the Borough to terminate the Agreement without cause on 30 days’ written notice.

Amendment and Restatement of Nuisance Ordinance
Comments have been received from Chief Boddington and South Penn Code Consultants, which have been incorporated in the revision.
K. Thomas moved that the Ordinance be advertised for adoption.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Renewal of Comcast Franchise Agreement
It appears that five municipalities have signed on so far, which reduce the Borough’s fees by 10%.  There is still time for other municipalities to join in to increase and to potentially maximize the group discount.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
Approve List of Volunteers Eligible to Receive the Fire Tax Credit
F. Arbogast moved to approve the list of volunteers as supplied by Nick Caruccio.

M. Weaver seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.
From Fire Chief Dauberman
F. Arbogast read a statement from Fire Chief Dauberman thanking Supt. Sweitzer and the Public Works Department for setting up barricades at North Main Street while the Department was fighting a fire and for salting Snyder Road during the apartment fire.  The road was very icy and hindered the fire fighters’ efforts.
Request for Fire Police Assistance
Springfield Township submitted two new requests for fire police services: 5K run on April 3 and a car show on April 23.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the requests for assistance in Springfield Township.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Secretary's Report – C. Bosley

Re-Instituting Water Termination
Permission was requested for the office to resume water terminations for non-payment, if necessary.

S. Mayoryk moved that the water termination procedure be resumed.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

The next meeting is at the end of April.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Resolution Authorizing Sidewalk Grant Request
The proposed funding is Shrewsbury Borough $257,796.78; Shrewsbury Township $138,813.65; Grant $598,394.69 for a total project of $995,005.12.

K. Wills moved to adopt the Resolution to be submitted with the sidewalk grant application.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.  

NEW BUSINESS
Proportionate Share Report
The treatment plant is at 92% capacity.  The report shows 2,823 remaining EDUs but when you take into account the current capacity, Shrewsbury would have 419 EDUs, New Freedom would be in the negative and Railroad would have around 45 EDUs.  Put as a whole, there would be 160 EDUs available.  Based on another calculation using Shrewsbury’s 62% of licensed capacity 1.33 MGD, Shrewsbury would have around 335 EDUs, which is the amount needed for build-out/business expansion in the Borough.  The Borough needs to be careful and not be pushed into releasing any capacity to the Authority until after New Freedom Borough’s feasibility study is completed and further meetings are held to discuss the current capacity and future capacity at the plant with all of the municipalities involved.  At the last meeting, Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships were told that any future upgrade to increase capacity would be at those municipalities’ expense.

F. Arbogast stated he will be setting up a Personnel Committee meeting to discuss the 2007 bonus schedule.
