The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council Member Stephen Mayoryk presiding.

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

None were offered.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the February 8 meeting were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for February: General check numbers 4817 thru 4863 for a total of $226,021.53; Water check numbers 2258 thru 2273 totaling $205,125.37; Sewer check numbers 1975 thru 1981 totaling $232,288.22; Highway Aid check numbers none.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the February 6 ($17,484.24) and February 20 ($17,690.68) payroll registers.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement
The reports for January and February were received.
Southern Regional Police Department 
The updated police activity report dated 1/1/23 through 1/28/23 was received as well as the activity report dated 1/29/23 through 2/25/23.  Mayor Sharkey reported the time is on track.  There was discussion at the last Commission meeting about thefts from unattended vehicles.  Door to door solicitors were discussed and Chief Boddington felt each municipality’s solicitation ordinance is satisfactory. There was correspondence from Glen Rock Borough that will be discussed next month.
EMA Report
Mayor Sharkey reported there was a recent quarterly meeting. 

Water & Sewer 
Deduct Meter Fee
The fee for a commercial/industrial property to have a deduct meter (must have five EDUs to qualify) has been $45.00 a quarter since 2011. The Municipal Authority recently approved an increase to $75.00 per quarter.

M. Weaver moved to increase the quarterly deduct meter fee to $75.00.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Sewer Planning Module Exemption – McClain Tract 
There are 30 Township EDUs assigned to Parcel 56E which is east of Elm Drive and South of East Forrest Avenue.  The developer is proposing to build a warehouse that will need four of the EDUs.  A sewer plant capacity letter was received from New Freedom Borough.  The Municipal Authority issued a letter that there is capacity in its system.  Since conveyance will be through both the Authority and Borough lines, a letter should be given from the Borough that there is capacity as well.
K. Wills moved to issue a letter that there is capacity in the jointly-shared sewer lines for the four EDUs.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Railroad Borough/Harambe Development
Jason Dunaja has a seven-lot development in Railroad Borough with private wells and the homes will need meters in order to register the gallons for sewer usage.  Railroad Borough and the developer are requesting that the Public Works Department read the meters and provide the readings to Railroad Borough.  The Borough would invoice Railroad Borough an hourly rate for the readings which would be approximately $300.00 a year.  Presently, the Department performs meter readings on private wells that are connected to our sewer system in Hopewell and Shrewsbury Townships.  The Department would also maintain the meters at each homeowner’s cost.  There should be an Agreement prepared by the developer’s attorney.  The property is not in a wellhead protection zone.
It was the general consensus of Council that this matter can proceed with an Agreement being prepared and with Municipal Authority approval as well.
New Freedom Sewer Meeting
The next meeting has not been set but will be for Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships to present their calculations for EDUs desired for the future.

New Freedom Waste Water Treatment Plant Project
The Phase I Blower Project design is 50% complete and the final design will be finished by August or September.  New Freedom Borough applied for the DCED ARPA Covid-19 grant.
Deer Creek North Interceptor Lining
Aegion/Insituform priced lining for the interceptor.  The sewer line is 10” and 12” with six leaks totaling 25,000 gallons of infiltration per day.  The sewer line has other cracks that are not leaking but should be repaired with the lining.  The amount of $300,000 was budgeted this year.  Mr. Rehab will also be providing a quote.
Public Roads & Lighting 
Mayor Sharkey stated he will be scheduling the annual road inspection in the near future.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance 
Ballfield Project

Grounds Maintenance completed the ballfield renovations at Sweeney Park.  The renovations included the batter’s box and pitcher’s mound rebuilding, new home plate, new pitcher rubber, diamond-tex, grading, leveling and rolling.  The project cost $9,955.03 done by K C Grounds Maintenance and $1,249.49 for diamond-tex.  The PLGIT Playground account will reimburse the general fund $9,955.03.

Ballfield Light Cost
The ballfield lights are now powered by Met Ed.  The Med Ed charge is estimated to be $4,500 a year for electric service.  The per hour rates will need to be $35.00 to break even.  The current rate is $8.00 per hour, which has not changed since the 1980s.  The bill for the ballfield lights is also for a dusk to dawn light and the security camera.  Supt. Sweitzer will have a proposed rate at the April meeting.
Council Room Sound/Video Equipment
Two quotes were received as well as a quote from Gramophone.  The Committee will continue to discuss the options.  

Auction/Sale of Unused Public Works Items
There are a number of items that are no longer used that could be sold at a sale or on Municibid.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the sale of unused items using either Municibid or sold at a public auction.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.  Sol. Rehmeyer stated a resolution may be necessary to sell the items at a public auction.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Deer Creek Pump Station
Eng. Brenneman heard from Hydranumatic about visiting a double wet well pump station.  He is waiting to hear back on a variable frequency drive pump station.
Water Project
Survey work and existing conditions plan have been completed.  His office is now working on the layout of the water line and storm sewer replacement in order to submit the application to PennDOT.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
The survey work is finished and the plan should be ready very soon.  Upon receipt of the plan, the next step could be another meeting among the attorneys involved.  Then, there could be an on-site meeting to include Supt. Sweitzer.
Short Term Rentals
Information was provided previously that included the application for a license, resolution setting fees for licenses and inspections and an inspection check list for review.

Refuse Contract
Sol. Rehmeyer contacted representatives of both Penn Waste and Republic Services asking for bid specifications that they received in the past that they thought were ideal for purposes of bidding and operational efficiency. 
Street Cut Ordinance
The forms were updated per the new Ordinance.  Sol. Rehmeyer drafted a letter that was sent to the Columbia Gas contact that included the new Ordinance.  The point of contact responded and requested a meeting that will include Supt. Sweitzer, Eng. Brenneman, C. Bosley and Sol. Rehmeyer to discuss the ordinance and in particular, the amount and type of surety.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
Secretary's Report 
York County Boroughs Assn. meeting will be on March 23.
Preservation of Old Records
The Secretary discovered that in 1979, minute books from June of 1862 thru November of 1955 were loaned to the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission Bureau of Archives and History in Harrisburg for microfilming.
York Adams Tax Bureau 
Mayor Sharkey reported the open house in York will be on May 10 and the open house in Gettysburg will be on May 11.  Collections are up by 8.87% overall that include prior year collections.  The renovations at the York office have started.
