The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding.  As occurred last month, all wore masks and were socially distanced.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson was present to state that New Freedom Borough is willing to sell four EDUs for a project on Windy Hill Road and 11 EDUs for another project in the Authority’s service area.  He asked if he should pursue that option or is the Borough willing to sell EDUs for these projects.  Phil was told that there will be a meeting with New Freedom Borough in the next month or two regarding sewer capacity issues, and thereafter, Council should be in a position to answer his question.  It was explained that such a meeting needs to occur regardless of which Borough may sell the capacity.
Phil Robinson was present last month to speak on behalf of the Anderson family who purchased 35 EDUs in 1999 for an assisted living facility to be built in the Borough but then ten were used for townhomes on two acres in the Borough.  The remaining 25 EDUs are not attached to a Borough property.  The Andersons would like to transfer the 25 EDUs to land they own in the Township south of the Shrewsbury Commons Shopping Center.  Phil spoke with the Andersons and they are willing to grant an easement for a potential well if the Borough should seek to develop a well in the future.  Supt. Sweitzer and Sol. Rehmeyer are working to develop parameters and documentation.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the April 14 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for April.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the April 5 and 19 payroll registers.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Chick-fi-A Final Land Development Plan
There will be two drive-thru lanes with canopies over the area where the orders are taken and where the food will be picked up.  Parking along the front will be removed but they still meet the parking requirements.  The kitchen will be expanded slightly in the back to expedite orders and to help keep the lines moving.  A couple of seats will be lost in the dining room.  Striping will be added at the entrance to keep vehicles in the right travel lane.  The corner at this location will also be adjusted to reduce the turning radius slightly.

Remaining comments are: 1) waiver of volume controls – applicant is requesting the requirement of volume controls be waived due to being in a well head protection zone.  Applicant is providing an impermeable liner within their underground stormwater basin.  Eng. Brenneman supports the waiver request; 2) owners’ signature; 3) payment of all fees; 4) posting of public surety.  The estimate was received and Eng. Brenneman is in the process of reviewing the estimate and will provide an approval letter once accepted.
M. Weaver moved to approve the stormwater volume control waiver.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

M. Weaver moved to conditionally approve the land development plan pending resolution of the remaining four comments (numbers 2, 3, and 4 above).

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Codes Enforcement  
The report for March was reviewed.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The Police Commission meetings will be held in Shrewsbury for June and July and then back to New Freedom Borough in August.  There was a resignation of one officer and the Commission is moving forward to fill that vacancy.  One officer is out due to health reasons so overtime has seen an increase. 

EMA Report – 
Water & Sewer – Supt. Sweitzer
Trout Run Generator Bids
One bid was received:  Truck Specialties, Inc. in the amount of $1,000.00.

Since the bid was lower than expected and the generator is worth more than the bid, Council will table any decision on the award until next month.  It was suggested that Municibid be used to sell the generator, so it will be investigated in the meantime.

K. Wills moved to table the bid decision.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Water Project
The contractor cannot get the pipe until the end of May due to a resin shortage.  The project will start in late May or early June.  This is for Mount Airy Road, Cardinal Drive, Westview Drive and Circle Drive.

Public Roads & Lighting – Mayor Sharkey and Supt. Sweitzer
Road Inspection
The five-year plan will be accelerated by combining the 2022, 2023, and 2024 planned paving into next year’s project.

Sidewalk Grant
The grant application was denied.  The Township voted to have the application resubmitted with some minor revisions.  Engineer fees would be less than $5,000.00.  Mayor Sharkey felt the money the Borough budgeted could be better spent by repairing existing sidewalks in town.
K. Wills moved to support the resubmission of the grant application including the additional engineering fees.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

The Sidewalk Committee was asked to look at the existing sidewalks in town and to come back with a recommendation.
Stat Trak Vehicle Counter
Supt. Sweitzer found a counter for $1,572.00.

F. Arbogast moved to purchase one of the counters for now.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Onion Boulevard Traffic Study
Supt. Sweitzer performed a traffic study and parking can be allowed on the northeast side of the street to allow for business traffic.  The 1991-4 ordinance can be repealed in accordance with the study.
F. Arbogast moved to repeal Ordinance #1991-4.                 

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

West Forrest Avenue Speed Limit Change
M. Weaver moved to adopt Ordinance #2021-2 to reduce the speed limit on West Forrest Avenue to 25 MPH from Cherry Tree Lane to the Borough/Township line.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Heating Oil Tank Issue
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is in the process of moving forward with district magistrate actions against the remaining property owners who have not completed the fuel oil tank surveys.  A fourth letter will be sent along with an unfiled copy of a complaint in a final effort to cause completion of the survey.

Shrewsbury Borough v. Eric Allred
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is in the process of moving forward on collection of the District Magistrate Judgement by executing against his personal property.

Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
Borough Emergency Pre-emption Repairs
The pre-emption stopped working at the Mount Airy Road and East Forrest Avenue intersection.  The other signal lights were tested and the pre-emption at Mount Airy Road and the Starbucks light, East Forrest Avenue and Main Street, and Main Street and Constitution Avenue and the light at East Forrest Avenue and Bubb Insurance also do not work.  The repairs will be completed by the end of May for less than $8,000.00.

SRPD Cameras
The camera that will be installed on Mount Airy Road and East Forrest Avenue signal needs a PennDOT “Structural Adequacy Permit”.  The cost is $4,000.00 for the permit and inspection.  Shrewsbury Township agreed to pay one-half of the cost since the video benefits Township Commercial properties.  Council questioned the required Structural Adequacy Permit that PennDOT is now requiring.  Mayor Sharkey stated he will contact Rep. Jones and Sen. Phillips-Hill tomorrow morning about the permit requirement and cost.
M. Weaver moved to conditionally approve the expenditure of $2,000.00 to get the permit process started with the permit requirement and fee disagreement being resolved later.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

CPR Training
F. Arbogast moved to pay to renew CPR training.

M. Beran and K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
