The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Nadobny presiding.

Kevin Hertzog, and Lexi Koell Dependable Construction Code Services, regarding the formation of his company to perform UCC and BCO services.  A letter was received from South Penn Code Consultants that as of June 1, it will no longer be offering the UCC and BCO services.  Kevin supplied his fee schedules, business model, and proposed agreement.  Kevin has also provided his insurance certificate, and a comparison of his rates to the rates of South Penn Code Consultants.  
S. Mayoryk moved to appoint Dependable Construction Code Services as Building Code Official and for UCC inspections with Commonwealth Code Inspection Services continuing as the back up inspectors.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Glenn Holmgren, 24 Ascot Drive, was present inquiring when the final wearing course was going to be put in place on Ascot Drive.  Mr. Holmgren was told that the issue with the water line, and its related easement, not being in locations as noted in the applicable documents still persist.  The updated drawing/plan was received last week.  The HOA formed, but the homeowners have refused to take over operation of it.  There are attorneys representing the developer, homeowners, builder and the Borough.  The road is in Shrewsbury Township, which is holding the bond to ensure the road gets the final wearing course in the future.  Mr. Holmgren was told the situation has not been forgotten and efforts to move this matter forward with all involved shall continue.   

District Magistrate Lindy Sweeney, was present to speak about her past accomplishments as District Magistrate.  She also took the opportunity to re-introduce herself, note that she is seeking re-election and remind all that she is going to continue to be a full-time District Magistrate.  Judge Sweeney distributed her biography card listing her extra judicial duties, and a brochure titled “Going to Magisterial District Court”.  Judge Sweeney also distributed the Statistical Summary of cases from 2018 thru 2022.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the April 12 meeting were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for April: General check numbers 4917 thru 4964 for a total of $617,040.16; Water check numbers 2282 thru 2291 totaling $8,499.57; Sewer check numbers 1999 thru 2009 totaling $16,896.07; Highway Aid check numbers none.
M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the April 3 ($18,160.46) and April 17 ($26,094.69) payroll registers.
M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement
The report for April was received.
Southern Regional Police Department 
The police activity report dated 3/26/23 through 4/22/23 was received.  Mayor Sharkey reported a thank you letter was received from Northern Regional Police for the help given by Officer Derrick Smith and K9 Ransom during a traffic stop where a large amount of methamphetamine was confiscated.  Mayor reported that time is within tolerance.  An offer was made for a new hire that is performing clerical work now and will be graduating training the first week of June.  A Memorandum of Understanding was received from the school district.  The negotiating committee met on April 25 to review Glen Rock Borough’s proposal.  The other members were not in favor of the 1.5% increase cap.  The committee may come back with a 3% increase cap.  A representative will attend the Glen Rock Borough Council meeting next week to discuss modifying its proposal.  Mayor is requesting that an additional member from each municipality be part of the negotiating committee.  There would be two meetings a month for approximately four months.  Pres. Nadobny will send an email out on Monday asking for a volunteer to serve or if there is not a volunteer, he will appoint a representative.
EMA Report
Public Works Report
Sidewalk Replacement
Supt. Sweitzer said in order to repair the non-compliant sidewalks from 65 East Forrest Avenue west to the fire house and from Railroad Avenue north to Clearview Drive, would cost around $105,000.  This does not include ADA compliance.

Ballfield Lights LED
To change out the existing lights to LED lights would be around $120,000 not including electrician costs. 
Water & Sewer 
Supt. Sweitzer’s May report was submitted.
Public Roads & Lighting 
Road Tour
Mayor Sharkey stated the annual road tour should be occurring soon.
Electric Cost Proposals
APPI provided proposals for energy providers.  APPI is recommending a 24 month contract with Freepoint at $0.07438 kWh.

M. Beran moved to proceed through APPI to approve the 24 month contract for Freepoint to provide energy at $0.07438 kWh starting in early December.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Ken Thomas entered the meeting at 8:02 p.m.
Traffic Study
The following streets are being studied for speed and volume traffic numbers:  Northbrook Lane, East Tolna Road, Covington Drive, West Forrest Avenue, and Brook Meadow Circle.  The Traffic Calming Committee will meet on August 7 at 7 p.m. to hear the results and to meet with the East Tolna Road residents.

