The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:00 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Mark Beran presiding.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Angie Temple-Shupp from Hastings Way and Pamela Brown from Ascot Drive attended the meeting to discuss the water lines on Hastings Way and Ascot Drive.  The water line easement has some obstructions that must be removed and/or portions of the water lines must be relocated.  The water lines are also not located within the recorded easement at certain segments.  The water line relocation or easement correction must be agreed to by the Developer, Homeowners Association, and Shrewsbury Borough.  The Home Owners Association has been officially established, but it has not been turned over to the residents despite attempts of the Developer, to date. The residents attended the meeting after receiving a letter that their water service could be terminated if the issue is not resolved. The residents were encouraged to contact their attorney about communications from the Borough. Solicitor Rehmeyer reiterated that the issues must be resolved by the end of 2025 per Council. 
Jayne Dunlap from 72 Brook Meadow Circle was present. She claimed that a Rutters’ surveyor removed her property pins. Council stated the conflict is between the two property owners and Manager Sweitzer will give Ms. Dunlap a contact for Rutters. Rutters previously attended a Staff Review Meeting for guidance with regards to purchasing a neighboring property and future Land Development questions.   

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the April 9, 2025 meeting minutes were approved by unanimous consent by those attending the meeting.  
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for April as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 6008 thru 6044 for a total of $416,111.25; Water check numbers 2562 thru 2576 totaling $21,014.04; Sewer check numbers 2230 thru 2240 totaling $13,916.68; Highway Aid check number 1004 totaling $4,592.50.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

K. Thomas moved to approve the April 14 ($22,331.19); April 28 ($38,216.75) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

The plan for Timber Valley Terrace was approved on August 14, 2024. All conditions have been met. 
K. Thomas made a motion to reapprove the plan with all conditions met. 

K. Gillispie seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

T. Blomquist made a motion to release the Performance Bond for S&A Homes. S&A Homes previously owned the Timber Valley property and planned to develop the land. 

K. Gillispie seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor. The improvements in the recorded land development plan will not occur. 
Codes Enforcement
The report for April was received. Neighbors complained about the bamboo at 514 South Main Street and the root system that has infiltrated their properties. The property cleanup is not complete. Pennsylvania does not restrict Mr. Karlen’s type of bamboo on his property.  Solicitor Rehmeyer will provide more information for Borough Council at the June meeting and prepare a letter to Mr. Karlen about the encroaching bamboo. 

We received an application for an Accessory Dwelling Unit (ADU) for a Borough property.  The ADU application meets our Zoning Ordinance requirements as a caregiver to the property owner. Manager Sweitzer asked if the resident would need an additional EDU for the ADU. Council said the purchase of an additional EDU would not be required but water/sewer usage will be monitored to insure it is not excessive for one EDU. 
Manager Sweitzer has attempted to call The Department of Agriculture regarding beehives and apiaries located in various spots in the Borough but has received no return call or correspondence. The Borough could attempt to use the Nuisance ordinance for bees and apiaries if the bees are not properly cared for.  Beehive owners must register with the Department of Agriculture and attend courses on beekeeping per Pennsylvania regulations. Council will continue to investigate beekeeping rules and regulations. 
Southern Regional Police Department 
Mayor Sharkey reported that the extra police hours for Stewartstown Borough are due to recent burglaries.  The License Plate Readers and cameras helped solve a stolen car case and a road rage incident recently.  Council reviewed the incident and crime data presented by Southern Regional. 

SRPD served a warrant at 127 E Clearview Drive. Police found extremely poor living conditions with insects and uncleanliness. The property owner was informed of the conditions. Codes enforcement gave the property owner until 11:00 a.m. on May 15th to have the property meet code requirements. An inspection will take place after the cleanup. K. Thomas recommended that in this situation there must be immediate action taken to enforce the cleanup. 

