The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:00 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Mark Beran presiding. 
Council President Mark Beran stated that the meeting is being recorded for purposes of preparing meeting minutes. He explained that the recording would be destroyed once the meeting minutes are approved at next month’s meeting. 

PUBLIC COMMENT
Jayne Dunlap from 72 Brook Meadow Circle questioned Rutters’ compliance and the Borough’s enforcement of certain federal laws regarding clean water from the 1980’s and 1990’s. Solicitor Rehmeyer reiterated that Shrewsbury Borough cannot enforce federal laws. Solicitor Rehmeyer also reiterated that the original Shrewsbury Borough Wellhead Protection Ordinance, which the Borough does enforce, was adopted in 2002.  Rutter’s was built in 1993. Ms. Dunlap highlighted some documents that she reviewed. No commitment was made to analyze them though. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for April 8, 2026, meeting minutes were approved by unanimous consent by those who attended the meeting.  
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for April as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 6516 through 6553 for a total of $409,504.13; Water check number 2731 through 2741 totaling $23,832.77; Sewer check numbers 2332 through 2339 totaling $9,985.74.

K. Thomas moved to approve the April 13 ($23,066.92), April 27 ($39,813.72) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS
Shaub Plan

The following conditions have been met for the Final Subdivision Plan for Kevin Shaub.

1. DEP sewage planning for this subdivision shall be provided.

2. Applicant shall obtain Shrewsbury Borough approval of an EDU

3. Provide Owners notarized signature

4. Payment of all fees.

5. This waiver is only for this approval, and does not waive curbs, gutters, and sidewalks for future subdivision and/or land development involving this property. 

Motion was made by T. Blomquist to acknowledge that all conditions have been met and to confirm approval of the subdivision plan. 

K. Thomas seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Dalfen Industrial-Plan review 
Councilman K. Gillispie suggested to send an email to Dalfen regarding moving the entrance and exit to Prindle Drive instead of Mt. Airy Road. Dalfen would have to get the right of way from adjacent property owner. 

AutoZone
AutoZone revitalized talks with Penn State Management for the 95 East Forrest Avenue property. Solicitor Rehmeyer will have the AutoZone-signed Emergency Response Plan and then present it to Council for final review and approval. The Operations and Maintenance Agreement, and Fill Dirt Agreement were previously approved and signed. 
Codes Enforcement
514 S Main Street
Public Works removed the bamboo at 514 S Main St on March 24th and April 21st. The cost to date is $10,085.00. 514 S. Main St. has been seeded and strawed. Allen Burnette at 512 S. Main St. is requesting removal of bamboo that migrated to his property. The bamboo would have to be removed by hand due to limited access.   
3 Gatewood Drive Bamboo
Neighbors have requested Borough help at 3 Gatewood Drive. The bamboo has infiltrated the properties at 403 North Main Street and 59 Woodland Drive. Borough Council directed that an enforcement notice be transmitted to the owner of 3 Gatewood Drive to demand removal of the bamboo. 
Southern Regional Police Department 
Mayor Jessica Fisher reported that there are still no financial reports from SRPD. Andy Bobby of New Freedom Borough Council proposed additional motions to be added to the SRPC charter that require a full line-item budget to be reviewed by all SRPC members prior to voting on the budget, as well as the budget meetings to be open to the public. 

Southern Regional Police Chief reported that all numbers are tolerant. New Freedom numbers might increase with nice weather due to the Rail Trail and Park. The Police Chief gave accolades to the newest Officer, OFC Slenker that assisted with a successful response to a vehicle chase that ended with the perpetrator in custody. SGT Smuck has officially submitted a DROP request to Chief and SRPC. The new police vehicle is now in service. 

EMS/Fire/EMA
EMA Coordinator Stan Walters reported that we are still in a drought condition. June 1st starts hurricane season. 
Mutual Aid Agreement
The Mutual Aid Agreement and a Resolution authorizing adoption of the Agreement have been prepared. Manager Sweitzer will take the draft agreement to the next SCEMA meeting to distribute to other municipalities. 
Southern Regional Police Commission
K. Thomas made the motion to adopt the Resolution to approve the Southern Regional Police Commission’s Code of Ethics and By Laws. 
K. Gillispie seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
Manager/Public Works Report
Water & Sewer
2025 Water Line Project 

The final payment to Barrasso Construction in the amount of $84,235.51 for East Tolna Road needs approval.
K. Thomas made the motion to pay Barrasso Construction in the amount of $84,235.51 for the final payment. 

