The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Terrence Blomquist, 30 West Railroad Avenue, was present to introduce himself as he is interested in serving on the Municipal Authority.  Mr. Blomquists’s resume had been provided previously to Borough Council and the Municipal Authority.  At its recent meeting, the Municipal Authority passed a motion to recommend to Borough Council that it appoint Mr. Blomquist to serve on the Municipal Authority Board. 
T. Nadobny moved to appoint Terrence Blomquist to the Municipal Authority.

D. Kraatz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Phil Robinson, 18147 Amanda Lane, was present to ask for Council’s permission for Supt. Sweitzer to inspect the sewer installation for a ten-lot development off Spruce Street in Railroad Borough since Railroad Borough doesn’t have any employees.  A letter requesting Supt. Sweitzer’s services was received from Railroad Borough.  Railroad Borough would be billed for the services.
T. Nadobny moved that Supt. Sweitzer perform the inspections at the request of Railroad Borough.

D. Kraatz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mayor Sharkey clarified the last line of his report in the October minutes that after next year, one proposal is to use three years of historical data.  With that clarification, the minutes for the October meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

The reports for October were reviewed.
F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for October.
S. Walters seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the October 7 and 21 payroll registers.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Grading Plan
Joshua George, P.E., presented a new Grading Plan for 95 East Forrest Avenue.  He explained that the Grading Plan approved by Council on 4/24/18 included 99 East Forrest Avenue, known as the Coach Light restaurant property.  The new Grading Plan presented shows a retaining wall on the west side of the property starting in the middle portion thereof and going back with a retaining wall in the rear at some points being 14 feet high.  There will be a slope on the east side of the property to drop down the elevation to meet with 99 East Forrest Avenue.  That drop would allow those two properties to be graded together even better if 99 East Forrest Avenue were redeveloped.  When considering Section 312 of the Ordinance, it was explained that the term congruous is property specific and, therefore, Council must make a determination if the amount of congruity is acceptable under the specific circumstances of the properties involved and the proposed development.  Council approved the stockpiling of fill dirt on the property a couple months ago, for which an Agreement was being put in place.
Mr. George explained that almost 15,000 cubic yards of fill dirt would need brought onto the property and it would come from the nearby I83 Exit 4 construction site.  The York County Soil Conservation District has approved a plan to stock pile fill dirt on the property.  However, an NPDES permit would be required to spread the fill dirt on the property.  Mr. George stated that he was confident an NPDES permit could be obtained but he doesn’t know how long it would take.  Sol. Rehmeyer noted that if the developer failed to obtain an the NPDES permit pursuant to the Agreement that had been drafted, then, the fill dirt would have to be removed from the property.
S. Walters moved to approve the Grading Plan as presented as meeting the definition of congruous in the Zoning Ordinance and in consideration of adjoining properties.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

95 East Forrest Avenue Fill Dirt
Soil testing showed cobalt and vanadium being over limit based on one set of DEP standards and under limit based on other DEP standards.  DEP is reconciling the discrepancies effective January 1, 2020.  Professional geologist, Phil Donmoyer, of ECS Mid-Atlantic answered questions and spoke about the results.  Cobalt moves very little in the soil, possibly three feet.  His report dated 11/13/19 states in the Conclusion that, “The site at 95 East Forrest Avenue is commercially zoned and intended for non-residential development.  The proposed fill material showed concentrations of cobalt and vanadium that are below the non-residential direct contact and residential soil to groundwater MSC values.  As such, the test results show compliance with PA DEP Act 2 MSCs.  The soil buffer model prepared for the site shows that cobalt and vanadium will not impact groundwater beneath the receiving property.”
S. Walters moved to accept the developer’s plan and allow stock piling of fill dirt provided that it was in compliance with the 1/1/20 PA DEP Fill Policy, and more specifically, the non-residential MSC for direct contact standard and the residential soil to groundwater standard.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Council is requiring one final soil test (consisting of three samples) after all fill dirt is on the property, and if the soil does not meet the testing standards, the developer would have to take the appropriate remedial action or remove the soil.  Additionally, the developer will test the soil before it is removed from the construction site and brought to the property.  Council is also requiring that the developer apply promptly for the NPDES permit and proceed diligently to obtain it.
F. Arbogast moved that Sol. Rehmeyer finalize the Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt in accordance with the presentation and decisions of Council and to authorize President Buchanan to sign that Agreement.

