The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
7:00 P.M. Public Hearing on Comcast Franchise Renewal
Ama Harris, of 29 Kratz Road, stated she contacted Comcast in 2020 due to grandchildren homeschooling because of COVID-19 to see if service could be provided to their property and the response was that it is too far to extend the line to gain one customer.  Supt. Sweitzer had contacted Comcast and was told that if the property owner digs the ditch, that Comcast would run the cable line.  She recently called Comcast and was told that she would have to start the process over.  Supt. Sweitzer will call Comcast again to re-activate extending service.
Jimmy Rill, of 5 Hazelnut Court, was present via Zoom to ask if there were any alternatives other than Comcast.  Comcast holds the franchise and it also owns the infrastructure. 

Nathaniel Anthony, of 101 East Clearview Drive, was present to state he says he has a problem with the prices and options.  The Borough has no control over the pricing.

The hearing ended at 7:11 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the October 12 meeting were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for October: General check numbers 4628 thru          4684 for a total of $298,395.68; Water check numbers 2210 thru 2219 totaling $7,926.19; Sewer check numbers 1922 thru 1942 totaling $119,159.10; Highway Aid check numbers none.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the October 3 ($19,092.61), October 17 ($18,207.50) and the October 31 ($16,672.14) payroll registers.
M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Third Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt
Joshua George, P.E., was present as engineer for the developer.  He suggested that the Third Amendment could be ratified since the soil was tested and approved on September 23 with satisfactory results.  The plan is to bring the Angelica Way Fill Dirt to 95 East Forrest Avenue in the spring, where it will be sampled again as it’s getting too late in the season to wait on test results, move the soil and then grade and seed it.  The developer was having the Fill Dirt that was on site spread and stabilized, except for the small pile near the front which is top soil.  The developer plans on surveying the property for the grade to see if any additional Fill Dirt will be needed from a third source beyond Angelica Way.  Sol. Rehmeyer stated the Third Amendment needs to be adjusted because of the changes in timing, and that it will require that the Angelica Way Fill Dirt be brought on the site, tested, graded and stabilized by April 20, 2023.  The Third Amendment can be finalized and approved at the December meeting.  The O & M Agreement will be signed by the Borough later, after plan approval conditions have been met.

Mayor Sharkey called in and joined the meeting at 7:25 p.m.
Codes Enforcement  
The July report was received.

Southern Regional Police Department 
The police activity report dated 9/11/22 to 10/8/22 was received.  Mayor Sharkey said a letter was received from Glen Rock Borough dated October 20, 2022, that they will remain a full-time member until December 31, 2023, and then become an hourly customer as of January 1, 2024.  According to the current IGA, notice of withdrawal should have been given by October 1, 2022, so Glen Rock Borough should remain a full-time member until December 31, 2024.  Mayor stated the Police Commission hasn’t taken any action as yet but wanted a consensus from Council as to how to proceed.  Council felt the current IGA process should be followed and that when Glen Rock Borough becomes an hourly customer that its hourly rate should be higher than the other customers pay per hour.
Mayor stated the fire cadet camp was well-run and he spoke with a father of one of the attendees during the elections yesterday that his daughter learned a lot.  Mayor was told the young lady was at the meeting earlier to thank the fire company for holding the camp.

Mayor left the meeting at 7:35 p.m.

EMA Report  - Stan Walters
Stan reported he supplied Ken Thomas with a template for a cyber security plan that can be completed by the Secretary and the Borough’s information technology individual.  There is a SCEMA meeting next Thursday.  Shrewsbury Township plans to move into its new building in January and its EOC will have a dedicated space.
Water & Sewer 
Meeting with New Freedom Borough
A meeting was held this morning and New Freedom Borough spoke about Phase I, aeration, and how the costs would be divided.  Engineering is budgeted for 2023 for Phase I with construction possibly in 2024 at a total cost of almost $3,000,000.  The number of EDUs needed by Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships must be provided by them at the December meeting where Phase II will be discussed, and will be paid for by Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships, which is the only way that Phase II will proceed.  The Townships will be invited to the December meeting.   
Phil Robinson said he will be in touch with Shrewsbury Township about the number of EDUs it will be requesting.  Phil asked if any EDUs will be available to Township residents after Phase I is completed and the answer was no, any extra capacity gained will be for New Freedom, Railroad and Shrewsbury Boroughs.  The plant is operating at 98% of current capacity now.

Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
Letters were sent to the property owners in Phase III providing information regarding the Homeowners Association, the Water Services Agreement and issues with regard to water transmission facilities and requested they contact Attorney MacNeal.  Attorney MacNeal is in the process of scheduling a meeting with the home owners and will send letters to them with the date, time and place.  Phil Robinson stated that he pulled the recorded plans and believes that the water lines as installed are within the easement areas on those plans.  He stated that there is a Keystone house inside the easement.  Sol. Rehmeyer indicated his recollection, from the on-site meeting, that the water lines as installed were not in accordance with the Declaration.  Accordingly, the Declaration still needs to be amended, which will require the involvement of homeowners and the developer.
Letter of Support for ARPA Grant
The Borough will be sending a letter of support for the ARPA grant to be part of the application to be filed by New Freedom Borough for Phase I at the treatment plant.  A draft was provided.
Public Roads & Lighting 
Tolna Road Traffic Calming
The Tolna Road speed limit signs and notifications have been installed.  Henry and Supt. Sweitzer will survey the residents in December for feedback regarding the traffic calming measures.
Snow Plow Agreement for Ascot Drive

The developer signed the Agreement.

T. Nadobny moved to authorize the President and Secretary to sign the Agreement.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Agreement for Additional Snow Plow Drivers
Supt. Sweitzer stated there are two drivers that will help with snow plowing this year.

F. Arbogast moved that the Agreement be prepared for the two drivers who will drive a Borough vehicle at the hourly rate of $40.00 but will provide their own insurance.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sol. Rehmeyer’s office will prepare the Agreement.

Updated Labor Charges
An updated list of rates was provided by Supt. Sweitzer.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the list.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a draft Ordinance to amend Ordinance #2016-1 and was provided to the Secretary, Supt. of Public Works and the Engineer.  Hourly rates were proposed and approved earlier in the meeting.
Short Term Rentals
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a Resolution with regard to the fee schedule and a checklist that would be used for the inspections.  The Ordinance and attachments were sent to Staff and Sol. Rehmeyer is awaiting comments.
