CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the September 14 meeting were approved with the addition that M. Weaver returned to the meeting at 9:03 p.m.
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for September: General check numbers 4591 thru 4627 for a total of $334,143.99; Water check numbers 2200 thru 2209 totaling $124,882.77; Sewer check numbers 1907 thru 1921 totaling $18,360.56; Highway Aid check numbers none.
M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the September 5 ($17,078.17) and 19 ($17,594.43) payroll registers.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Final Subdivision Plan
S. Mayoryk moved to approve the waiver for Section 303 requiring a Preliminary Plan.
F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

S. Mayoryk moved to conditionally approve the Final Subdivision Plan contingent on the following comments:

1) Certification of engineer and surveyor;

2) Owners’ signatures;

3) Revised legal descriptions of the newly created lots;

4) Payment of outstanding fees

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
95 East Forrest Avenue Final Land Development Plan
M. Weaver moved to approve the waiver for Section 303 requiring a Preliminary Plan.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

F. Arbogast moved to conditionally approve the Final Land Development Plan with the following conditions:

1) Certification of engineer and surveyor;

2) Owners’ signatures;

3) Operation and Maintenance Plan including Emergency Response Plan;

4) Surety amount has been provided;

5) Payment of outstanding fees

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Operation and Maintenance (O & M) Agreement Stormwater Management Best Management Practices (SWM BMPs) for Lot 1, 95 East Forrest Avenue
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared an Operation and Maintenance (O & M) Agreement Stormwater Management Best Management Practices (SWM BMPs) with regard to development of this lot for the Auto Zone store.  It incorporates the Wellhead Protection guidelines as discussed during review of the land development plan and also includes requirements included in the Zoning Hearing Decision from 2020.

S. Mayoryk moved to approve the signing of the O & M Agreement.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
95 East Forrest Avenue Angelica Way Fill Dirt Site and Third Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt
S. Mayoryk moved to approve the Third Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Codes Enforcement  
Southern Regional Police Department 
The police activity report dated 8/14/22 to 9/10/22 was received.  Mayor said there was a rash of incidences where perpetrators entered unlocked vehicles and stole items in the Southern York County area and a vehicle was stolen.  Mayor reported about other crime activity in the Borough.  The audit report was received by the Commission and Mayor submitted a copy of the report to the Borough.  The budget figure for 2023 is $2,126,926 with the Borough’s share being $713,617.  Glen Rock Borough will give a number of what they can afford and they will be a member until the end of 2024.  They are looking at a fixed number and it’s possible that each member municipality will be able to choose a number of PPUs it thinks it will need.  The IGA Committee is looking at exit fees and long-term costs.     
EMA Report  
Stan Walters stated he will submit a cyber security template to the Borough we can use to develop a plan.   He is working with FEMA, the York County Planning Commission and Railroad Borough on a flood mitigation grant to get a stream gauge to forecast flooding. 
Water & Sewer 
Deer Creek North Interceptor Replacement
The project is complete.  The project increased 810 feet of 12” sewer main to 15” from the Deer Creek Pump Station to Sadler’s Church Road.  The larger pipe will handle the additional flows and the wet weather flows.  The Borough’s responsibility is 61.0% or close to $40,000 for 2022.  The total cost of the project is $82,907 of which $58,308 will be paid in 2022.
Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
Sol. Rehmeyer contacted the developer, Phil Robinson, to obtain information and as-built
 drawings that specifically show where the water lines are located.  Sol. Rehmeyer will finalize the letter to be sent to the home owners in this Phase to try to get them to become active in their home owners association.  An active association can be enlisted to address the issues.  The developer has tried to set a meeting to turn over management of the association to the owners, but the owners have not been receptive.  The goal is to have the owners involved in the association and work with the developer to address open issues with regard to the water lines, as required by the Water Services Agreement to provide water service.  The Borough provides service only to the edge of the municipal boundary.  The water lines that serve the homes in the association do not belong to the Borough, but they must be in the proper location and in the proper condition for water service to be provided per the Agreement.
Public Roads & Lighting 
Tolna Road Traffic Calming
The Tolna Road speed limit signs and notifications have been delivered to New Freedom Borough.  The signs will be installed in October with cloud data recording.  H. Heinlein offered to go door to door to see how the residents feel about the calming measures that have been put in place.  Mayor offered to provide a letter on Borough letterhead before Henry and Supt. Sweitzer visit each home.
Sidewalk Grant
The Department of Community and Economic Development rejected the last grant application since ownership and maintenance of the sidewalks are with the property owners and not the applicants or a non-profit.  The grant request was for $2,258,512 and the Borough’s contribution was $390,410.  The Gaming Grant that was applied for in early spring is still active with the Borough’s responsibility being $101,000.

Snow Plow Agreement Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared the Agreement for Snow Plowing Services.

S. Mayoryk moved that the Agreement be approved with a dollar amount to be inserted for driver and truck and also a price for salt.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Mayor Sharkey was called away from the meeting at 7:45 p.m.

Ballfield Improvements
The SYC Youth Club submitted a proposal from K & C Grounds Maintenance, Inc. to rebuild batter’s boxes, catcher’s box, and pitcher’s mound and to grade, level, and roll the infield for a price of $12,355.03.  Anthony Bullano, SYC Baseball President, will attend an upcoming meeting to discuss the field and the other teams that use the field.

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Eng. Brenneman submitted a report that he is continuing to work with Staff on the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance and Zoning Ordinance review and update.  He is also working with Supt. Sweitzer to update the water system map.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Street Cut Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a draft Ordinance to amend Ordinance #2016-1 and was provided to the Secretary, Supt. of Public Works and the Engineer.  Bonding was investigated and Columbia Gas stated it is subject to bonding but only in certain jurisdictions.  Supt. Sweitzer was asked to look at the rates included on Exhibit A and also the other rates the Borough charges for employee services as well.
Comcast Cable Franchise Renewal
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office advertised the public hearing for November 9 at 7:00 p.m. The audit of franchise fees is ongoing.  A draft Agreement was received that will be finalized by each municipality.
Snow Plow Agreement
Sol. Rehmeyer received the signed Agreement back from Aquatic Resource Restoration Company and is ready to be signed by the Borough.

M. Weaver moved to authorize the President to sign the Agreement.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Newsletter Review
The policy for Newsletters and Social Media was updated following last month’s discussion.  This matter was deferred.
Short Term Rentals
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a Resolution with regard to the fee schedule and a checklist that would be used for the inspections that were reviewed by the Borough’s zoning officer.
Act 57 of 2022 Amends the Tax Collection Law
The amendment requires the tax collector to waive additional charges for real estate taxes beginning in the first tax year after the property is transferred provided certain requirements are met.  In order for a taxpayer to receive a waiver, he must within 12 months of receiving the property submit a claim to the Borough indicating the tax notice was not received, provide the tax collector with a deed evidencing the property transfer, and pay the face amount of the tax notice with the waiver. 
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
The Committee met prior to last month’s Council meeting and the process has been started to prepare for when an employee retires and also the fifth Public Works employee will be hired in the spring.
