The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:03 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Glenn Holmgren, of 24 Ascot Drive, was present again about the unpaved portion of Ascot Drive.  Phil Robinson stated that without use of the surety funds, there are no monies to pave the roadway.  There is a list of items that need to be corrected before the paving can be done. The Township will be adopting the roadway at some point and the Borough will maintain it with the Township giving the Borough the Liquid Fuels monies.  After discussion, Supt. Sweitzer stated the Borough can maintain the roadway in winter with Phil paying for the labor and materials.  There was further discussion about the water line being in the wrong location, a fence that was placed over the water line, and the non-formation of the HOA by the residents.  Sol. Rehmeyer drafted a letter to be sent to the 11 property owners in Heathcote Glen II, Phase III informing them they must form and activate the HOA.  Brenda Temple, HOA President of Phase II, stated the residents in Phase III are reluctant to form the HOA because of the costs involved if the water line has to be moved.  This was discussed further later in the meeting.
M. Beran moved that Sol. Rehmeyer prepare an Agreement with Phil Robinson for the winter maintenance of the unpaved portion of Ascot Drive with reimbursement of labor, truck and materials.
F. Arbogast and M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the August 10 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for August: General check numbers 4531 thru 4590 for a total of $11,010,497.28; Water check numbers 2194 thru 2199 totaling $6,174.44; Sewer check numbers 1898 thru 1906 totaling $78,227.52; Highway Aid check numbers 986 and 987 totaling $4,618.03.
K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the August 8 ($16,989.64) and 22 ($22,678.70) payroll registers.
K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Angelica Way Fill Dirt Site
The Borough’s hydrogeologist, Mike Napolitan, sampled two of the four quadrants that exceeded contaminant limits for Arsenic, Cobalt, Manganese.  The test results came back with all metals that were in question being well below the limits.  The Alternative Additional Fill Dirt on site now will be spread, compacted, and stabilized in two to three weeks.  Additional fill dirt is available at the end of Angelica Way about three miles away, which was previously farm land and is now a housing development (the “Angelica Way Fill Dirt”).  If Council approves this site, Mike Napolitan can perform enhanced testing where it is now and then if the tests are favorable, the Fill Dirt can be brought on-site and sampled again by Mike Napolitan.  If Council approves this site, Mike Napolitan can perform extensive, preliminary testing on the Angelica way Fill Dirt where it is now, and if the test results are favorable, the Angelica Way Fill Dirt can be brought to 95 East Forrest Avenue, and sampled again by Mike Napolitan before being spread and stabilized.
M. Beran moved that enhanced testing be done by Mike Napolitan on the Angelica way Fill Dirt and if results are satisfactory, the Angelica Way Fill Dirt can be brought to 95 East Forrest Avenue.

There was further discussion including whether the Borough can limit the height of the Fill Dirt. Eng. Josh George stated it would be better for the developer if the Fill Dirt was not spread out as if the test results fail, it would be easier to remove the dirt.  Sol. Rehmeyer offered to amend further, the Agreement of Conditional Approval with regard to Fill Dirt (as amended) pertaining to the Angelica Way Fill Dirt to allow for the enhanced testing and, if it is clear, then the Angelica Way Fill Dirt can be brought to 95 East Forrest Avenue with further testing to be done by Mike Napolitan.  If those results are clear, the Angelica Way Fill Dirt should be spread, compacted, and stabilized by the November meeting.  The developer will be present at the October meeting to provide updates.

M. Beran withdrew his motion.

T. Nadobny moved that Sol. Rehmeyer prepare an Amendment to the Agreement of Conditional Approval with regard to Fill Dirt, as amended, pertaining to the Angelica Way Fill Dirt to allow for the enhanced testing before the Angelica Way Fill Dirt is moved and if satisfactory, more testing to be done by Mike Napolitan and if clear, it would be spread, compacted, and stabilized.

M. Beran and M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

M. Weaver left the meeting at 8:03 p.m.

95 East Forrest Avenue Subdivision and Land Development Plans
The subdivision plan will be reviewed by the Planning Commission on September 26 and then both the subdivision and land development plans will be in front of Council at the October or November meeting with November 9 being the current deadline for plan approval.  Eng. George asked if the plans could be approved conditionally as Auto Zone has agreed to several time extensions but the developer will know better by the end of January.  If the land development plan is approved as a Final Plan, then security needs to be put in place.  If the land development plan is approved conditionally, it will give the developer more time to complete the conditions.  They were told to go to the Planning Commission meeting on September 26 and then come to Council with the plans in October or November and the plan will either be approved or subject to other action.  
Codes Enforcement  
Southern Regional Police Department 
The police activity report dated 6/19/22 thru 7/16/22 was received.  Mayor Sharkey stated a complimentary thank you letter was received from the PA State Police for Officers Saylor and Smith for their prompt assistance with the recent incidence that took place in Hopewell Township near the Stewartstown Borough border.  The body cam footage was a huge help to the PA State Police as well.  Mayor reported there was a gift card scam that took place at CVS and then an alert was put out to other police agencies as a warning as the scam was attempted at two pharmacies in York.  Mayor reported the first budget meeting was held and the Borough’s police budget could go up 7.11% for 2023 which would put the figure at $716.795.00.  This is a preliminary figure.  Glen Rock Borough would still be a member in 2023.    
EMA Report  
Water & Sewer 
304 North Main Street Sewer
This property was never connected to the public sewer but currently has a working septic system.  The owner contracted with a local excavator to connect to the 308 North Main Street sewer main extension.  He is requesting occupancy prior to completion of the extension since the project is two to three months out.  He has paid his sewer tapping and inspection fee to connect.
F. Arbogast moved to allow the home to be occupied using the working septic tank until the public sewer is connected, which connection should be completed by March 31, 2023.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor with K. Thomas abstaining as he is a neighboring property owner and could be involved with a possible connection if the gravity method does not come to fruition.
Wellhead Protection Meeting
The Wellhead Protection Committee met on August 17 and provided a check list of information needed for Title Wave Auto Spa to provide for 99 East Forrest Avenue.

