The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:03 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Council President Beran presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Judy Hooper, 6 Woodland Drive, was present regarding keeping the Paul Smith Library an independent library and not becoming part of the York County Library System.  Last month, Judy was asked to provide some financial information and she provided the latest audit.  The Library Board is still waiting for their questions to be answered by Robert Lambert, head of the York County Library System.  Judy was asked to provide Council with the Library’s operating budget. Council is receptive to providing more financial support to the library, if it can understand the basis for the need for additional funding and how such funding will be utilized.  
Mayor Sharkey entered the meeting at 8:05 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the August 14 meeting were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.  
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for August as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 5642 thru 5696 for a total of $230,244.31; Water check number 2462 thru 2483 totaling $57,029.75; Sewer check numbers 2161 thru 2171 totaling $276,076.80; Highway Aid: none.
T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

K. Thomas moved to approve the August 5 ($22,280.17) and August 19 ($26,219.72) payroll registers as presented by the Secretary.
T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement
The report for August was received. 
514 South Main Street Enforcement Notice
Service of the enforcement notice was made by regular mail and by posting the property.  Keith did speak with the owner who is reluctant to part with his items and stated he doesn’t have any help to do so even if he wanted to remove the items.  Sol. Rehmeyer will continue to work with Keith. 
Radio Tower Woodland Drive
Roy Kroner and Don McGonigle from the Southern Pennsylvania Radio Club were present to discuss the replacement tower at the Woodland Drive site. The 120 foot tower that was in existence for years was damaged by the storm last August when a tree that fell on a guy wire and the tower was removed last November. A 150 foot replacement tower, that will be free-standing, was obtained free of charge has been refurbished and is ready to be installed. An engineering study was done by a certified engineer for the replacement tower.  The new tower, the antenna array and the tower foundation design will substantially exceed the wind load and ice load requirements set forth by government regulations.  The FAA has approved the tower design and location and it meets the FAA requirements.  The tower will be equipped with radio antennas and equipment that will serve the Borough’s Emergency Operations Center.  The EOC coordinates with EOCs of surrounding communities including Shrewsbury Township, Glen Rock Borough and New Freedom Borough.  It also provides a communication connection with the York County EOC located at the York County 911 center.  In the event of a major failure of the 911 Center’s primary system, the local EOCs provide a backup communication system.  The second function of the tower is to provide a SCADA antenna and repeater station that will relay real time information between the sewer pump stations and the Shrewsbury Borough municipal building.  The system will provide alerts in the event of a pump failure.  
The zoning officer provided notice that the new tower exceeded the height limitation for a structure in the Residential Agricultural (RA) Zone, as did the prior tower.  There was discussion about the applicability of the Zoning Ordinance but it was noted that the Borough can be exempted from the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance pursuant to Section 201.5. The Borough’s insurance agent is aware of the replacement. Supt. Sweitzer was asked to obtain a quote on fencing to be placed around the tower.

T. Blomquist moved to proceed with the installation of the tower based on the Borough’s exemption from the Zoning Ordinance and to notify the adjacent property owners of the tower replacement by letter.
M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Southern Regional Police Department 
The report for the time period July 14 thru August 10 was received.  The Commission ratified the resolution with PMRS to change the pension fund manager.  A full-time offer was made to the part-time office administration clerk which was accepted.  An officer resigned and Chief Boddington was authorized to start the hiring process.  
EMA Report
Water & Sewer 
Water Line Project
The 2024 water line project is complete except for pavement restoration and a stormwater box on Charles Street.  Doli Construction has requested $511,157 but has not responded to a request for a meeting before payment is made.
Woodlyn Well SRBC Permit

The Woodlyn Well permit application will be presented to the SRBC on September 12 for approval.  The permit amount is .120 MGD (30-day average) with the caveat to not pump from the well when the water table is below 860 feet above sea level.
Wellhead Protection Items
 Our next meeting will be in October.  We have a few issues to discuss.  

· 550 South Main Street Vape/Tobacco Shop (Should meet Zone 2 Wellhead Requirements)

· 249 North Main Street (Rutters) possible Development Plan and must meet Zone 2 Requirements.

· Exit 4 Stormwater Detention Pond with valve and PA Dot Maintenance.  Emergency Responders ability to utilize in case of hazardous spill.

· Pumphouse Wells and Pump Replacement with tour for Committee members.

· Hydrogeologist:  Taylor Geoservices, our current Hydrogeologist, was acquired by ARM Engineers and Scientists.  Same employees would handle our account just different company.  Rates will remain the same this year with possible increase for 2025.

Public Roads & Lighting 
Northbrook Drive Lane Parking
There have not been any reportable accidents on Northbrook Lane since the striping was completed.  We are studying speed volume to monitor any changes as part of our quarterly review.  So far, 85% speed is 33MPH and 950 vehicles/day compared to 34 MPH and 900 cars.  SRPD has warned residents that are parking in the yard area on Kinsley’s property to remove their cars.  So far only warnings were issued.  
Bids for Snow Plow Services
One bid was received:

T. Nadobny moved to accept the bid of L.T. Godfrey Excavating & Paving, LLC in the amount of $150.00 per hour.

R. Blomquist seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

The Borough Solicitor will prepare an Agreement to implement the acceptance of the bid and create a contractual relationship between the parties.

