APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the August 13, 2025, meeting minutes were approved by unanimous consent by those who were at the meeting.  
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

K. Thomas moved to approve the expenditures for July as presented by the Secretary: General check numbers 6136 through 6173 for a total of $254,415.92; Water check numbers 2599 through 2614 totaling $57,462.69; Sewer check numbers 2262 through 2267 totaling $110,397.97.

514 S. Main Street

Bruce Thomas was present at the meeting and discussed his progress removing bamboo at 514 South Main Street. Most of the bamboo was mowed but the majority of the roots remain.  Manager Sweitzer will monitor the progress. Mr. Thomas and the owner at 512 South Main Street continue to isolate the root system to 514 South Main Street. Alan Burnette, 512 South Main Street, appreciates Mr. Thomas’ efforts. 
Southern Regional Police Department 
Mayor J. Fisher reported on SRPD business.  

The Southern Regional Police Department arrested the suspect from the attempted robbery at M & T Bank. The swatting incident in the 400 Block of South Main Street has been resolved. The Police Department purchased a new Ebike within the first week the officer on the Ebike assisted with a drug bust. Shrewsbury Borough had vandalism to one of the well houses. The window was broken with a rock. The police department is checking cameras and montoring the area. The motion detectors do not show entry to the building. The police commission voted to resupply the police department with six new ballistic shields for each vehicle at a cost of $35,000.
