Resolution #2020- 10 Setting Refuse Rate for 2021
S. Mayoryk moved to adopt Resolution #2020-10 setting the refuse rate for 2021 at $310.00.

OTHER BUSINESS
Approve Road Project Invoices
Due to extra milling, a change order was necessary in the amount of $16,509.50 to increase the price to $140,959.50.  Due to a reduction of fabric and the Borough doing some of the base repair work, an adjustment to the contract of $17,710.98 was made to create a new contract price of $123,248.52.

 F. Arbogast moved to approve Change Order #1 of $16,509.50, to approve payment to JVI Group in the amount of $123,248.52, and to pay to York Materials Group the amount of $94,503.70, based on the recommendation of James R. Holley & Assoc.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Approve invoice #5 from New Freedom Borough
S. Mayoryk moved to approve payment to New Freedom Borough in the amount of $124,450.92 for Invoice #5.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Underground Storage Tank Geologist Invoice
An invoice was received from Taylor GeoServices for its involvement in the two storage tank removals on Crosswind Drive.  Each property owner would be billed $1,722.75 for their share of the time and costs.  Supt. Sweitzer said he will assist the property owners in applying for a grant from DEP to help cover their costs.
S. Mayoryk moved to send an invoice to each property owner giving them the option to pay in six monthly installments.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sewer Reservation Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer will be asked to update the draft ordinance from February, 2020 to present to the attendees at the February 17 meeting.  The meeting will be held to see how many of the EDUs the property owners plan to use in the future.  The annual rate per EDU reserved will be $234.19.
Holiday Trash Schedule and Start Time
The trash hauler would like to start an hour early on the next two Saturdays since the incinerator closes early on Saturdays.  They would go back through the areas before they leave town where they started early.  Permission was granted.
