EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS
D. Wertz stated that if there wasn’t an unbudgeted amount due for NF Capital in 2025, that the Authority would have had a bottom line of almost $5,000 more in income than expenditures.
D. Wertz moved to approve the November and December expenditures and report of accounts. 
D. Pergrin seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.  The 2025 shortfall will be addressed by a one-time draw from savings.

BUSINESS

New Freedom Wastewater Treatment Plant Blower Project Update and User Meeting

The sewer user group meeting is scheduled for February 12 at 9:00 a.m. in New Freedom.  D. Pergrin and D. Wertz will exclusively represent the Authority along with T. Blomquist who may attend representing Borough Council exclusively.  Shrewsbury and Hopewell Township representatives have also been invited.  The original contract estimate was $2,200,000 and the final approval on 10/21/24 was $4,187,879.  A grant was received in the amount of $1,460,000.  Total paid through 2026 ($395,000 budgeted for 2026) will be $1,838,929.

Resolution #2026-1 Statewide Local Share Assessment Grant Application

The grant application for the replacement of a portion of the Deer Creek Force Main was filed but was transitioned from a Category 4 application to a LSA Statewide grant application.  

T. Blomquist moved to approve Resolution #2026-1 to apply for the grant.
D. Wertz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Adopt Resolution for Check Signers

D. Pergrin moved to adopt the Resolution for check signers.
A. Campbell seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

Municipal Authority Projects

The amount of $160,000 was allotted for the slip lining project in Southern Farms for root intrusion for 1,600 feet with laterals.

Sewer Capital Improvement Fee 

The SCAP Improvement fee was designed to pay for Shrewsbury’s portions of the Belt Press and SCADA Project in 2021/2022 ($1,052,125) and for the Blower Project ($1,683,647).  We will have collected the full amount at the end of 2030.

PennVEST Loan

The interest rate will increase from 1.562% to 2.088% later this year.  With minimum yearly payments ($34,652), the loan will be paid off in 2036.

Sewer Flows

The 2025 Shrewsbury sewer flows averaged .626 MGD or 52.6% of the plant compared to .664 MGD or 51.8% of the plant in 2024.

Audit

D. Wertz met with the auditors on Friday, January 23; all seems satisfactory.

There are two businesses that have not produced the paperwork yet this year.
