A regular meeting of the Municipal Authority convened at 7:03 p.m. with Chairman Blomquist presiding.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

J. Hoover moved to approve the minutes of the April 23, 2025 meeting.
A.Campbell seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

CITIZEN’S COMMENTS

EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

D. Wertz moved to approve the April, May and June expenditures and report of accounts.
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

BUSINESS

Shrewsbury Industrial, LLC (Shrewsbury Commons Joint Venture Elm Drive Warehouse)

This is for a large warehouse on the east side of Elm Drive and four EDUs are proposed.
Eng. Brenneman said the revised plans were reviewed by him and Mgr. Sweitzer and review letters were sent to Shrewsbury Township and the Developer’s engineer on May 9 and June 27. No revised plan has been received since the June 27 letter was sent.  As part of the earlier plan review comments, it was noted that if the sewer capacity is not put in use within two years, that the Authority will begin charging the quarterly sewer rent.  The number of EDUs to be allocated (four) should be noted on the plan.  The Developer has a total of 31 EDUs for this parcel.  Public surety is to be provided to the Authority and all fees to be paid including the outstanding S CAP IMP FEES for all EDUs (31) for this parcel.

J. Hoover moved to conditionally approve the plan based on the three comments outstanding: number of EDUs to be allocated should be noted on the plan; public surety to be provided; all fees to be paid including all the outstanding sewer capital improvement fees.
D. Wertz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Laracina Development

This is for a 46 unit residential age 55 plus housing development at the northwest corner of East Tolna Road and Mount Airy Road.  The developer has 46 Township EDUs.  Water will be provided by The York Water Company with individual meters being placed in each of the units with meter reads being supplied by The York Water Company.  The remaining comments are: Utility note 9 on sheet 6 is to be approved by Mgr. Sweitzer; approval and execution of the easement agreement for sanitary sewer lines since the street will be a private street; acceptable public surety to be provided; all fees to be paid.

T. Blomquist moved to conditionally approve the plan pending the remaining comments: utility note 9 on sheet 6 to be approved by Mgr. Sweitzer, one minor note change that Eng. Brenneman will email Mr. Huenke’s engineer about; approval and execution of the Easement Agreement for sanitary sewer lines; public surety to be provided and all fees to be paid.
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

T. Blomquist moved to authorize the signing of the Easement Agreement by Brian Sweitzer and Cindy Bosley.
J. Hoover and A. Campbell seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

Mgr. Sweitzer reported that the Department performed a lot of televising and the repairs will be made based on the televising.

ENGINEER’S REPORT

Deer Creek Pump Station

Eng. Brenneman’s office has been working with Mgr. Sweitzer on an LSA Statewide grant due at the end of November for a new pump station.  They are also working on a County LSA grant for sewer force main replacement from 1270 E. Tolna Road to Mount Airy Road.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

The Solicitor noted that the items upon which he was working were addressed earlier in the agenda, and therefore he had nothing further to report.

COMMUNICATIONS

Chairman Blomquist reported that at the July Council meeting, Ted Nadobny verbally gave notice that he is stepping down from being an Authority member as he no longer has the time to devote to the Authority. 

T. Blomquist moved to accept the resignation of Ted Nadobny from the Authority.
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

J. Hoover moved to recommend to Council that David Pergrin, who has been attending the Authority meetings for a couple of years, be appointed to fill Ted’s seat.
A.Campbell seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

ADJOURNMENT

A.Campbell moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:25 p.m.
