A regular meeting of the Municipal Authority convened at 6:02 p.m. with Chairman Blomquist presiding.  The change in meeting time was duly advertised.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

J. Hoover moved to approve the minutes of the October 22, 2025, meeting.
D. Wertz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

CITIZEN’S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson was present to let the Authority know that Chesapeake Properties (shopping center where Walmart is located) has agreed to sell/transfer 11 EDUs to the developer of Midsomer Manor, a subdivision along Windy Hill Road.  Chesapeake Properties also agreed to sell/transfer one EDU to a property on Elm Drive where a proposed church is to be built.  Phil said both properties are in the planning process and represented that they could utilize the sewer capacity in the near future.  A sewer extension was installed in a right-of-way for the Midsomer Manor project about two years ago but the plan was not approved because it did not have sewer capacity.  The shopping center originally had 87 EDUs and sold/transferred 20 to the Laricina development at the corner of E. Tolna Road and Mount Airy Road leaving them with 67.  The shopping center normally uses 42 EDUs; these transfers would leave them with 55 EDUs.

D. Wertz moved to acknowledge and approve the transfer of the 12 EDUs as requested from Chesapeake Properties.
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

D. Wertz moved to approve the October expenditures and report of accounts. 
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

BUSINESS
2026 Budget

T. Blomquist moved to adopt the 2026 budget that does not include a rate increase.
D. Pergrin seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Proposed Dog Kennel/Daycare in Stonebridge Development

Eng. Brenneman was contacted by a possible buyer of parcel CJ 37EO, Sentinel Drive, adjacent to the Home Depot in the Stonebridge Development, Hopewell Township.  Eng. Brenneman is asking for the Authority’s permission to work on a land development plan for the property if it comes to fruition.  The request was made in accordance with the conflict of interest policy adopted by the Authority.  The property does not have any EDUs so an on-lot septic system will be proposed.

D. Wertz moved to approve James R. Holley & Associates to work with the potential buyer on a land development plan if the project moves forward.
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Mount Airy Road Warehouse Hopewell Township (Gateway Logistics)

A large warehouse is proposed on a parcel across from the Barmac stone business on Mount Airy Road just north of the I-83 overpass.  This parcel does not have any EDUs so private, on-lot septic is proposed.  

New Freedom Wastewater Treatment Plant Blower Project

The original estimate was a little over $2 million and the bids came in at over $4 million.  Mgr. Sweitzer asked the New Freedom Borough Manager to schedule a meeting to discuss the status of the project and the response was that a meeting would be scheduled after the first of the year.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

Statewide Local Share Assessment Grant Application

The grant application for the replacement of the Deer Creek Pump Station is due at the end of this month.  The grant amount is still unknown but the Resolution was approved at the September meeting.  D. Pergrin signed the Resolution at the meeting.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

Laricina Development Easement

Sol. Rehmeyer stated he is still working on the Easement as the Assessment Office had an old street name associated with the Property.  The Easement has been updated to reference the prior and current street names.

Omega Rail Management

Another invoice was sent to Mgr. Sweitzer dating back to 2021 with an amount requested of $7,407.11.  The Authority is still waiting for feedback from the Stewartstown Railroad or its attorney.  We are under the impression that no other municipality in the South York County area is paying any fee to the railroad or to Omega Rail Management.  The York Water Company is paying, but it is not a municipality.  Years ago, the Railroad and its attorney indicated that the Authority would no longer be required to deal with Omega Rail Management, given the prior, unfavorable experiences with it.  Nonetheless, Omega persists in sending invoices even while the information requested from the Railroad remains outstanding. Had this matter been approached differently by the Railroad and Omega Rail Management, this dilemma would not have arisen and persisted so long.  By way of background, there exists a License Agreement from 1998 that sets forth the fees that could be billed and limited how much the fees could be escalated.  But Omega increased the fees beyond the scope of the Agreement.  It asserted that the Agreement could be terminated, which meant there was no limitation on the fee increases.  The Authority disagreed.  Despite its assertion that the Agreement could be terminated, all Omega billing references that Agreement number anyway.  This matter has been poorly handled and the Authority is unable to address it further without positive interaction and information from the Railroad.
