Shrewsbury Industrial, LLC (Shrewsbury Commons Joint Venture Elm Drive Warehouse)

Surety is in place.  The developer has not paid the outstanding Sewer Capital Improvement Fees as of yet.  The Township is aware it should not issue a building permit until fees are paid in full. There will be no sewer inspections until our fees are paid in full.  The warehouse may not be built for several years, and the EDUs must be put into service within two years according to a note that the Authority had added to the plan.

2026 Budget Possible Rate Increase

The Municipal Authority discussed their financial position with the upcoming 2026 budget. Due to high costs with the New Freedom Wastewater Treatment Plant’s Phase 1 upgrades. The Municipal Authority discussed sewer rates. However, the Authority feels it does not need to raise residential and commercial customer sewer rates this year. The Authority asked Manager Sweitzer to discuss with New Freedom personnel the remaining Phase 1 project budget and any change orders for 2026 and 2027. The Municipal Authority will be adopting its budget at the November Sewer Authority meeting.  

Shrewsbury Township EDU Request

Twenty-four EDUs that were not in use were transferred to other properties in the Township.
