CITIZEN’S COMMENTS

EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

The Authority’s Capital payment to New Freedom Borough is over budget because the blower project came in at $4.2 million instead of the anticipated $2.2 million.

D. Wertz moved to approve the July and August expenditures and report of accounts.
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

BUSINESS

Shrewsbury Industrial, LLC (Shrewsbury Commons Joint Venture Elm Drive Warehouse)

The surety is in place.  The developer has not paid the outstanding Sewer Capital Improvement Fees as yet.  The Township is aware it should not issue a building permit until our fees are paid.

Laracina Development

The Easement Agreement has been signed and recorded.

224 West Forrest Avenue Water and Sewer Agreement

This Agreement was mainly to protect the Borough for the water connection, which was made within the Borough limits since the property is located in the Township.  The connection needed to be made before the roadway was paved. The property owner has a Township EDU.

J. Hoover moved to approve and sign the Agreement to provide water and sewer service. 
D. Wertz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Resolution #2025-1 Deer Creek LSA Grant for Replacement of the Deer Creek Sewer Pump Station

This grant application is due in November.

T. Blomquist moved to approve Resolution #2025-1 and to authorize either the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary or Assistant Secretary/Treasurer to sign the documents.
J. Hoover seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Resolution #2025-2 Deer Creek Category 4 Grant for Replacement of a Portion of the Deer Creek Sewer Force Main

The portion that will be replaced is between 1270 East Tolna Road and Mount Airy Road and the grant application deadline is next Tuesday.  Eng. Brenneman estimated the total cost to be $650,000.

J. Hoover moved to approve Resolution #2025-2 and to authorize either the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary or Assistant Secretary/Treasurer to sign the documents.
D. Wertz seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

Illegal Industrial Discharge

Mgr. Sweitzer stated there is illegal industrial discharge that is coming from a business in the Southern Industrial Park on East Tolna Road.  The Public Works Department has had to change the filters at the pump station every so many days.  Samples of the debris in the filters and of the sewage discharge at the business were sent to the lab.  If the samples match, then Mgr. Sweitzer will follow the Authority’s Resolution for correction of the problem, fine and a recovery of the costs.
