The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with Vice President Nadobny presiding.
APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for April.
M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the April 6 and 20 payroll registers.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

None were present.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the April meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Codes Enforcement  
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
Mayor Sharkey reported there was no meeting again this month due to the COVID-19 pandemic.  The March police report was submitted.  

EMA Report 
Taken later in the meeting.

Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny/Supt. Sweitzer
Water/Sewer/Trash Bills
At this time in the payment cycle, there could be almost 200 customers who haven’t paid with bills being due this Friday.  No penalty will be added until after Council revisits the matter at the June meeting.  All delinquent customers will receive a robocall and those who would normally receive a shut-off posting will still be posted but water will not be turned off during the COVID-19 pandemic.  Enforcement will be delayed.  A list will be created of anyone asking for a penalty waiver or longer time in which to pay.
Agreement For Water Line Work
M. Beran moved to authorize the Vice President and Secretary to sign the Agreement for the SR 0851 water main relocation project through Gannett Fleming.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Essex Circle Drive/Woodland Drive Water Project
The new water mains on Essex Circle Drive and Woodland Drive are installed.  Wexcon is installing water services on the new water line on Woodland Drive.  Both new water lines will be in service by July.  The first payment application is for $303,753.00 with one change order due to less groundwater than was originally thought.
F. Arbogast moved to approve the change order which is a decrease of $19,640.00.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

F. Arbogast moved to pay Wexcon the amount of $303,753.00.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sewer Study
The sewer study for Deer Creek North Interceptor is recording flow data with rain totals.  The ultrasonic sensor has not worked since the beginning or the study and needs to be replaced with a cost of almost $1,000.00.

T. Nadobny moved that a new ultrasonic sensor be purchased.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Roads & Lighting – M. Sharkey/Supt. Sweitzer
Road Paving Project
The bids were reviewed last month but the project was not awarded.  JVI Group was the low bidder at $124,450.00 with the materials bid from York Materials Group at $82,225.00.  We budgeted $235,000.00.

S. Mayoryk moved to award the paving bid to JVI Group at the amount of $124,450.00.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

S. Mayoryk moved to award the materials bids to York Materials Group in the amount of $82,225.00.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Road Tour
A tour will be scheduled soon.

Covington Drive Speed Humps
The humps are being installed this week.

Banners Recognizing Graduating Seniors
The High School is requesting that banners be hung recognizing the graduating seniors.  Supt. Sweitzer contacted Med Ed for permission to locate the banners on its poles from June through August.  There are 46 graduates who live in the Borough.
T. Nadobny moved that the Borough support the School’s efforts to recognize the seniors.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Above Ground Fuel Tank
Since Tom’s Gas Station will be torn down in conjunction with the Exit 4 interchange work, the Borough and Fire Company will not have a close source for diesel fuel.  Supt. Sweitzer would like to install an above-ground, double-walled 500 gallon diesel fuel tank with containment on the north side of the Public Works building.  The fire company would also share in the cost of the fuel to be billed at cost to them.

S. Mayoryk moved to authorize Supt. Sweitzer to proceed with the purchase of the 500 gallon tank at a cost not to exceed $4,500.00.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – Mayor Sharkey
Restroom Facility at Sweeney Park
Mayor Sharkey requested Supt. Sweitzer to unlock the restroom facility at the playground due to sanitary concerns with the COVID-19 pandemic.

F. Arbogast moved that Council concur with the action taken by Mayor Sharkey in requesting the restroom facility be unlocked and open to the public.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Rental of Enclosed Pavilion During COVID-19 Pandemic
The pavilion will be available for rent with some wording adjustments to the reservation policy.  Sol. Rehmeyer will assist with such language.

The Solicitor presented a number of resolutions, ordinances and an agreement, many of which had been under review for some time, as follows:

PENNVEST Loan: Ordinance #2020-2 to Increase the Indebtedness, the Issue of a Debt Obligation in the Maximum Principal Amount of $1,000,000.00 for the Capital Contribution Project at the New Freedom Borough Sewer Treatment Plant for the New Dewatering Equipment
S. Mayoryk moved to adopt Ordinance #2020-2.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Resolution #2020-4 Waiver of Late Fees on Property Taxes
M. Beran moved to adopt Resolution #2020-4.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Resolution #2020-5 Authorizing Officers to Execute Documents in Accordance with the Pennsylvania Infrastructure Investment Authority Loan
S. Mayoryk moved to adopt Resolution #2020-5.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Second Operational Assistance and Loan Repayment Agreement
K. Wills moved to approve the signing of the Second Operational Assistance and Loan Repayment Agreement between the Borough and the Authority in connection with the PENNVEST loan.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel 
York Water Fire Hydrants and Water Tank
The York Water Company’s tank east of the cemetery will be removed and during construction and the hydrants will not have good flow volume for four to five weeks.

Stan reported there were two food distributions.  Housing for homeless is being taken care of by PEMA giving them shelter in a hotel in York with food being provided.
