The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:02 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Nadobny presiding.
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson was present to again ask if Council is ready to release any excess capacity to the Municipal Authority.  Phil was told that the January 25 meeting was postponed by New Freedom Borough as they wanted to present better numbers for the planned projects.  Phil was reminded that Council needs to have discussion with New Freedom Borough to better understand the status of the wastewater treatment plant and upcoming work to be done on it, to be able to approximately understand what capacity is and will be available and what capacity might be considered as excess.
David Pergrin, 3 Bridle Road, was present regarding a vacancy on the Wellhead Protection Committee and asking to be appointed to the Committee.
M. Weaver moved to appoint David Pergrin to the Wellhead Protection Committee.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the January 3 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for December General check numbers 4100 thru 4152 for a total of $95,888.47; Water check numbers 2084 thru 2104 totaling $222,984.44; Sewer check numbers 1818 thru 1824 totaling $9,535.01; Highway Aid no checks.
S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor and K. Thomas abstaining.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures for January General check numbers 4153 thru 4200 totaling $204,554.92; Water check numbers 2105 thru 2113 totaling $29,426.10; Sewer check numbers 1825 thru 1835 totaling $26,617.00; Highway Aid check numbers 974 and 975 totaling $3,005.47.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor and K. Thomas abstaining.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the January 10 and 24 payroll registers.

K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor and K. Thomas abstaining.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Additional Fill Dirt
John Davis was present to report that all of the contaminated Additional Fill Dirt has been removed from the Property and testing of the remaining Fill Dirt is to be done on February 15. Mr. Davis is attempting to locate Alternative Additional Fill Dirt and will ask permission to import more in after testing is performed and is satisfactory.  A testing proposal was received by Mr. Davis from Taylor Geoservices for the sampling and testing of the site and he stated he is prepared to sign that proposal. He also stated he was prepared to sign the Second Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt.  
M. Beran moved to approve the Second Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt.

F. Arbogast seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Codes Enforcement  
The December and January reports were received.  Mayor Sharkey stated he felt the new sign at the M & T Bank was too large.  The decorative portion of the sign is also self-illuminated.  Keith Hunnings from South Penn Code Consultants will be invited to attend the next meeting to explain the thought process for the issuance of the sign permit. He will also be asked to submit a report in advance of the meeting.
Southern Regional Police Department – Mayor Sharkey
The police reports dated 12/5/21 thru 1/1/22 and 1/2/22 thru 1/29/22 were received.  Mayor Sharkey read a summary of proposals made by the IGA Committee.
Second Alternate on Police Commission
F. Arbogast moved to appoint Mike Weaver as the second Alternate on the Police Commission.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

EMA Report – 
Water & Sewer – T. Nadobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Revised Wellhead Protection Ordinance
The Wellhead Protection Committee is recommending the revised, amended and restated Ordinance be adopted.  The document has also been sent to the Township.  The Ordinance was amended as follows:  the role of the Supt. of Public Works has been included in many of the sections relating to reporting, administration, and enforcement; Exhibit B, Schedule of Regulated Land Uses, now includes regulation of Aggregate Bulk Storage, and a defined carve out for Regulated Substance storage that is greater than average household use but less than Bulk or Aggregate Bulk Storage; Exhibit B has an updated and expanded definition of Regulated Substances; Exhibit B also has new defined terms of Bulk Storage, Aggregate Bulk Storage and Non-Bulk Storage as well as examples of Aggregate Bulk Storage.  Exhibit D, which works together with Exhibit B, specifically within the new or revised Exhibit B definitions. 
In a prior case, the Zoning Hearing Board approved salt storage in a Zone 2 previously if stored in a water tight sea container and subject to other conditions.  Sol. Rehmeyer asked if the Ordinance wording could be adjusted to allow this under certain conditions in Zone 2 or 3.  Council was supportive of the suggestion.  A revised draft will be submitted next month for review and authorization to advertise the Ordinance for adoption.
101 Crosswind Drive Underground Oil Tank
The contractor hired to remove the tank and contaminated soil is asking for an extension due to the main electric line feeding from the back of the home is within 28” of the centerline of the tank. The Borough’s hydrogeologist feels the contamination will not migrate as the water table is below the contaminated soil and the home sits on a slope.  Council set April 1 as the deadline.
Lump Sum Sewer Payment to Pennvest
F. Arbogast moved to approve the lump sum payment of $150,000.00 to Pennvest in accordance with the five-year payback plan.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Credit/Debit Card Payments for Utility Bills
Customers will be able to pay their bills on line through the Borough’s website with a link to the Continental billing system for a nominal fee, which is currently 2.5%. The Secretary was asked to obtain more information on the percentage to be charged and if a rate could be locked in.  The Solicitor is still seeking all contractual documentation.
Public Roads & Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer
Cardinal Drive Storm Sewer
Storm sewer pipe has been added to Cardinal Drive and could be extended to the adjoining streets if needed.

