The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding. 
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

Phil Robinson and Mr. Powers were present asking for the release of four EDUs for Mr. Powers and 11 EDUs for Midsomer development.  They were told that until the meeting happens with New Freedom Borough, Railroad Borough, and Shrewsbury and Hopewell Townships (which is in the process now of being scheduled) no answers can be given as to how the Borough may determine if it has any excess EDUs to allocate to the Authority.  The Borough needs to determine what, if any, capacity it has to allocate to the Authority, what we want to keep in reserve and what can be allocated out.  It was confirmed that excess capacity would have to come from only the Authority; otherwise, the governing agreements would require amendment.  Phil was reminded that the plant can’t process the original capacity so that will restrict our decision as well.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the October 13 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for October.
T. Nadobny and S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the October 4 and 18 payroll registers.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

95 East Forrest Avenue Second Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt
Last month, Council set a deadline of December 31 for having the contaminated soil removed and May 1, 2022 as the deadline to have the new soil tested, delivered and graded.  The deadline for an approved land development plan is December 9.
If the owners cannot find a location to relocate the Additional Fill Dirt, they are proposing to do extensive testing in early December of the area containing the 2,000 cubic yards.   Testing would be 16 surface tests and 16 subsurface tests, from offset locations, for metals, volatile organic compounds, and semi-volatile compounds.  The tests could take six to eight weeks to get the results.  The owner could spot remove the contaminated areas within two months after receiving the results.  Sol. Rehmeyer stated the owners have been upfront and communicate well with Supt. Sweitzer as to the progress of trying to eliminate the problem.
F. Arbogast moved to rescind the time line set last month for removal of the contaminated soil and to set a deadline of May 31, 2022 for removal of the contaminated soil with testing being done per the drawing submitted at the meeting in early December and to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to revise the Second Amendment to Agreement of Conditional Approval with Regard to Fill Dirt.  An extension for the land development plan approval will also be included.
K. Wills seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Codes Enforcement  
The reports for August and September were received.

Southern Regional Police Department – R. Buchanan and M. Sharkey

The police activity report from September 12 thru October 9 was presented.  Mayor Sharkey spoke about the PPU calculation that, according to the agreement, was to be done every two years and the IGA Committee recommended that it be recalculated every year.  Minutes from the October IGA Committee were distributed and Mayor Sharkey asked for feedback by December 7.  The Borough’s share for 2022 will be $657,406.00.
EMA Report
Water & Sewer – M. Sharkey, T. Nabobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Water Testing
T. Nadobny stated that he spoke with Supt. Sweitzer about affordable water testing that could save the Borough some money.
Water Project
Supt. Sweitzer stated the contractor is not going to meet the December 3 completion deadline and will most likely be asking for another extension at our December meeting.
Heating Oil Tanks
101 Crosswind Dr. does not yet have a plan for removal of the leaking oil tank.  The response to Sol. Rehmeyer’s second letter is that a second quote is being sought and they are waiting on an on-site meeting.

T. Nadobny moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to send a letter setting forth a deadline for either having the tank pumped out or removed by November 30.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Amended Sewer Tapping Fee per Act 57 Study
Eng. Brenneman recommended at this time to use the October consumer index and the 2020 census information to increase the tapping fee to $3,543.28 (capacity portion $1,729.36 and collection portion $1,813.92).
Wellhead Protection Meeting
A meeting will be held next Wednesday to discuss the Bulk Regulated Substances, underground tank protection, gas station regulation and SRBC permitting.
Public Roads and Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer

Traffic Calming
The next meeting will be on December 6 to discuss the surveys for Tolna Road, East Clearview Drive traffic plan and the other studies conducted within the past six months.
Public Lands, Buildings and Finance – F. Arbogast
American Rescue Plan Act Funds Transfer
F. Arbogast moved to transfer the ARPA funds from the General PLGIT account to the Sewer PLGIT account since the funds will be spent on sewer projects.
M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

SOLICITOR'S REPORT

Sewer Tapping Fee Increase
M. Weaver moved to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to advertise the ordinance to increase the sewer tapping fee.

T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Amendment to Wellhead Protection Ordinance
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is in the process of re-visiting the Amendment to the Wellhead Protection Ordinance regarding bulk and non-bulk substances.  The Ordinance may include a listing of specific substances and amounts that might dictate classification.

Anderson Sewage Capacity
The Agreement for Use of Purchased Sewage Capacity was signed by the Authority and is now fully executed.
Eitzert Farms Streets
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is waiting for final legal descriptions of the streets.  An ordinance will then be prepared to adopt the streets in the spring.
Amendment to Zoning Ordinance
This will be undertaken after the Nuisance Ordinance is addressed.

Sewer Pump Station
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office is in the process of preparing an Easement Agreement with Ruth and Kevin Keeny, the owners of 1664 Sadlers Church Road, and the Municipal Authority for the construction of a new pump station.
Amendment and Restatement of Nuisance Ordinance
An updated and revised draft Nuisance Ordinance was attached to the Solicitor’s report for review.  Council and Mayor made suggested changes to the draft.  The draft will also be shared with the police department and South Penn Code Consultants for review and input.

Sewage Capacity Reservation and Purchase Agreement
Sol. Rehmeyer provided a draft Sewage Capacity Reservation Agreement for review and for potential use by the Authority, if it had sewer capacity that it could make available in its service area.  The Authority has a list of those who have requested capacity over the past years.  Letters may be sent to them to ask if the request is still needed, the purpose for which it would be used, and whether the capacity can be used now because the property is ready for development or if there is a subdivision and/or land development plan in the process of about to be filed.

Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
Vacancy in Public Works Department
F. Arbogast stated that B.J. Matthews has left to run his excavating business full-time.

DCED Study
Supt. Sweitzer was asked to send mapping of all of the fire hydrants in the Borough and the Secretary was asked to send a list of potential development areas in the Borough to the Township.
