The regular meeting of the Borough Council convened at 7:01 p.m. in the Borough municipal building, 35 West Railroad Avenue, with President Buchanan presiding. 
CITIZEN'S COMMENTS

None were offered.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for the August 11 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES AND REPORT OF ACCOUNTS

F. Arbogast moved to approve the expenditures and report of accounts for August.
T. Nadobny seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

APPROVAL OF PAYROLL REGISTER

F. Arbogast moved to approve the August 9 and 23 payroll registers.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Chick-fil-A Final Land Development Plan Re-Approval
The plan was approved on May 12, 2021, and now has the owners’ signatures and notarization.  Fees are current and Sol. Rehmeyer is working with the engineering office on some final details of the surety, which must be explained by the bonding company so he can determine that the bond is acceptable.
F. Arbogast moved to re-approve the final Chick-fil-A plan with final details of the surety being resolved by Sol. Rehmeyer.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

95 East Forrest Avenue Fill Dirt Issues
Owner John Davis and Mitch Nye of Able Construction stated that since October of 2019, soil has been imported from several nearby construction sites and met all of the testing requirements.  In January of 2021, soils from the Tom’s site on East Forrest Avenue were tested prior to being removed from that site.  The soils passed the required testing and 2,000 yards were moved to this site and spread out.  In July of 2021, the on-site soils were tested again and showed elevated levels of cobalt and manganese.  After review by the environmental consultants representing both the landowner and the Borough, the owners of 95 East Forrest Avenue propose to remove the 2,000 cubic yards of soil, at their expense, that was imported from the Tom’s site and seek another source of soil that will be permissible under the Agreement between the Borough and the land owners.  Borough Geologist, Mike Napolitan, stated the owner needs to comply with State regulations as far as permitting and approval to remove and dispose of the contaminated soil properly.  He stated that after the approximate 2,000 CY of soil are removed, that the remaining soil should also be tested for Volatile Organic Compounds as well as the standard testing for other compounds.  He can perform the sampling and will provide a proposal.  Davis stated that after the approximate 2,000 CY of soil is removed that about 5,000 CY of soil will be needed.  It’s unknown how much time is necessary to find quality soil that meets the testing requirements with winter approaching.
S. Mayoryk moved that once the owner has secured DEP approval and permits are in place, that the approximate 2,000 CY of soil be removed at the owners’ expense per the Agreement as soon as possible and after that the Borough’s Geologist is to perform soil testing to include Volatile Organic Compounds at the owner’s expense and, further, to authorize Sol. Rehmeyer to prepare a Second Amendment to the Agreement to adjust the deadline for completion of importing and testing of the additional soil.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Codes Enforcement  
The June report was received.

Southern Regional Police Department – R. Buchanan and M. Sharkey

R. Buchanan stated the September 1 meeting was cancelled due to the hurricane and possible road flooding.

EMA Report – Stan Walters

Stan provided an update of weather-related activity he has been involved with since July. 
Water & Sewer – M. Sharkey, T. Nabobny and Supt. Sweitzer
Meeting With New Freedom Borough
T. Nadobny stated he will draft a letter to be sent to New Freedom Borough inquiring if they have a September meeting date in mind that will include Shrewsbury Township.

Extra Sewer EDUs
The Committee met on August 21 to discuss how to handle any extra EDUs the Borough may have to pass along to the Authority to allocate and sell.  The following points were discussed: 1) we are still determining how many extra EDUs there are; 2) we have to establish when any extra EDUs will be available, possibly early 2022; 3) the EDUs must be cash-purchased; 4) a time line needs to be determined how soon the EDUs must be used and if not used, are the payment and EDUs forfeited.  Phil Robinson stated that the Township will not approve a plan until the sewer module has been approved.  The process of approval of the sale of the EDUs will be at the Municipal Authority level and will likely be first-come, first-served. The Authority is also involved in reviewing plans for projects in the Township.  R. Buchanan stated to make it clear that the Borough will continue to hold the EDUs for future land development in the Borough based on the Holley study and to keep some extra in reserve as well.  Sol. Rehmeyer will draft documentation setting forth the procedure and policy.
Invoice for H & H General Contractors
Eng. Brenneman recommended approval to pay H & H General Contractors the amount of $176,275.08 for the water line project.