Public Lands, Buildings and Finance 
2022 Audit Report
F. Arbogast moved to approve the 2022 audit report.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Deer Creek Pump Station
Eng. Brenneman and Supt. Sweitzer will visit a similar pump station to what the Borough is looking to design and install.  
Water Project
The layout of the new water line is almost completed.  The PennDOT permit was submitted and comments were received the week of May 1.  The drawings will be revised and will be resubmitted for approval. Additional water line work will be on West Forrest Avenue from Hill Street to Cherry Tree Lane.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
An updated drawing/plan was received and was attached to the report.  Sol. Rehmeyer is working with Supt. Sweitzer with regard to items that are around the water line and/or in the easement that includes a fence, trees, and light poles.  A determination will be made as to which items should be removed and which might be able to remain.  For some structures that are not practical to move such as a house or a porch, moving the water line may be one option to address the situation.  The property owners upon which the water line is located need to know its location, as well as the location of the easement.  The attorneys may meet soon which will, hopefully, result in the attorney for the Homeowners Association motivating the property owners to cooperate so that the Declaration can be updated and accurately reflect the location of the water line and the easement.
Resolution #2023-3 Uniform Construction Code Fees
M. Beran moved to adopt Resolution #2023-3 adopting the fee schedule for Dependable Construction Code Services.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Refuse Contract
Sol. Rehmeyer supplied draft bid documents for review by Council.  After receiving questions and comments from Council, Sol. Rehmeyer plans to send the revised draft specifications to the refuse haulers for their review and comment, before a formal bidding process is commenced.  The goal remains to obtain optimal service and pricing for refuse removal.
Burn Ban
There is no specific law authorizing a borough to declare a burn ban.  Section 1202(5) of the Borough Code allows boroughs to adopt regulations as may be necessary for the health, safety, morals, general welfare and cleanliness and beauty, convenience, comfort and safety of the borough.  The County Code authorizes its board of commissioners to declare a countywide burn ban by resolution as long as at least 10 or 50% of the fire chiefs in the county, whichever is less, provide written recommendations for a burn ban.  The Borough’s ordinance does not currently provide regulations regarding burn bans.

Newsletter Guidelines
Sol. Rehmeyer provided guidelines for Council’s review.  He reviewed the enhancements over the prior version that Council had seen.  The desire was expressed to approve the guidelines.
T. Nadobny moved to adopt the newsletter guidelines with the review schedule being finalized by Sol. Rehmeyer and the Secretary.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Social Media Policy
Sol. Rehmeyer provided guidelines for this as well.  After review and comment, the social media policy can be adopted at a future meeting.
304 North Main Street Sewer Connection
Negotiations with the adjoining property may be coming to an end and the property owner of 304 North Main Street may be installing his own lateral.
Regulation of Medical Marijuana Organizations
K. Thomas questioned whether a Dispensary should be added to Section 207.3 under uses by special exception.  Staff discussed this and the recommendation was that Dispensaries should be treated the same as a Retail Store.  Sol. Rehmeyer was asked to follow up to see if this is still the case and to look at the uses by special exception in Section 207.3 to see if any should be removed.  Sol. Rehmeyer included in his report research on dispensaries.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
Council Vacancy
Keith Wills submitted his resignation as he has moved from the Borough.

T. Nadobny moved to accept Keith’s resignation.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

The Secretary was asked to advertise the vacancy with an appointment being made at the June meeting.

Fire Company 2021 Audit Report and 2022 Profit and Loss

F. Arbogast stated the fire company’s audit from 2021 has been provided to the Borough as well as the 2022 Profit and Loss statement.
Downed Tree Blocking Main Street
Mayor reported South Main Street was closed for 19 hours on April 22 due to a large tree limb that fell and took down power lines.  Met Ed was on location two times but the communication was lacking as to whether the tree could safely be removed from the roadway.  A meeting was held to review how this type of situation could be handled better in the future.  Mayor thanked Brian Sweitzer and Carey Waugh for their help with the tree and for closing the roadway.

Secretary's Report 
The Secretary is obtaining a price for scanning minutes books and other historical documents.
York Adams Tax Bureau 
Mayor Sharkey attended both the Tax Bureau meeting and the Tax Collection meeting.  The Borough should be receiving around $3,715.00 in excess revenue.