Jessica Fisher will not remain as the Civil Service Representative for Shrewsbury Borough since she is a candidate for Borough Mayor. Borough resident Scott LaCoss Jr. has expressed an interest to be the Civil Service Representative. Manager Sweitzer will invite Scott to the June Council meeting. He currently serves on the Shrewsbury Borough Planning Commission and Traffic Calming Committee. 
EMS/Fire/EMA
EMA Coordinator Stan Walters reported at the meeting of drought conditions and issued a reminder that June 1st is the start of hurricane season. 
Manager/Public Works Report 
Southern York County Comprehensive Plan
Borough Council must formally approve sending the Plan to the York County Planning Commission and School District per Municipalities Planning Code. The Plan must also be advertised for adoption by Borough Council at a later meeting.  The Comprehensive Plan serves as a guide for elected officials. 
K. Thomas made a motion to proceed to the next steps needed to submit Shrewsbury Borough’s plan. 

T. Blomquist seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Northbrook Lane Traffic Pattern
New delineators have been installed on Northbrook Lane to help with speed and safety. Borough Council decided to continue to monitor Northbrook Lane traffic safety with the existing traffic pattern. Manager Sweitzer will closely monitor traffic and report to Council in June. 
Water & Sewer
Water Line 2025 Project
The water line project includes East Tolna Road, North Highland Drive (200 Block), North Sunset Drive and Memory Lane. Manager Sweitzer is working with four property owners on North Sunset and Memory Lane for easement agreements for the new water line.
Bid documents are being finalized and will be on PennBid May 16.  Award can be made at the June Council meeting. 
224 West Forrest Avenue 

The property at 224 W Forrest Avenue is for sale. The property is in Shrewsbury Township. The realtor requested public water service. The Shrewsbury Borough water main is located on West Forrest Avenue in front of the property. The property will have two separate connections to accommodate the two separate lots. The water service connection and meter pit will be located in the Borough. 
K. Thomas made a motion to approve, provided that all agreements that must be signed, all work must be done prior to the paving of West Forrest Avenue, payment must be made in full, and the private well must be properly abandoned when public water is connected. 
K. Gillispie seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Public Roads & Lighting 
The paving bids were opened on Tuesday, May 13th. The low bid for material was York Building Products at $231,930. The installation low bid was Kinsley Construction at $199,490. The project will be expensed through Liquid Fuels. The project budget was $550,000. 
Bids were received for street paving from Long’s Asphalt Inc, Stewart & Tate, and Kinsley Construction. The lowest bid for the street paving was from Kinsley Construction. York Materials was the only bid for materials.   

T. Blomquist made a motion to accept all bids for paving and the lowest bidder for Contract #1 Kinsley Construction at $199,490 with condition all paperwork is provided to the office of James R. Holley & Associates Inc.

F. Arbogast seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

T. Blomquist made a motion to approve material bidders and the low bidder for Contract #2 from York Materials at $231,930 with the condition of all paperwork is provided to the office of James R. Holley & Associates Inc.

Public Lands and Buildings

Playground Rules 
Chief Boddington and Manager Sweitzer discussed the motorcycle rider at the park from last month’s meeting. The Chief believes that there is enough to prosecute without an updated ordinance. 
Paul Smith Library Update
Solicitor Rehmeyer is waiting for an update from Claire Forbush, the Board Chair and David Gonzalez, a member of the board. Solicitor Rehmeyer will continue to update Council on any correspondence. 
Remote Deposit Banking
Manager Sweitzer and Angie Baldwin have been discussing with Truist Bank about the option for depositing check payments remotely. The cost for the scanner would be $780.00(one-time cost) and a monthly service charge of $50.00 per month. Borough Council asked Manager Sweitzer to investigate negotiating the monthly fee. 

K. Gillispie made a motion to pursue setting up the remote deposit service. 

T. Blomquist seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Approve 2024 audit report

K. Thomas made a motion to approve the 2025 audit report. 

F. Arbogast seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Junior Council Report 

The Junior Council positions are vacant. Mayor Sharkey will attend a School Board meeting to discuss this opportunity for seniors and juniors. 

AED/CPR Training

Employee CPR certifications expire in May. First Aid/CPR training will be available at the Borough Office on June 24th from 9am to Noon to renew certifications. The cost is $50.00 an attendee. Borough Council will offer this training to all Borough Committee Members, Borough Council, and Police Officers. 
F. Arbogast made a motion to pay for the $50.00 cost per attendee. 

K. Gillispie seconded. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Manager Sweitzer is investigating a grant to purchase an AED to have at the Borough Building. 

York Adams Tax Bureau
Mayor Sharkey received an email that the Borough will be receiving $6,519.00 back from the York County Tax Bureau.