K. Gillispie seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Water Service Repair Ordinance

We have been experiencing difficulty with homeowners repairing customer-owned water service leaks in a timely basis. The leaks are on the outside of the house and are unmetered due to the location. Solicitor Rehmeyer and Manager Sweitzer are working on an ordinance that establishes timelines and specifications for water line repairs or replacements. Currently we have two customers that made temporary repairs to leaking pipes and have been given timelines for permanent repairs that went unmet. 
Public Works will be updating our 2006 water and sewer specifications. Borough Council can review the ordinance at the June meeting. 
Engineer’s Report  

Public Roads & Lighting 
Intersection of W. Clearview Drive and Main St. Waiting on Penn Dot for feedback.
2026 Road Paving 
The cost of the paving materials has increased 20% since Borough Council’s recent approval. The two parts to the project are the blacktop and labor to install. The labor was bid and will not change through the project. The materials have increased 20% in the last month and could continue to climb depending on the war and oil prices. The increased asphalt price will increase our project cost by $50,000 to $100,000 at the current rates compared to April. Kinsley will hold the bid until September 10, 2026. COSTARS contract will remain available until the end of year. Council rescinded prior approval to proceed and will wait a few months to see it material prices drop. 
Stormwater repairs are needed on Greenview at Brookview Drive and N. Sunset Drive and Memory Lane. Repairs need to be completed before road paving can happen.

CGA Law Firm will research skill games further, including taxation and regulation, in the coming months. 
Public Lands, Buildings, and Finance 
2025 Audit

K. Thomas made the motion to approve the 2025 Audit. T. Nadobny seconded the motion. 
The motion carried with all voting in favor.  
E. Tolna Rd Parcel 
The Borough owns property at the corner of Courtyards Drive. The County of York has now started to tax the property. The property is currently being used by the homeowner next door. The property could be sold without being bid because of the value of the property. Will be discussed in Executive Session.  
Junior Council Report 
New Website
The revised Agreement with Revize LLC is ready for Borough Council to approve. The website will be online by the end of the year. 
K. Thomas made the motion to approve the final contract for Revize LLC. T. Nadobny seconded the motion. 
The motion carried with all voting in favor. 

Codification of Ordinances
Ecode 360 codifies all Borough ordinances over a period of two years from $15,000 to $20,000. Codification will support improved accessibility. Manager Sweitzer will continue to shop around for other companies that provide this service. 
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
Rose Ambulance
Manager Sweitzer, Ken Thomas, and Mayor Jessica Fisher met with several members of Rose Ambulance on April 28th. They are requesting $110,000 from Shrewsbury Borough for the 2027 budget. Rose supplied call logs, financial data, and audits. Some alarming information from the meeting is that only 50% of bills are collected. Manager Sweitzer will contact other ambulance clubs to see if this is the standard. The amount of time the Chase Vehicle is in Shrewsbury is limited due to short staffing. 

Borough Sidewalks 
A new sidewalk committee was created. The members of the committee are Scott Lacoss Jr., Kelly Gillispie, Ted Nadobny, and Manager Sweitzer. There are possible options to discuss regarding sidewalks. The sidewalk committee will have a meeting with residents on Main Street to get their feedback and begin to analyze the options further.  

DCNR Sweeney Park Playground Grant
Shrewsbury Borough applied for the Sweeney Park Playground Rehabilitation Grant on April 29, 2026. 
Secretary's Report 
York Adams Tax Bureau
There was a York Adams Tax Bureau meeting in April. There will be a refund coming to the Borough. 
NEW BUSINESS
YMCA 5th Annual Autumn Dash 5K is on September 19, 2026. 
M. Beran made the motion to acknowledge the YMCA’s 5K. T. Nadobny seconded the motion. The motion carried with all voting in favor.