S. Walters seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Codes Enforcement  
Fifteen permits were issued in October.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
Mayor Sharkey stated that it was reported to 911 that a suspicious package was left by the gas pumps at the station in the center of town by a man in a trench coat.  Emergency personnel were dispatched including a bomb sniffing K9.  The package was an antique typewriter.  The new vehicle was purchased and the Intergovernmental Agreement Committee will start meeting again in December.  The Borough’s budget figure for 2020 will be $631,007.00 instead of $659,000.00 since capital purchases will be budgeted from the health care rebates.
F. Arbogast moved to approve the total police budget for 2020 in the amount of $2,238,888.00 with the Borough’s share being $631,007.00.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

EMA Report
S. Walters stated the possible terroristic incident at the gas station with the suspicious package was called in by vigilant citizens.
Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny/Supt. Sweitzer
Sewer Reservation/Capacity
T. Nadobny stated he would like to have a committee meeting to discuss the policy and ordinance.  The date of December 5 at 6:00 p.m. was set.

Flow Meters
The flow meters that had been placed in Railroad for a year were removed and other locations will be looked at.  It is undetermined who will do the evaluation.
New Freedom Wastewater Treatment Plant
The DEP permit was issued on October 30 with bid advertisement shortly thereafter.  Work will begin in early 2020.

6 Circle Drive Sewer Lateral Repair
The lateral was repaired on November 5 at a cost of $1,134.42.

Shrewsbury Township Well Inspections
All properties have been inspected.  

Public Roads & Lighting – M. Sharkey/Supt. Sweitzer
Street Cut Permits
Columbia Gas will pave the traffic lane including leak detection holes for 200 feet on Hill Street in 2020.

Driveway Ramps
Letters were sent to 62 home owners about driveway ramps impeding snow removal and drainage and to date 33 residents have not removed the ramps.

Covington Drive Traffic Calming Report
The traffic calming plan was included with the packet.  A public meeting is scheduled for February 3 with a snow date of February 10.  
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – Mayor Sharkey/F. Arbogast
44 South Main Street Bid Specifications for Sale of Building
Specifications will be advertised for bids to be opened at the January 6 meeting.
South Central Senior Center Donation
The Center is asking for an increase in the $2,500.00 yearly donation.  Since the amount hasn’t changed since 2006, Council agreed to an increase.

F. Arbogast moved to increase the donation to $3,500.00 for 2020.

S. Walters seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Snow Plow Bid Agreement
The Agreement is partially signed and should be completed soon.

Private Well Inspections
Some complaints had to be filed and hearings were scheduled.  However, the property owners came into compliance under the Ordinance prior to the hearing dates, so all hearings were cancelled.

6 Circle Drive
An invoice was provided for the repair which will be submitted to Atty. Imblum.  A municipal claim will be filed.
Sewer Reservation Fee Program/Sewer Plant Issues
Sol. Rehmeyer awaits feedback with regard to the draft ordinance regarding sewer capacity reservations, including the application and reservation agreement.

PENNVEST Documents
The following documents were prepared in connection with the loan: Opinion of Counsel, The Second Operational Assistance and Loan Repayment Agreement; and The First Amendment to the Second Amended Shrewsbury Agreement.  The Solicitor will be presenting these to others and they will need to be approved prior to the loan closing.
M.A. McCleary, Apple Tree Court
The amount of $11,515.77 was sent to the developer last week since the last home received an occupancy permit.  The amount of $7,700.15 is still being held as a maintenance guarantee until October 10, 2020.

Market Square Shopping Center Declaratory Judgment Action Regarding Stormwater and Stormwater Management Facilities
C.S. Davidson has been asked by counsel for the shopping center to produce information regarding the design and construction work related to the stormwater facilities on the property for evaluation by the Borough and its representatives.

Stewartstown Railroad Company
Sol. Rehmeyer is still waiting to hear back from Atty. Snyder for more information regarding the crossing fees.

Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast/S. Walters
S.P.C.A. Agreement 2020 Amended
An amended Agreement was submitted in that they can no longer investigate cruelty to animals but will be providing a field services agent who will assist local police departments by transporting animals that have been subject to abuse and neglect.  They are currently searching for a full-time humane officer.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the signing of the revised Agreement.

D. Kraatz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sidewalks
Supt. Sweitzer received two proposals for a study of the Village sidewalks with C.S. Davidson, Inc. quoting fees for analysis of the Village district sidewalks at $3,250.00; community development block grant application $3,000.00; and multimodal transportation fund application $4,000.00.  S. Walters stated the Township Manager said the Township is interested in extending sidewalks along East Forrest Avenue near the shopping center and that perhaps the Township and Borough want to coordinate a grant.
S. Mayoryk moved that $12,000.00 be budgeted for the sidewalk analysis and grant work by C. S. Davidson, Inc.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

S. Walters moved that K. Wills work with Christopher Kraft, P.E. of C. S. Davidson, Inc. and to invite the Township as part of the discussions.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with voting in favor.