Deer Creek Pump Station
Pump tests were performed to confirm the pump output.  The pumps were pumping 600 GPM instead of the discussed 800 GPM.  The next step is to test the Forest Lakes pumps to determine the gallons per minute since Deer Creek and Forest Lakes force mains combine on Stone Arch Road.  DEP is requiring capacity checks on downstream piping for permitting.  The plan is to order the pump station in 2023 and receive it and pay for it in 2024.  The estimated cost is $1.6 million and the Borough’s share is $708,800.00, or 44.3%.

Deer Creek North Interceptor Replacement
The project was started this week.  About $75,000.00 in expenses remain yet.  The project replaces the 12’ pipe with 15” pipe.

Public Roads & Lighting 
Tolna Road Traffic Calming
The striping and thermoplastic “25 MPH” is complete.  We are waiting for the delivery of the flashing speed display signs.  Junior Council Person Henry and Supt. Sweitzer will monitor the traffic speed and volumes after all items are implemented.

Brook Meadow Drive Paving
Shiloh Paving shot grades on July 22 to fix the puddling at Brook Meadow Drive and Northpoint Drive and Supt. Sweitzer met with the paver on September 13 to discuss possible corrections to the rain water puddling.  Milling is not a solution as an inlet is needed.

K. Thomas moved that Supt. Sweitzer work with Shiloh Paving to correct the problem at a cost not to exceed $5,000.00.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor. 
Snow Plow Bids
One bid was received:

F. Arbogast moved to accept the bid of Aquatic Resource Restoration Company in the amount of $145.00 per hour.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance 
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Eng. Brenneman submitted a report that he is continuing to work with Staff on the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance and Zoning Ordinance review and update.  He is also working with Supt. Sweitzer to update the water system map.

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Snow Plow Bid Agreement
Sol. Rehmeyer will prepare the Agreement for Snow Plowing Services.
Comcast Cable Franchise Renewal
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office will finalize the notice of the public hearing for November 9 at 7:00 p.m.

Newsletter Review
The draft guidelines were discussed.  The newsletter should be kept factual and to be published as an official position of the Borough.  The policy should also address social media.  The guidelines were tabled and Sol. Rehmeyer will revise for next month.
M. Weaver returned to the meeting at 9:03 p.m.

219 Cardinal Drive
The demand letter was sent and the property owner has been in contact with Supt. Sweitzer about the grease that leaked from the trailer and about the site triangle issue.  The traffic study for the site triangle was put on hold.

Junior Council Person
Stephen Mayoryk, Jr. was present and introduced himself.  Mayor Sharkey administered the Junior Council Person Pledge.  Stephen is a Junior at the Susquehannock High School.
Short Term Rentals
The updated Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance for short term rentals and a draft short term rental application were reviewed by Staff yesterday.  The draft is ready for presentation, a copy was attached to the report.  Sol. Rehmeyer is preparing a Resolution with regard to the fee schedule and a checklist that would be used for the inspections.
Heathcote Glen II, Phase III
A letter is prepared and can be sent to all property owners that are part of the Heathcote Glen II, Phase III Homeowner’s Association with regard to the Water Services Agreement and the open issues as well as the need for the Association to form and to act. The water line was installed by Phil Robinson and his son with no stake out being done.  The Township required a certain amount of trees to be left on the lots and when Keystone Homes built the homes, they were pushed further front closer to the water line.  There was discussion as to whether the developer/contractor is responsible to correct the problem.  Supt. Sweitzer stated the Borough inspected the water line based on our specifications, not placement.  We serve to the edge of the Borough.  The subdivision plan will be reviewed and Sol. Rehmeyer will hold off sending the letter until after next month’s meeting. 
Street Cut Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a draft Ordinance to amend Ordinance #2016-1 and was provided to the Secretary, Supt. of Public Works and the Engineer.  Bonding was investigated and Columbia Gas stated it is subject to bonding but only in certain jurisdictions.  The language is being refined with regard to bonding in the Ordinance and then it will be presented to Council. 
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
2023 Pension Minimum Municipal Obligation
F. Arbogast moved to approve the 2023 Pension MMO in the amount of $27,167.02.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Health and Dental Insurance Plans
The renewal for health insurance is up 7.4% from this year with no change in the dental insurance premium.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the renewal at an amount of $7,408.99 per month.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Secretary's Report 
The next meeting of the York County Boroughs Association is on September 22.

No report this month.