Ascot Drive Small Portion in the Borough
Sol. Rehmeyer will advertise Ordinance #2024-6 which will adopt a small portion of Ascot Drive that’s in the Borough for adoption next month.

M. Weaver moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to advertise Ordinance #2024-6 for adoption.

K. Gillispie seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Ascot Drive Township Portion
Sol. Rehmeyer prepared Resolution #2024-5 that authorizes an intermunicipal agreement for road maintenance for the portion of Ascot Drive located in Shrewsbury Township to be approved next month.  A maintenance agreement was also prepared that will be approved next month.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance 
Block Building Roof

We budgeted $70,000 for metal roof replacement at the building in the Cemetery next to the Salt Bin.  Scott Roofing from Linglestown is the cheapest with metal ($53,450 plus siding $10,900) through COSTARS.  We received two other quotes:  Houck ($127,300) and York ($84,250).
Sale of F550 Truck
We received the new 2023 F600 with plow and spreader last month.  We placed the old F550 on Municibid.  Council would vote on the sale at the October meeting.
Shrewsbury Fire Company Generator
The recently purchased generator from Hampstead Fire Company is not useful for our Fire Company.  They requested we sell it on Municibid on their behalf for $22,500.  Sol. Rehmeyer prepared a short Agreement for the Provision of Administrative Services.
M. Weaver moved to adopt Resolution #2024-4 Authorizing a Municipal Agreement Providing Administrative Services to Shrewsbury Volunteer Fire Company.
T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Borough Community Tree Replacement
The tree is dying.  The cost to replace the tree with another tree from a Glen Rock tree farm and transplant it is $800.  The tree would be ten feet tall.  The tree will be replaced next Fall with notice in the newsletter that the current tree is dying and will be replaced with a small tree.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Sidewalk Project
Eng. Brenneman has been working with Supt. Sweitzer to finalize the plans and to submit the paperwork for the PennDOT permit.  A technical infeasible form is needed for a few ramps due to not being able to meet the slopes.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT
Northbrook Lane No Parking Amended Ordinance
The Police Chief presented a question with regard to the Ordinance and Sol. Rehmeyer has made enhancements to it.  Those enhancements are now embodied in an amended and restated version of the Ordinance.
K. Thomas moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to advertise Ordinance #2024-5.

T. Blomquist seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
AutoZone, 95 East Forrest Avenue
The revised Emergency Response Plan is still under review by the Developer and AutoZone. 
Proposed Zoning Ordinance Amendment
The York County Planning Commission recommended adoption of the proposed amendment to clarify that backyard chickens and gardens would be allowed in all residential zones by permitting a commercial operation or business involving agriculture in only the Rural-Agricultural zone.  This proposal was sent to the residents who were in attendance at the May 8 meeting and they all responded favorably to the proposal.  After discussion, it was the consensus of Council to leave the amendment as is with the words “in Southern York County” remaining.
T. Nadobny moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to advertise the ordinance for adoption.

K. Gillispie seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
2025 Pension Minimum Municipal Obligation
K. Thomas moved to approve the 2025 Pension MMO at $21,390.18.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Health Insurance Renewal
K. Thomas moved to approve the “Mapped Renewal” renewal of the current plan effective October 1.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.  For next year’s renewal, the broker should be asked about a Health Savings Account.
Secretary's Report 
York County Boroughs Association
The next meeting will be on September 26.

York Adams Tax Bureau 
Mayor Sharkey highlighted the minutes from the July meeting.  Reported earnings were up 6.1%.  The owner of the custom software being used by the Bureau is retiring and the Bureau voted to buy the software company to continue using the software.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Sidewalks

The estimated cost to replace sidewalks on North Main Street from Forrest Avenue to Clearview Drive, both sides, is $553,750.  We are working on the PennDOT permit that PennDOT should receive in September, if Council approves.  PennDOT would review the permit within two months.  We would request bids in December/January with a bid opening in February and work starting in March.  There was discussion as to whether to do the project in phases with the Village district first (costing around $251,000) or replacing the sidewalks on both sides of North Main Street in the Village district and then continuing with just the west side to the Church at 234 North Main Street including installing sidewalks where none exist.  There are about three problems areas on South Main Street in the Village district.  The trees that were planted years ago with Borough approval have upheaved some of the walks and the Borough did not enforce the sidewalk ordinance to the fullest.  If the Borough contracted the work, it would be all uniform (where needed) with one contractor and would be more organized.  If the Borough proceeds with replacing the sidewalks, the property owner will be notified that from that point on, that they are the property owner’s responsibility and that the sidewalk ordinance will be enforced.  Supt. Sweitzer was asked to assess each property on a house per house basis.
K. Thomas moved that the Borough proceed with applying for the Highway Occupancy Permit.
T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Council should approve M-950AA to allow Holley and Associates as Shrewsbury Borough’s agent for the PA Dot application process.
T. Nadobny moved to authorize the signing of the M-950AA Form.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sign Agreement with Railroad Borough
The Agreement that the Public Works Department would perform certain services for Railroad Borough was approved at the May meeting and Railroad Borough has signed the Agreement.

T. Blomquist moved to authorize the Agreement to be signed.

K. Thomas seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
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ADJOURNMENT
T. Nadobny moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:48 p.m.