Street Project
Bids will be opened for the April meeting.  The amount of $800,000.00 was budgeted to pave Westview Drive, Circle Drive, Cardinal Drive, Greenmount Avenue, South Sunset Drive, North Highland Drive, Cassidy Way, Holiday Drive, Sundance Lane, Mill Lane, and Wineberry Drive.  The bid will allow Council to add or eliminate projects based on the bid.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
New Truck
The truck is at the dealership and we will receive it the week of February 21.  The cost is $47,000.00 through the Co-Stars contract.  The 2008 pick-up would not pass inspection but could be sold through Municibid, which was agreed upon by Council.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Amendment and Restatement of Nuisance Ordinance
Comments have been received from Chief Boddington and comments are coming in from South Penn Code Consultants.  They will be analyzed and should be implemented in the near future.

Sewer Pump Station
The Keenys are in the process of having an attorney review the Agreement and proposed deed changes by James R. Holley & Assoc.

Amendment to Zoning Ordinance
The entire Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance will be reviewed by Staff during upcoming meetings.  The results of the review will become the basis for amending the Zoning Ordinance.
Renewal of Comcast Franchise Agreement
Cohen Law Group has submitted a proposal to perform the cable franchise renewal service through a joint group under the name of York County Cable Consortium.  The cost is a flat fee and is dependent on the number of participating municipalities and populations.  The more municipalities that participate, the lower the fees become for each.  The proposal and acceptance letter were attached.

F. Arbogast moved to approve the proposal and that the acceptance letter be signed.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

American Rescue Plan Act
The Final Rule was published and municipalities should expect the second payment this summer.  A question was raised whether the funds could be used to pay down debt.
Resolution Setting the Tax Credit Program Back 
F. Arbogast moved to adopt Resolution #2022-1.

M. Beran seconded.   The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
EMS Meeting
F. Arbogast stated there is a meeting tomorrow and that a new consultant was hired to perform the study.  There are outstanding fees for both Rose and Glen Rock Ambulances that are not being paid by those who have used the service.  This will be discussed at the meeting.
Secretary's Report – C. Bosley

York Adams Tax Bureau – M. Sharkey
The last meeting was on January 31 and draft minutes have not been received as yet.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Sidewalk Grant
The Commonwealth Finance Committee has a grant available where the PA Race Horse Development and Gaming Act would provide funds to the Finance Committee.  The grant would be up to $1 million and the project with the Township was $1.9 million.  C.S. Davidson would submit the grant application.  The Township is interested.  More information will follow. Two proposals were received and one includes the area that was included in the first grant which was from Wolfe Road, up to the Shrewsbury Commons Shopping Center and then continuing on the north side of West Forrest Avenue stopping at North Sunset Drive.  The other proposal included the square for new sidewalks in all four directions for one block.

S. Mayoryk moved that a maximum amount of $2,000.00 be spent for engineering and that the Borough contribute a maximum amount of $300,000.00 toward the grant and that C.S. Davidson address the needs of the Borough as much as possible.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
NEW BUSINESS
Approve List of Volunteers Eligible for Tax Credit

Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance Updates
Staff has begun the updating of the Zoning Ordinance, last update was in 2010, and the SALDO which was last updated in 1990.  Staff meets on the second Tuesday at 8:00 a.m.

Mayor Compensation
Mayor Sharkey stated that he will again donate his salary for the duration of this term splitting half to the fire company and the other half going to the Southern Regional Police Department.  Sol. Rehmeyer will check to see if this can be changed.

Mayor Sharkey submitted the fourth quarter report of ceremonies he performed and that he will continue to perform ceremonies for the duration of his term.