T. Nadobny moved to pay H & H General Contractors the amount of $176,275.08.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
Heating Oil Survey
Sol. Rehmeyer sent letters to the owners of 101 and 111 Crosswind Drive to have their tanks inspected.  The owner of 111 Crosswind Drive hired a company to vacuum test the tank.  It tested 1.5 pounds for three minutes and no leaks were heard or found.  The property owner is scheduled to replace the tank in the spring with an above-ground, double-walled tank.  We have not heard from the owner of 101 Crosswind Drive.  They had 14 days to respond.  Sol. Rehmeyer will send a second demand letter.
SRBC Grant
A grant in the amount of $1,500.00 was awarded from the Susquehanna River Basin Commission for equipment to perform tests and labor for the Woodlyn Well permit.

Sewer Right-of-Way Along Stone Arch Road
Kevin Shaub was at the Authority meeting about how wet the area is and he can’t farm about a half of an acre and claims that since the sewer pipe was relined, that water lays in the field.  Eng. Brenneman and Supt. Sweitzer inspected the area and feel it is a natural occurrence with ground water and wetlands and was not created by the sewer line being there. To the contrary, the sewer line might have helped drain the area in the past, but since the sewer line was relined and there is no longer infiltration into it, it does not aid in addressing the natural occurrence of ground water, likely from adjacent, higher land.  Sol. Rehmeyer reviewed the Right-of-Way Agreement and will be responding to Mr. Shaub about it, as well as the results of the inspection.
Sewer Flows
The sewer treatment plant had nine million gallons of water flow through the plant during Hurricane Ida on September 1.  The flows on September 2 were 900,000 gallons compared to the 2021 average of 640,000 gallons.  Our sewer system performed well with no overflows or pump station failures.
Public Roads and Lighting – Supt. Sweitzer

Extra Driver Snow Plow Bids
One bid was received:  Aquatic Resource Restoration Company in the amount of $130.00 per hour, which is the same as last year’s rate.

T. Nadobny moved to accept the bid of ARRC in the amount of $130.00 per hour and to enter into a contract with ARRC.

M. Weaver seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Sol. Rehmeyer will prepare the Contract.
Traffic Calming
One more speed/volume study needs to be done yet for West Forrest Avenue using the new traffic recording device.  Data will be available for the October Council meeting.  Officer Lawrence and Supt. Sweitzer are proficient at reading the new traffic recording device.
SRPD Signal Light Cameras
The inspections are complete.  Chief Boddington supplied the Township with appropriate camera data for the permit submittal.  The Township will complete the application and send it to C.S. Davidson and PennDOT.

Presidential Heights 25 Anderson Sewer EDUs
Sol. Rehmeyer’s office prepared a draft Agreement between the Borough and Presidential Heights Associates authorizing use of previously purchased sewage capacity to be used in Shrewsbury Township.  A copy was given to Phil Robinson to review.

Potential Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance
Potential amendments to Section 302.1 of the Zoning Ordinance pertaining to outdoor storage of recreational vehicles, campers, boats and trailers were reviewed and discussed.  Sol. Rehmeyer will also draft language to amend the Nuisance Ordinance to include noise by ATVs, etc.  Sol. Rehmeyer may shift some of the referenced outdoor storage provisions to the nuisance ordinance to aid in enforcement.
Public Safety, Welfare and Personnel – F. Arbogast
2022 Pension Minimum Municipal Obligation
T. Nadobny moved to approve the 2022 pension Minimum Municipal Obligation in the amount of $26,860.42.

M. Beran seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Health Insurance Plan Renewal and Creation of ICHRA Agreement
Monies can be saved by creating a reimbursable Individual Coverage Health Reimbursement Arrangement.  Sol. Rehmeyer reviewed the documentation and confirmed certain portions thereof that are favorable to the Borough.
F. Arbogast moved to renew the current health insurance coverage and to approve the creation of the ICHRA.

S. Mayoryk seconded.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.

Appointment of EMS Representative
S. Mayoryk moved to appoint Fred Arbogast as the Borough’s representative to discuss the regional EMS.
